Mountain City man arrested in

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Prius dangerous on slippery roads

In January 2007, ConsumerAffairs.com published infor-
mation on a problem with traction control failure in the
Toyota Prius. At that time, Toyota denied the issue is a
safety problem.

In late January 2008, ConsumerAffairs.com reported the
problem still exists, and presents a danger to the driving
public.

The vehicle’s TRAC (traction control system) can fail to
operate properly on a snowy road, and Prius owners report

the hybrid's TRAC (traction control) system is inadequat e

on slippery inclines.
Prius drivers have reported that when the car is on any
kind of slick surface that causes one of the front wheels to

slip, all power to the drive system is stopped, which m akes
driving the vehicle uphill almost impossible. They ass ert
denies

that this is a very serious design flaw, which Toyota
and refuses to fix.
When forward movement is prevented, the driver is left

with no control of the vehicle, and this creates a safety
hazard.

Toyota spokesman Bill Kwon agreed last year that the
traction control system in the Prius could impact perfor  m-
ance in snowy conditions, but he insisted that the system
is not a safety problem.

"Prius has TRAC as standard equipment,” he said. "The
purpose of traction control is to help prevent wheel spin
and minimize slippage of the drive wheels by applying
brakes and/or reducing engine power."

Kwon pointed out last year that an 8- to 10-degree
grade "is a fairly steep grade, and combined with snow,
would cause a loss of traction which will activate the tr  ac-
tion control system and therefore reduce or cut power."

Kwon said in his opinion, it's better to have the vehicle
stop than to have the wheels spinning and out of control.

Toyota has not responded to requests for an update on
plans to modify the existing Prius traction control syste ~ m.

ing operation. All work will be done inside, and all
crushed vehicles will be removed daily to an auto shred-
der in Johnson City. The building is designed to hold 13
crushed vehicles at a time, if necessary.

- In the Southeast, 1 kilowatt hour of electricity requires
approximately 1 pound of coal.

INFO ABOUT CLOTHES DRYERS. The best way to keep
your dryer working for a very long time (and to keep your
electric bill lower) is to take the lint filter out & wash it
with hot soapy water and an old toothbrush (or other
brush) at least every six months.

The lint filter is made of a mesh material - dryer sheets
cause a film over that mesh. That’s what burns  out the
heating unit. You can’'t SEE the film, but it's there. If you
attempt to run water through the mesh and it holds water
then it needs cleaning. This is caused by the dryer sheet sto
make your clothes soft and static-free — that nice fragran  ce
too; you know how they can feel waxy when you take them
out of the box? Well this stuff builds up on your clothes and
on your lint screen. This is also what causes dryer units  to
catch fire and could burn your house down!

A frugal tip:

Eat a good meal before buying groceries and avoid im-
pulse buying because you are hungry. Make a list, looking
at specials as you make your list. Do not _ buy a special just
because it is on sale if it is not something you would nor -
mally buy (there’s an old saying; “A useless bargain
is something you don’t need at a price you can't afford”)

Edible plants in the area:

The root of Queen Anne’s Lace is wild carrot and can be
used in a pinch. The larger the plant, the bigger the root.
More woody then regular carrot but edible. Be careful —
there is a similar flowering plant that looks like Queen
Anne’s Lace that is poisonous. You can recognize Queen
Anne’s Lace by the flower center, which has a single bla ck
bloom in the middle of the white flower. The poisonous
plant does not have this.

Mark Twain’s observations on primaries

With the quadrennial exercise of presidential primari es
pressing upon us once again, it's an opportune time t o trot
out Mark Twain's observations of this uniquely American
tradition -- from his day, 135 years ago -- as he announc ed
as a candidate for the presidency himself. Satirist Stephen
Colbert, of Comedy Central's TV show The Colbert Report,
did much the same last year when he announced for a sh ort
while as a presidential candidate. Mr. Colbert is a  pretty
funny fellow, but he is no Mark Twain.

A Presidential Candidate
by Mark Twain

I have pretty much made up my mind to run for Presi-
dent. What the country wants is a candidate who cannot
be injured by investigation of his past history, so that t
enemies of the party will be unable to rake up anything
against him that nobody ever heard of before. If you know
the worst about a candidate, to begin with, every attemp t
to spring things on him will be checkmated. Now | am go-
ing to enter the field with an open record. | am going to
own up in advance to all the wickedness | have done, and
if any Congressional committee is disposed to prowl
around my biography in the hope of discovering any dark
and deadly deed that | have secreted, why-let it prowl.

In the first place, | admit that | treed a rheumatic gr and-
father of mine in the winter of 1850. He was old and inex-

Pet turtles can carry Salmonella

The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) warns that pet
turtles can make people very ill. They commonly carry
Salmonella bacteria on their skin and shell, and people can
get the bacteria by coming in contact with turtles ort  heir
habitats.

While the bacteria do not make the turtles sick, Salm  o-
nella can cause serious, sometimes life-threatening infec-
tions in humans. In 2007 a four-week-old baby in Flor ida
died from Salmonella infection traced to a small turtle.

The infection causes nausea, vomiting, stomach pain,
diarrhea, fever, and headache. Symptoms usually appear
six to 72 hours after contact with the bacteria and last
about two to seven days. Most people recover without
treatment, but some get so sick that they need to be
treated in a hospital.

Anyone can get Salmonella, but the risk is greatest in
infants, young children, elderly people, pregnant women
and people whose immune systems are compromised.

According to the FDA’s Center for Veterinary Medicine,
all reptiles (turtles, lizards, snakes) and amphibia ns
(frogs, salamanders) are commonly contaminated with Sal-
monella, but it is the small turtles that are most often
found around young children, where consequences of infec-
tion are likely to be severe. The sale of turtles with a sh  ell
less than four inches long has been banned since 1975 be-
cause of this health risk.

Touching the turtles or their

habitat is not the only way to contd. on p. 20
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become infected. Surfaces such as countertops, tabletops ,
bare floors, and carpeting may also be contaminated with
Salmonella if the turtle is allowed to roam on them. The
bacteria may survive for a long period of time on these sur-
faces.

Infectious disease specialists estimate that banning
small turtles prevents 100,000 Salmonella infections in
children each year in the United States. But Salmonella
infections have recently increased because of a resurgence
in the sales of small turtles by some pet shops, flea mar-
kets, street vendors, and online stores.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention offers
this advice for consumers:

Don't buy small turtles for pets or as gifts.

If your family is expecting a child, remove any pet tu rtle
(or other reptile or amphibian) from the home before the
infant arrives.

Keep turtles out of homes with children under five years
old, the elderly, or people with weakened immune systems.
Do not allow turtles to roam freely through the house, es-
pecially in food preparation areas.

Do not clean turtle tanks or other supplies in the kitchen
sink. Use bleach to disinfect a tub or other place where
turtle habitats are cleaned.

Always wash hands thoroughly with soap and water af-
ter touching any turtles, their housing, or anything (for
example, food) that comes in contact with a turtle or its
housing.

Be aware that Salmonella infection can be caused by con-
tact with turtles in petting zoos, parks, child day ca re fa-
cilities, or other locations.

Watch for symptoms of Salmonella infection, such as di-
arrhea, stomach pain, nausea, vomiting, fever, and head-
ache. Call your doctor if anyone in your family has any of
these symptoms.
