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dents’ Day to honor both Washington and Lincoln (whose 
birthday was on February 12, 1809), or all U.S. presidents.  

February 22, 2009, George Washington's Birthday 
Although Presidents Day now commemorates the birth-

days of George Washington and Abraham Lincoln, Wash-
ington's birthday was celebrated as a holiday for many 
years on February 22, even though he was actually born 
on February 11, 1731. Why the difference? During Wash-
ington's lifetime, people in Great Britain and America 
switched from the Julian to the Gregorian calendar 
(something most of Europe had done in 1582). As a result 
of this calendar reform, people born before 1752 were told 
to add 11 days to their birth dates. Those born between 
January 1 and March 25, as Washington was, also had to 
add one year to be in sync with the new calendar. By the 
time Washington became president in 1789, he celebrated 
his birthday on February 22 and listed his year of birth as 
1732. Upon entering office, Washington was not convinced 
that he was the right man for the job. He wrote, "My move-
ments to the chair of government will be accompanied by 
feelings not unlike those of a culprit, who is going to the 
place of his execution." Fortunately for the young country, 
he was wrong.  

February 24, 2009, Mardi Gras/Shrove Tuesday 
Mardi Gras is French for "fat Tuesday" – the final feast-

ing before the fasting of Lent, which begins the next day, 
Ash Wednesday. Fat Tuesday is also called Shrove Tues-
day, a name that comes from the practice of shriving – pu-
rifying oneself through confession – prior to Lent. Many of 
the names applied to this day relate to food and eating. In 
many Latin countries, Mardi Gras is the culmination of 
the carnival season of revelry and feasting. Among the 
Pennsylvania Dutch, this Tuesday is Fastnacht (fast 
night), and everyone enjoys the traditional fastnachtku-
chen, a rectangular doughnut with a slit in the middle.

from the epicenter, to the John Guilday Caves Nature Pre-
serve in West Virginia. The National Speleological Society 
has temporarily shut down the preserve as a possible 
white-nose sighting is investigated.  

So far, there are 40 confirmed white-nose sites in the 
Northeast, said Jeremy Coleman, who is tracking the ill-
ness for the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service office in Cort-
land, N.Y.  

Death tolls for the tiny creatures are hard to pinpoint, 
but some estimates run into the hundreds of thousands.  

The news was grim on a recent day when more than a 
dozen researchers lowered themselves by rope into a 
sprawling old limestone mine in New York's Hudson Val-
ley, about 80 miles north of New York City.  

Bat counter Ryan von Linden's headlamp swept across 
isolated clusters of the mammals hanging off the rock ceil-
ing. A chorus of squeaks echoed in the blackness.  

"There are not as many as there are supposed to be," von 
Linden whispered. "Not even close."  

With a precise total pending, Hicks estimated the cave's 
count of Indiana bats, an endangered species, was down 15 
to 35 percent from last year's roughly 19,000. Researchers 
said the number of little brown bats also appeared to be 
down, although they didn't have enough specifics from 
prior years to measure the drop exactly.  

Hoping to glean more information on the syndrome, the 
researchers plucked 14 groggy little brown bats from the 

rock, weighed them, measured them, snipped a bit of their 
hair and stuck tiny radio transmitters to them to track 
their activity levels.  

Bats' nocturnal habits and some species' ability to carry 
rabies can give the flying mammals a fearsome image. But 
they can pollinate plants and play an important role in 
checking the populations of mosquitoes and insects that 
can damage wheat, apples and dozens of other crops.  

Researchers at the U.S. Geological Survey's Wildlife 
Health Center this fall established that the sugary 
smudges on infected bats are a previously undescribed fun-
gus that thrives in the refrigerator-like cold of winter 
caves. The center is still working to determine whether the 
fungus causes the disease, but biologists are already focus-
ing on potential ways to combat the fungus.  

Since the fungus grows in the cold and damp, they could 
try to lower humidity levels in at least some crucial caves, 
though that could create other problems for those ecosys-
tems.  

Researchers also are looking at the possibility of a fungi-
cide or even fungus-killing bacteria that could spread from 
bat to bat. Ward Stone, New York state's wildlife patholo-
gist, said he has been able to culture bacteria that live on 
big brown bats and kill the white-nose fungus in a lab.  

Tests need to be performed to see whether any of the op-
tions are realistic. And time is "our biggest enemy," said 
David Blehert, head of microbiology at the USGS center in 
Madison, Wis.
