cated on ridges are a hazard to air navigation and persons on the 
ground and detract from the natural beauty of the mountains. 
(1983, c. 676, s. 1.)  

In the early 1980s the term windmill was commonly applied to 
wind powered generators in North Carolina. In 1978 the US De-
partment of Energy and NASA constructed a 140 foot tower in 
Boone, NC and installed a 2 megawatt wind turbine, the largest 
wind generator in the world at that time.  

The Boone wind experiment gained statewide and national 
fame. The headline in the July 12, 1979 Raleigh News & Observer 
stated: “Amid merry fanfare, big windmill dedicated.” Daily pa-
pers in Asheville, Morganton, Hickory, Winston-Salem, Charlotte, 
Richmond and Atlanta also used the term windmill to describe 
the project. It is impossible to believe that the Ridge Law exemp-
tion for windmills was inserted by legislators in 1983 without 
knowledge of the Boone project.  

Johnson County, Tennessee has its own ridge protection law 
which is virtually identical to North Carolina’s statute. In 2002 
the Tennessee Valley Authority performed an Environmental As-
sessment for a wind farm on Stone Mountain, a site in rural, 
mountainous Johnson County. TVA concluded that the Mountain 
Ridge Protection Act of Johnson County would not prevent the 
construction of a facility with 14 wind turbines producing 20 
megawatts of power. Further, local governments located near the 
proposed wind farm supported the siting of the project near their 
communities. Tennessee Valley Authority’s Environmental As-
sessment states:  

TVA’s interpretation of the Act as a law not applying to wind-
mills is supported by the County, as on February 21, 2002, the 
Johnson County Board of Commissioners approved a resolution 
stating that the ridge law, in their opinion, does not preclude the 
proposed wind farm.  

North Carolina’s Department of Justice issued a press release 
stating that the Environ-
mental Assessment pre-
pared by TVA concluded 
that the Stone Mountain 
windfarm would have been 
allowed under North Caro-
lina law. In written com-
ments to TVA, NC Attor-
ney General Roy Cooper 
disagreed, saying that 
North Carolina's Mountain 
Ridge Protection Act of 

1983 would prohibit construction of the windfarm. 
However, no case law was cited and no cogent legal 
argument was mounted in Cooper’s letter.  

The North Carolina Ridge Law faced formidable 
opposition in 1983 from developers. Those interests 
have gained strength over the last twenty years. 
Giving the NC General Assembly the opportunity 
to tinker with this landmark legislation invites fur-
ther exemptions for ski resorts, high rise condo-
miniums, and other structures. Given the risks of 
runaway amendments and the legal exemption for 
windmills, it is both unwise and unnecessary to re-
open the Ridge Law in order to build wind powered 
electric generators in North Carolina.

Noroviruses are highly contagious, with as few as 100 
virus particles thought to be sufficient to cause infection. 
Noroviruses are transmitted primarily through the fecal-
oral route, either by direct person-to-person spread or fe-
cally contaminated food or water. Noroviruses can also 
spread via a droplet route from vomitus. These viruses are 
relatively stable in the environment and can survive freez-
ing and heating to 60°C (140°F). In healthcare facilities, 
transmission can additionally occur through hand transfer 
of the virus to the oral mucosa via contact with materials, 
fomites, and environmental surfaces that have been con-
taminated with either feces or vomitus. 

Diagnosis of norovirus infection 

Diagnosis of norovirus infection relies on the detection of 
viral RNA in the stools of affected persons, by use of re-
verse transcription-polymerase chain reaction (RT-PCR) 
assays. This technology is available at CDC and most state 
public health laboratories and should be considered in the 
event of outbreaks of gastroenteritis in healthcare facili-
ties. Identification of the virus can be best made from stool 
specimens taken within 48 to 72 hours after onset of symp-
toms, although good results can be obtained by using RT-
PCR on samples taken as long as 7 days after symptom 
onset. Other methods of diagnosis, usually only available 
in research settings, include electron microscopy and sero-
logic assays for a rise in titer in paired sera collected at 
least three weeks apart. Commercial enzyme-linked immu-
noassays are available but are of relatively low sensitivity, 
so their use is limited to diagnosis of the etiology of out-
breaks. Because of the limited availability of timely and 
routine laboratory diagnostic methods, a clinical diagnosis 
of norovirus infection is often used, especially when other 
agents of gastroentertis have been ruled out. 

Measures to Limit Transmission 

Isolation precautions 

Patients with suspected norovirus infection should be 
managed with Standard Precautions with careful atten-
tion to hand hygiene practices. However, Contact Precau-
tions should be used when caring for diapered or inconti-
nent persons, during outbreaks in a facility, and when 
there is the possibility of splashes that might lead to con-
tamination of clothing. Persons cleaning areas heavily con-
taminated with vomitus or feces should wear surgical 
masks as well. In an outbreak setting, it may be prudent 

to place patients with suspected norovirus in private 
rooms or to cohort such patients. 

Environmental disinfection 

CDC recommends either chlorine bleach or U.S. Environ-
mental Protection Agency (EPA) approved disinfectants for 
use in controlling norovirus outbreaks. All disinfectants 
should be used on clean surfaces for maximum perform-
ance. Please see the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) website for a list of hospital disinfectants 
registered by the EPA with specific claims for activity 
against noroviruses. It should be noted that evidence for 
efficacy of disinfectants against norovirus are usually 
based on data of efficacy against feline calicivirus (FCV) as 
a surrogate for norovirus. However, feline calicivirus (a 
virus of the respiratory system in cats) has different 
physio-chemical properties to norovirus and there is de-
bate on how well data on inactivation of FCV reflects effi-
cacy against norovirus. 

Chlorine bleach should be applied to hard, non-porous, 
environmental surfaces at a minimum concentration of 
1000 ppm (generally a dilution 1 part household bleach 
solution to 50 parts water) This concentration has been 
demonstrated in the laboratory to be effective against sur-
rogate viruses with properties similar to those of norovi-
rus. Healthcare facility staff should use appropriate PPE 
(e.g. gloves and goggles) when working with bleach. In ar-
eas with high levels of soiling and resistant surfaces, up to 
5000 ppm chlorine bleach may be used. 

EPA-approved disinfectants should be used according to 
manufacturers' instructions. 

Quaternary ammonium compounds are often used for 
sanitizing food preparation surfaces or disinfecting large 
surfaces (e.g., countertops and floors). However, because 
noroviruses are non-enveloped virus particles, most qua-
ternary ammonium compounds (which act by disrupting 
viral envelopes) do not have significant activity against 
them. 

Phenolic-based disinfectants have been shown to be ac-
tive against noroviruses in the laboratory. However, this 
activity may require concentrations 2- to 4-fold higher 
than manufacturer recommendations for routine use. 

Heat disinfection (i.e., pasteurization to 60°C (140°F)) 
has been suggested, and used successfully under labora-
tory conditions, for items that cannot be subjected to 
chemical disinfectants such as chlorine bleach.

aluminum and stainless steel, which are better than plas-

tic from a recycling and resource standpoint. 

5. Go With the Low-Flow 

There are many ways to reduce water waste in the bath-

room. Some are simple, like turning off the water when 

you brush and shave, taking shorter showers and flushing 

judiciously. You might also consider installing a low-flow 

showerhead, an aerator on your sink, and, if you’re gearing 

up to remodel, a low-flow toilet. Together they can reduce 

your household water use by up to 50 percent, which will 

save you money as well. 

6. Wash With Care 

Another area in the house where water gets wasted is in 

the kitchen. For example, don’t leave the sink running 

while you wash dishes. Fill one side with soapy water for 

washing and use the other for rinsing. Only run dishwash-

ers when they are full, and use a sponge to clean food off 

your plates, not a stream of water from the tap. 

7. Green Thumb, Blue Thumb 

Lawn care is both a big consumer and polluter of water. 

If you are into gardening and landscaping, try to grow 

vegetation that is suited for your climate and won’t require 

tons of extra watering. Some grasses are more drought-

resistant than others, so look into seeding your lawn with 

a heartier alternative. Nitrogen and phosphorous runoff 

from home lawn fertilizers can end up tainting local water 

supplies as well. 

Creating compost is a great alternative to store bought 

fertilizers, and it will help reduce the amount of garbage 

you send to the landfill. 

8. An (Auto) Motive for Improvement 

Consider that one gallon of motor oil can contaminate a 

million gallons of water. Now think of the tens of millions 

of cars on the road right now. Even if you aren’t a do-it-

yourselfer, it’s worth getting your oil changed regularly 

and making sure that you aren’t leaking in between ser-

vices. 

If you change your own oil, be sure to take your old oil 

and filter to a service station where it can be recycled. You 

can also save water by not leaving the hose running when 

you wash your car. 

One of the many things that connect us as humans is our 

need for water. If we work together to preserve and expand 

this finite and precious resource, we will guarantee our-

selves a healthier, wealthier and tastier water future.

Nowadays, 90 percent of foods Americans purchase every 
year are processed foods, and in 2006, 2,800 new candies, 
desserts, ice cream, and snacks were introduced to the 
marketplace, compared to just 230 new fruits or vegetable 
products.  

Of course, food marketers do a masterful job at making it 
seem like fast foods and junk foods are the obvious choice, 
and they spend mega-billions every year to convince you 
and your kids to choose highly processed convenience foods 
over REAL foods. 

But there are some rays of hope shining through. 
Real Foods are Becoming More Popular 
When you hear the term “what’s old is new,” it most of-

ten applies to fashion or slang terms … but it can also be 
applied to food. That is, increasing numbers of people are 
reverting BACK to the ways of our ancestors, and choosing 
to purchase food directly from local farmers, and cook it 
using slow, traditional methods. 

For instance, after declining for more than a century, the 
number of U.S. small farms has increased 20 percent in 
the past six years.

 Produced, manufactured

If you want to take things a step further, and I suggest 

you do, here is what you need to look for (whether you’re at 
the grocery store or farmers’ market) to find not just any 
food, but high-quality food: 

1. Grown without pesticides and chemical fertilizers 
(organic foods fit this description, but so do some non-
organic foods) 

2. Not genetically modified 
3. Contains no added growth hormones, antibiotics, or 

other drugs 
4. Does not contain artificial anything, nor any preserva-

tives 
5. Fresh (if you have to choose between wilted organic 

produce or fresh conventional produce, the latter may be 
the better option) 

6. Did not come from a factory farm 
7. Grown with the laws of nature in mind (meaning ani-

mals are fed their native diets, not a mix of grains and 
animal byproducts, and have free-range access to the out-
doors) 

8. Grown in a sustainable way (using minimal amounts 
of water, protecting the soil from burnout, and turning 
animal wastes into natural fertilizers instead of environ-
mental pollutants) 

Foods that meet these standards will almost always be a 
wise choice. 

Looking for Real Food Sources Near You? 
As you discover the alternative food networks in your 

area -- things like farmers’ markets, food co-ops, and com-
munity-supported agriculture -- you’ll begin to feel a con-
nection to your community that you likely never felt be-
fore. And sources of sustainable food are becoming surpris-
ingly easy to find these days. 
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cooler again. Not exactly icy cold but on a day that hot, 

believe me, that a drink at that temperature is absolutely 

wonderful.  

Of course, during the night and cooler parts of the day, 

temperatures inside the fridge are much lower. I suspect 

that with a few changes, such as mentioned above, to 

mimic Mr. Mohammed Bah Abba's design more closely, 

lower temperature drops than I've experienced could be 

achieved.

Bear in mind that the temperature range for bacteria 

growth is 5 - 60C (41 - 140F); the Zeer pot shouldn't be 

trusted with particularly delicate foods prone to salmo-

nella, such as chicken, and I certainly wouldn't use it for 

fish.  

It's also a good idea to ensure food items are wrapped 

separately or placed in airtight separate containers within 

the pot. Always sniff test before consumption :).  

Where these pots are being used in Africa, people are 

able to keep food items such as tomatoes for as long as 

three weeks, whereas without the pot, tomatoes would 

only stay good for a few days. 

So, if you're into self-sufficiency, looking for a food cool-

ing solution for your outback getaway, or even something 

to have on standby in case of disaster, consider a Zeer pot 

– they are cheap to make and cost next to nix to run. 

Based on clay, sand and water – cooling doesn't get much 

more environmentally friendly than this!

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deficiencies -- is an easily remedied cause of hypothyroid-
ism.   

One simple test to check for iodine deficiency entails ap-
plying iodine to your skin to see how rapidly it is ab-
sorbed.   

A simple way to ensure you’re getting enough iodine is to 
get an inexpensive prescription from your physician for 
SSKI, which is a super-saturated potassium iodine. You 
simply apply three drops to your skin and rub it in, once a 
day.  

How can you tell if you have enough iodine in your body?  

If when you touch something with slightly wet fingertips 
and it leaves a yellowish stain, then the iodine is coming 
out of your skin, indicating your body is saturated.

If you’ve been on synthetic hormones for an extended 
period of time, say 10 to 20 years, the likelihood of you be-
ing able to wean yourself off the hormones is limited and 
challenging.   

But if you’re newly diagnosed, or have not been on syn-
thetic hormones for very long, I strongly recommend Ar-
mour Thyroid – a natural bovine thyroid extract, which 
provides not only T3 and T4, but also T1 and T2, which 
will help normalize your hormone response.  

As a side note, it’s rare for a conventional physician to 
prescribe natural hormones, and one of the ways you can 
distinguish a naturally oriented physician from a more 
conventionally oriented one is by finding out what type of 
hormone they would prescribe for their patients.
