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If the bill were to be passed by Congress and signed by President 
Obama as it currently stands, the sweeping proposals that cur-
rently exist would ensure that business as usual is not an option. 

Ed Markey, co-sponsor of the bill, asserts that $190 billion would 
be invested into clean energy technology. These funds would go 
towards some big projects: 

Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy – A key component of 
the bill requires public utilities supplying electricity to become 
more energy efficient and fulfill their customers’ energy demands 
with more renewable sources as time goes on. 

This combined “efficiency and renewable electricity standard” 
will be 6 percent in 2012, 9.5 percent in 2014, 13 percent in 2016, 
16.5 percent in 2018 and 20 percent in 2021-2039. Requiring utili-
ties to source with more renewable energy sources can help reduce 
the U.S.’s dependence on foreign oil, as well as help cut carbon 
emissions by moving away from a fossil fuel based energy economy. 

Storing Carbon – The Waxman-Markey bill would also amend 
the Clean Air Act to require the Administrator of the EPA to set 
forth a national strategy to address the barriers, research and 
regulations necessary for the commercial-scale deployment of Car-

the mitigation of CO2 emissions from coal-fired 
power plants. 

Smart Grid – Amending the Energy Policy and 
Conservation Act, the bill wants to include infor-
mation indicating smart grid compatibility on en-
ergy labels for appliances. 

By promoting the smart grid as well as appli-
ances with smart grid capacity, it is expected that 
peak energy demands will be lessened and con-
sumers will be made more aware of the energy 
demands of their household appliances. The bill 
also offers rebates to consumers who purchase 
appliances with smart grid features. 

Electric Vehicles – Waxman-Markey seeks to 
establish a large-scale vehicle electrification pro-
gram as well as provide financial assistance to 
promote the manufacturing of plug-in electric ve-
hicles. 

The Big One: Cap and Trade 
Capping and then reducing GHG emissions is 

one of the most important provisions included in 
the bill. In summary, cap and trade would set lim-
its on the amount of carbon companies could emit. 

The “cap” would set the upper limit of green-
house gases that could be emitted into the atmos-
phere, and it would be lowered over time. The 
“trade” creates a market for carbon allowances.

Because the cap is lowered over time, the trade 
comes allows a company that pollutes less carbon 
to sell their allowances to a company that pollutes 
more carbon. Over time, as the cap is lowered, it is 
expected that companies would emit less carbon 
because it is more expensive to pollute than to find 
low – or zero – carbon forms of energy. As the En-
vironmental Defense Fund puts it, “The less they 
emit, the less they pay, so it is in their economic 
interest to pollute less.” 

At a national level, the Waxman-Markey bill 
uses the year 2005 as its baseline for GHG emis-
sions. If passed, the permissible percentage of 
GHGs that could be emitted in the U.S. would be: 

* 97 percent (of 2005 levels) in 2012 
* 83 percent 2020 
* 58 percent 2030 
* 17 percent in 2050 
According to the World Resources Institute, the 

first step in reducing greenhouse gas emissions is 
to measure them. With that rationale, the bill 
seeks to establish a federal GHG registry where 
data collection on the various economic sectors’ 
GHG emissions could be compiled. 

The World Waits 
The establishment of a cap and trade system, in 

addition to the other revolutionary proposals in-
cluded in the bill, would steer the U.S. energy 
economy in a new direction. Renewable, low-
carbon and zero-carbon energy sources would be 
preferred and the reigning fossil fuels slowly 
edged out because of a lowered carbon cap over 
time. 

In the interim of climate change and energy re-
form legislation, more provisions and revisions are 
likely. How the U.S. regulates its carbon emissions 
will likely have an impact on what other countries 
decide to do. In the meantime, the world waits to 
see if the legislation will be passed in time for the 
U.N. conference in December.

these lighters. The National Fire Incident Reporting Sys-
tem (NFIRS) began collecting information in January 2008 
specifically about these lighters and fires. The USFA spon-
sored the 2008 Arson Awareness Week with the theme: 
Toylike Lighters - Playing with Fire. Additionally, USFA’s 
Web site provides easy access to current information on 
the novelty and toylike lighter issue at www.usfa.dhs.gov/
noveltylighters.   

There is growing legislative support to ban the sale and 
distribution of these lighters. As of June 2009, eight states 
have passed legislation limiting or prohibiting the sale of 
novelty lighters; another twelve are considering legisla-
tion. Federal legislation has been introduced with House 
Bill 2050 and Senate Bill 723; both are titled Protect Chil-
dren from Dangerous Lighters Act of 2009.  

I encourage every member of the fire service to support 
the local, state, and Federal initiatives to ban the sale and 
distribution of novelty and toylike lighters. Please stay 
vigilant and keep the fire service community informed of 
developments in your area. Only by working together can 
we save lives.

A ridge of high pressure will begin to move off to the east as 
we work our way into the new work week and will allow an 
upper level low and associated frontal boundary to approach 
from the Midwest. The combination of the flow around the 
high to our east and the southerly flow ahead of the slow 
moving frontal boundary will pull all sorts of moisture up out 
of the Gulf. When you throw added lift from a frontal system 
as well as an upper level low (located across KY), you have 
the makings for some widespread shower and thunderstorm 
activity.  
Monday will feature typical summer conditions with morn-

ing fog burning off to hazy sunshine. Clouds will then in-
crease through the day with a scattered shower or thunder-
storm developing. It's when we get into the middle portion of 
the work week that the more concentrated shower and thun-
derstorm activity will develop. Some locally heavy rainfall is 
certain.  
As we get set to put a wrap on the work week we'll go back 

to the typical summertime "splash and dash" shower and 
thunderstorm activity (less coverage of rain than mid week). 
There is some hint of some drier air trying to invade from the 
west as we push into the weekend so we'll keep our fingers 
crossed on that for the time being.  
In addition, something else to keep an eye on will be an 

increasingly favorable pattern for tropical development over 
the next couple of weeks. Areas to watch will be the south-
eastern Atlantic and potentially the Gulf of Mexico.
