2. Mix drugs with a substance such as cat litter or used 

coffee grounds. 

3. Place this mixture in a disposable container with a lid. 

The guide suggests an empty margarine tub or a sealable 

bag. 

4. Remember to conceal or remove any personal informa-

tion and prescription number by covering it with perma-

nent black marker or simply scratching it off. 

5. Put the sealed container with the mixture along with 

the drug containers in the trash. 

Is There Another Option? 

Donating your excess medication is a great way to avoid 

flushing medication while scoring some philanthropic 

points. UNICEF estimates that around 9.7 million chil-

dren under the age of five die due to preventable causes 

and lack of basic services to treat illnesses such as pneu-

monia, diarrhea, malaria and HIV/AIDS. These deaths 

could be preventable with some medications that could be 

hanging around in your bathroom. 

The Health Equity Project is a nonprofit organization 

that is dedicated to making healthcare a universal human 

right by providing access to quality medications to develop-

ing countries. The Health Equity Project accepts some me-

dicinal donations such as antibiotics, anti-malarials, pain-

relievers, HIV/AIDS anti-retrovirals, Diflucan and flucana-

zole. 

Why Is It Important? 

There’s a lot of controversy surrounding the issue of 

flushing any drug. A 2008 investigation by The Associated 

Press found that 250 million pounds of pharmaceuticals 

are flushed each year by hospitals and long-term care fa-

cilities. 

There’s a notable presence of pharmaceutical substances 

in our drinking water. In 2008, a CNN report found that, 

“A vast array of pharmaceuticals – including antibiotics, 

anti-convulsants, mood stabilizers and sex hormones – 

have been found in the drinking water supplies of at least 

41 million Americans.” 

What does that mean for us? According to the EPA, stud-

ies have shown that pharmaceuticals are present in our 

nation’s waterbodies, some causing ecological harm. How-

ever, to date, scientists have found no evidence of detri-

mental effects on human health. 

According to Dr. Raanan Bloom, an environmental as-

sessment expert for the FDA, the main way medications 

enter water systems is by people taking them and then 

naturally passing the substance through their systems. 

“For those drugs for 

which environmental as-

sessments have been re-

quired, there has been no 

indication of environ-

mental effects due to 

flushing,” says Bloom.

chemical compounds they leave behind, according to the 
BPI. 

Common Perceptions and Misunderstandings 

Additionally, according to the BPI, there is a common 
mis und ers t a ndi ng  t hat  pr od ucts  l a b e l ed 
“biodegradable” (even properly labeled ones) will decom-
pose in the landfill and are therefore better for the envi-
ronment. 

However, due to the oxygen-poor and dry conditions asso-
ciated with most landfills, rather than decompose, materi-
als tend to stay relatively well preserved. 

Here’s a perfect example: A trash study project con-
ducted by the University of Arizona dug through more 
than 20 landfills across North America, and found 
“hundreds of undecomposed hot dogs, corn starch and let-
tuce dating back to the 1960s.” How did they know how old 
the food was, you ask? They used some of the still readable 
2,425 newspapers they found to get the exact dates. 

This is why commercial composting is a crucial step for 
biodegradable products to be environmentally effective. 
Once biodegradable products hit the landfill, they are as 
good as any other trash material. 

Options Abound 

Despite the difficulties in fighting improperly labeled 
products and keeping them out of the landfill, there are a 
plethora of biodegradable products helping to reduce the 
solid waste stream. 

Biodegradable products are typically derived from natu-
ral, plant-based ingredients. For example, flatware made 
from potatoes, corn and wood is popping up at Whole 
Foods grocery stores and vegetarian restaurants across the 
country. 

Some other biodegradable products include: 
* Compostable trash bags made from corn 
* Sugar cane and wheat fiber bowls, platters, and trays 
* “Agro-resins” – Plant-derived resins used for injection 

into molds as well as compostable bags and films 
* Compostable packaging materials made from cellulose 
More examples of certified biodegradable products are 

available through the BPI.

Free Medical Service: Crossroads Medical Mission, the free medi-
cal service, sponsored by the United Methodist Church, normally 
comes to Mountain City’s St. Anthony’s Church, where a food pantry is 
also located, on the first Thursday of each month.

This environmentally responsible fundrais-
ing effort supports the foster dogs and cats while they 
await adoption. If you work for or own a business, go 
to a church or belong to a club, ask if they would al-
low you to collect these cartridges and phones for the 
benefit of the animals. Printer cartridges and phones 
may be dropped off at High Country Online, 873 
South Shady Street or you can call 423-727-2566 for 
drop off locations. The Society also collects aluminum 
cans for recycling. (If it sticks to a magnet, it's not 
aluminum and we can't use it.) Our collection bins 
are at the Mountain City Food Lion just outside the 
north entrance, Food Country just outside the east 
entrance near Auto Zone, and our new location at For 

Pete's Sake Recycle, 12004 Hwy 67 in Butler, right 
across the street from Pleasant's Grocery just north 
of the intersection with Hwy 167.
