I
guess beauty is in the eye of the
beholder, so we can't really de-
clare what others are seeing
and appreciating.

Over the years, the recurring
sentiment I have heard is that
people want the valley to retain
its open lands-farmlands and
nature preserves.

"highest and best" use of land

for taxing pur-
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advocating a golf course, condos, and an airstrip in
the valley. Is that what is being advocated? Could
it be that the real issue here is not farms versus
preserves, but open land versus housing develop-
ments? Maybe farmers here would want to assure
that their lands remains farms by making agree-
ments with an organization like American Farm-
land Trust or Land Trust for Tennessee.

Upchurch was referring to the efforts being imple-
mented by Farm Bureau in contacting Congress to
express the organization’s concerns in health care
reform. They want to share the goal of reining in
health care costs, but would rather see health care
reform that improves and builds on the current
health care delivery system.

Increases from such mandates could make private
health insurance unaffordable for many farmers.
Due to the business nature of farms, they cannot
pass those cost increases on to customers like other
businesses.

Back in 1994, Tennessee implemented a govern-
ment-run health care program called TennCare,
which I'm sure many of you remember. That pro-
gram ignored the basic principles of insurance man-
agement incorporating unlimited coverage, rich
benefits and subsidized by the state over and be-
yond good business practices. It put Tennessee in
the tank with the budget and caused some folks to
look at an income tax for the state that sent horn-
honkers circling the Capitol. I don’t want to imag-
ine what could happen if the same thing comes true
for the nation.

It’s time for kindergarten training to kick in dur-
ing this discussion process. Let’s take a look at
health care reform slowly and attempt to keep cov-
erage affordable for everyone. Everyone is entitled
to their say, but not always their way.

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Imagine the nerve of property owners thinking that others
should not trespass! Not that TNC has posted their property
since their lawsuit and injunction ended. That was against the
Shady Valley “Water Shed” District (SVWSD, and yes, they actu-
ally did spell 'watershed' as two words until they were corrected,
and the foolishness is a way to distinguish that bunch from a le-
gitimate one). It’s a “Water Shed” District that seems to have
disappeared as suspiciously as it appeared, and didn’t care much
for property rights either. Their whole feud with TNC started
with a threat, in writing, to vandalize the mitigation bank. That
was based on the fact that a former, legally elected, real, water-
shed district had eminent domain and could drain property
against the owners’ wishes. Why TNC did not just threaten the
recent, phony “Water Shed” District with arrest, instead of vali-
dating them by treating them as a real organization that could be
sued, I'll never know. The vandals would have had to back off or
prove that they were legitimate, and they couldn’t have, and they
would have gone to jail.

I notice that, while none of the SVWSD’s members signed onto
last weekend’s letter, two of their wives did. It looks like the
“Water Shed” district may be hiding behind its women. They
have a reason. It’s good to know that their wives care so much
about what happens to the local tax base. See, the SVWSD got
hold of the former, real, watershed district’s accounts, and used
those collected tax receipts without being elected to touch any tax
money. That’s misappropriation of government funds, much like
grand theft, and it’s another reason why the “Water Shed” district
should have gone to jail, if the county government wasn’t asleep,
incompetent, corrupt, or all combined.

I notice that both times the SVWSD has got its hands on some-
one else’s money, they haven’t spent it on real needs in Shady
Valley. Meanwhile, the valley’s landmark school is on the verge of
being closed again, and both the Boy and Girl Scout troops have
lost their local support while grownups said “save the valley!” and
played with conspiracy theories. A respectable community or-
ganization could have asked the county government for a ballot
measure to repurpose the original, real, watershed district’s un-
used funds to support the school.

If the good citizens of Shady Valley really don’t like the looks of
the wetlands, why haven’t they changed them? TNC would have
agreed. They don’t much want a preserve covered with reed ca-
nary grass. They’d rather have moss and trees. Some of the white
pines they planted have been vandalized by someone with no re-
spect for private property, keeping the place looking neglected.
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TNC would be happy to see their preserves land-
scaped with local wildflowers: turtlehead, clematis,
boneset, cardinal flower, viburnum, both colors of
spiraea, and taller plants: redbud, winterberry

holly, colorful maples, decorative spruce, and
more. But people would rather complain than im-
prove.

Let’s not forget those insidious cranber-

ries! Because TNC jumped on the cranberry band-
wagon, conspiracy theorists decided that everyone
else had to jump off, with the odd effect that the
cranberry festival committee took the cranberries
off their signs and replaced them with a picture of
the stone school. Yes, the festival is a fundraiser
for the stone school, but those people are confusing
being FOR something with being ABOUT the same
thing. Do they think all made-for-TV movies are
about TV? Networks know that movies about what
they’re for wouldn’t bring money in.

The cranberry festival committee also pressured
Shady Valley’s school into turning down a National
Sciences Foundation educational grant project
about Shady Valley’s natural history. Other school
districts will be bussing their students to Shady
Valley, but the local school will stay clueless. That
can’t be helping their reputation when it comes
time to collect educational funding. Can you say
“cutting off your nose to spite your face”?

And I'm wondering, did the SVWSD, or their
women, and the rest of the grudge bunch, really
want to stir this issue up again just before the
Cranberry Festival? Before, it didn’t attract the
kind of attention they, the festival, the valley, or
their stooges on the county commission,
wanted. Come to the Shady Valley Cranberry Fes-
tival for the bizarre sight of cranberry festival signs
with their cranberries painted out! Did they forget
about the ones on the concrete silo by the
light? See those while they last!

It is not possible to make a joke out of those peo-
ple. They've already done it to themselves. If only
they were a funny joke instead of a dismal one.
