Reduce

1. Get Audited!

8 Ways to Green Your Trash

According to the EPA, "Between 1960 and 2007 the
amount of waste each person creates has almost doubled

from 2.7 to 4.6 pounds per day. The most effective way to
stop this trend is by preventing waste in the first plac  e."

Don't worry, we're not talking about your taxes.

Think back to what you learned in seventh grade biology
about the discovery process. The first step in the scientif ic
method (trash is, after all, a very technical thing) is to ask
guestions about something you observe in your environ-
ment. Since you are reading this, you must already be
aware of the fact that your trash is in need of a makeover,
so we think it's safe to move directly to step two: research.

Though this isn’t the most pleasant job, a trash auditi s a
necessary step to really getting a grasp on what you cur-
rently throw out, and more importantly, what you can save
from the trashcan. The audit itself is simple, just foll
these easy steps:

1. Pick a time period — A week is a good place to start.

2. Get everyone on board — If they live in your house and
they make trash, they are involved, so catch ‘em up to
speed.

3. Throw stuff away — Go about your normal routine, and
throw away what you usually do. It is important that y ou
be honest with yourself and not try to be on your “best be-
havior.” Remember, you are trying to get an accurate meas-
urement of your waste output.

4. Weigh in — If you can, weigh your trash. Each time you
take a trash bag out of the house, plop it on the scale. This
way you can have a baseline for comparison (sort of like
“before” and “after” photos when you're starting a new
workout program). Though you will visually be able to see
your trash dwindle, the satisfaction of cold, hard facts is the
icing on the cake.

Sign Twirling Even in the Rain

One rainy Saturday afternoon a couple of
weeks ago, | was sitting in traffic that was
going nowhere due to an intersection de-
signed by an engineer with a real sense of
humor and given a project that never
should have been placed where it was built.
Cars were backed up to the next town and with the
added dimension of the thunderstorm we were in, there
was no way anyone would make their appointments on
this day. Trying to see through the rapid passing of the
windshield wipers unable to keep up with the deluge of
monsoon rainfall, 1 saw an interesting site that made
the traffic delay almost worthwhile if not even a reason
to have been at the intersection in the first place.
Standing to one side of the roadway in a bright yellow
poncho and wearing a red cap was a sign twirler busy

at his job. The rain was coming sideways and in sheets ,

but this young man was still attempting to spin a gia  nt
yellow arrow advertising some motel where you could
sell your gold jewelry for a fortune. His ability to move
the large cardboard sign around his back and over his
head during the repeat of Noah's flood was simply
amazing. Just to see the sign remain rigid in all that
rainwater was truly a feat of major carpentry not to
mention the abuse it took from the hands of evidently a
master sign twirler. He never gave up and if the light
at the intersection had not finally changed, | may have
still been there watching this kid turn cardboard jug-
gling into an art.

The thing that also caught my attention that day was
the fact that spinning a cardboard arrow was a way of
advertising that dates all the way back to the old coun-
try. Men wishing to be paid in products would wear
wooden signs containing information about local pubs
and walk the streets to gain attention for their em-
ployer. However, many of today's sign carriers have
turned the practice into almost a sport and have even
developed special moves in causing the pointed signs to
get your attention. | do wonder if people really drive

They are free of charge and may be obtained in
advance for weekends and holidays. Permit holders should
also check for other restrictions in their locale. Citiz  ens can
apply for burning permits by calling their local Divi sion of
Forestry office between the hours of 8 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.,
Monday through Friday.

But, if y ou are
one of the 16 who lost your house last year across the state o r
one of more than 500 that were threatened due to wildland
fire from someone letting their open burning spin out of con-
trol like the aforementioned sign twirler, you just might a p-
preciate someone checking on a permit and finding out if th ey
can burn or not. It really gets my goat to see folks ona d ry
windy day light a fire and expect it to stay where they p  ut it.
Escaped debris burns are the leading cause of wildfires. Bu rn-
ing without a permit is a Class C misdemeanor punishable by
up to 30 days in jail and/or a fine not to exceed $50.
| sure would hate to see someone have to look up a sign
twirler to have to sell their gold just to pay off a fine; or worst
yet, to have to find new housing due to someone's inabilityt o
act responsibly.

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Getting rid of bed bugs

| remember my parents often say-
ing "sleep tight and don't let the
bedbugs bite." | thought it was quite
funny and that bedbugs, like the
boogeyman, were just another
adult-created myth. It turns out
that bed bugs are very real and a
problem that's been quietly growing
over the last few decades.

What are bed bugs?

A bed bug is a small insect grow-
ing four to five millimeters (1/8th to 3/16th of an inch) in
length that feeds on the blood of humans and other ani-
mals. As its name suggests, it frequents mattresses an d
other cushioned furniture. Bed bugs are not strictly noc-
turnal, but are more active at night.

Bed bug bites are often very itchy and the itchiness tends
to last longer than mosquito bites. In rare cases, allergi ¢
reactions to the bites may cause nausea and illness. How-
ever, the itchiness can often cause insomnia, and some
people may get skin infections from scratching the bed bug
bite.

Why the sudden bedbug re-emergence?

Bed bugs were pretty much wiped out due to extensive
use of DDT. Unfortunately, DDT wasn't only effective on
bed bugs; it had negative effects on humans and other
creatures, too. It was banned for the most part in the USA
by 1972, but even over 35 years on, it can still be found i n

animals. Many of the
other  pesticides
used for controlling
bed bugs are also
now banned or re-
stricted due to hu-
man and environ-
mental health is-
sues.

Getting rid of bed bugs — the green way

You may need professional services and pesticides, but
perhaps try these more environmentally friendly ideas
first, particularly if the infestation isn't too bad. T hese tips
seem to be the strategies mentioned the most around the
web.

A good old fashioned clean

The first thing you should do is wash your bedding and
dry thoroughly in a hot dryer (or dry clean woolen items).
Infested areas should be vacuumed thoroughly, including
the mattress and all furnishings.

Remove clutter

The more furnishings and junk you have in a room, the

more hiding spots you provide; so
clear up clutter.
Sealing
Being so small, any nook or
cranny can become a hidey hole not
just for bed bugs, but also their
eggs; so seal all holes, gaps and
cracks.
Smother 'em
Mattress bags can be used to
smother existing infestations and to
prevent new instances occurring. The mattress bag should
be checked regularly for tears, which can then be taped
over. Pillows should also be similarly encased.

A moat for your bed

After dealing with any current infestation, bed bugs can
be discouraged from future attacks by pulling a bed awa y
from the wall, ensuring that bed linen doesn't touch the
floor and placing frame legs into dishes of fluid such as
tree oil to create a protective moat.

Steam 'em

It seems that bed bugs can be killed with temperatures
above 60 degrees Celsius (140 degrees Fahrenheit) so
steam cleaning carpet, furniture and drapes is now widel y
used to kill bed bugs and their eggs.

Insecticidal dusts

These dusts may not include insecticide as such, but in-
gredients such as borax or silica powder. They work by
rubbing off the bed bug's shell and drying the insect ou t.
They can be applied in cracks and crevices and along bas e-
boards.

Governor Phil Bredesen has proclaimed Oct. 11-17 as Earth  Sci-
ence Week in Tennessee, promoting the important role that g eol-
ogy and other earth sciences play in Tennessee’s safety, hea lth,
welfare and economy.

As part of Earth Science Week, the Tennessee Department of
Environment and Conservation’s Division of Geology, in partn  er-
ship with the American Geological Institute, has a limi  ted num-
ber of Earth Science Week toolkits to distribute to earth scien ce
teachers across the state. This year’s toolkits include p osters, cal-
endars, resources and reading materials, field notebooks, and CDs
and DVDs, with an emphasis on understanding climate a nd cli-
mate change.

“Earth Science Week provides an opportunity for Tennesseans
to seek a greater understanding of the value of research and an

appreciation for the importance of finding and con-
serving mineral, energy and water resources impor-
tant to the state’s continuing prosperity,” said Bre-
desen.

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U.S. Fire Administrator Urges H1N1 Vaccina-
tions for Fire and EMS Personnel

With the first deliveries of the HIN1 vaccine already u  n-
derway, the Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA), as part of its mission to support first responder s,
joins the United States Fire Administration (USFA) in
recommending that firefighters who provide emergency
medical services (EMS) and EMS workers receive the
H1N1 vaccination as soon as it becomes available in their
local jurisdiction.

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s (CDC)
Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP)
has recommended that certain groups of the population
receive the 2009 H1N1 vaccine when it first becomes avail -
able. These target groups include:

* pregnant women

* people who live with or care for children younger than
6 months of age

* healthcare and emergency medical services personnel

* persons between the ages of 6 months and 24 years old,
and

* people ages 25 through 64 years who are at higher risk
for 2009 H1N1 because of chronic health disorders or com-
promised immune systems.

“Given that firefighters and EMS personnel who provide
direct patient care are eligible for early vaccination, th  eir

first responder agencies should be contacting their local
doctors’ offices, clinics, local health department or other
agencies to make arrangements now for their workforces
to be vaccinated as soon as supplies of the HIN1 vaccine
are received in their jurisdictions,” said U.S. Fire Adm  inis-
trator Kelvin J. Cochran.

“Being vaccinated for both seasonal influenza and the
H1N1 influenza represents an important way to assure the
well being of our first responder workforces, their famili  es,
and most importantly the patients to whom they provide
emergency medical care. It also enhances their agencies’
ability to continue to provide critical services to theirc  om-
munities during periods when they may encounter an in-
creased demand for emergency medical care resulting from
the HIN1 virus,” Cochran said.

New Evidence Shows Mercury Present in

Nearly ALL Fish

According to a new U.S. Geological Survey study, scien-
tists detected mercury contamination in every fish sam-
pled in nearly 300 streams across the United States.

More than a quarter of these fish were found to contain
mercury at levels exceeding the criterion for the protection
of people who consume average amounts of fish, estab-
lished by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. More
than two-thirds of the fish exceeded the U.S. EPA level of
concern for fish-eating mammals.

Exposure to mercury can damage your brain, kidney and
lungs. Symptoms of mercury poisoning typically include
sensory impairment, disturbed sensation and a lack of co-

ordination.

Dr. Mercola's Com-
ments:

This latest study from
the U.S. Geological Sur-
vey is unique because it
focused on mercury in
fish  from streams
across the United
States, as opposed to
those in lakes, reser-
voirs and wetlands,
which are more com-
monly studied.

Sadly, though the
medium was different,
the results were largely
the same.

Mercury was detected in every fish sampled from nearly
300 U.S. streams. Among them, 27 percent contained mer-
cury at levels that equaled or exceeded the U.S. EPA’s cri-
terion for the protection of human health, and more than
two-thirds exceeded mercury safety levels for fish-eating
mammals like mink and otters.

What this does is add further credence to the message
I've been relaying for nearly a decade: Most of the U.S. fish
supply contains harmful levels of mercury.

For comparison, a study a few years back on fish living in
lakes and reservoirs found more than half contained exces-
sive levels of mercury -- so much so they were deemed un-
safe for children and pregnant women to eat.

Where is All of This Mercury Coming From?

For the most part mercury in the fish and the environ-
ment is related to the fact that the majority of electric ity is
generated from burning coals which releases the mercury
into the air and then into the waterways once it rains.
There certainly are other industrial sources in some ar
but this is the primary source.

Mercury is released from the smokestacks of coal-fired
power plants, cement kilns and certain types of mining
activities. Once in the air, the toxic mercury rains down
into bodies of water. From there it is converted by bacteria
into a particularly dangerous form called methylmercury,
where it finds its way into fish, accumulating especiall
fish that are higher up the food chain.

The larger the fish, the likelier they are to have high lev -
els of this toxin. The National Resources Defense Council
points out, for instance, that predatory fish such as | arge
tuna, swordfish, shark and mackerel can have mercury
concentrations in their bodies that are 10,000 times hi  gher
than those of their surrounding environment!

It's because of this bioaccumulation that about 40 per-
cent of all U.S. exposure to mercury comes from eating
contaminated tuna. And roughly 75 percent of all human
exposure to mercury in general comes from eating fish.

Michelle Haynes, TCV Board of Director's president, explains
"Tennessee Conservation Voters has been publishing this score-
card for the past seven years to reflect legislators' environ mental
votes. We work hard to quantify legislative votes and s ponsor-
ships in an objective way. We had some important vict ories in
2009. A record number of individuals qualified to be awar ded Leg-
islative Friends, who we have announced today---that's the g ood
news! But based on the record number of stumps we awarded,

we've got our work cut out for us next year."

"It's an important tool for informing voters statewide not only of
environmental issues, but more importantly, how their legi slators
are responding. Until this year, there had been a gradual im-
provement in overall scores, and while, there was good legisl ation
passed related to energy conservation, there were also disa ppoint-
ments."

While a handful of state park staff organized the race s in the early years —
various running clubs across the state now coordinate th e events at state
parks in their area, making the public/private partne rship between the non-
profit running clubs and Tennessee State Parks a hallmar  k of the tour.

“Tennessee  State
Parks is pleased to host
these popular races dur-
ing the fall and winter,”
said Assistant Commis-

sioner for Tennessee State Parks Mike
Carlton.

2010 Census Cautions
Business Bureau

By Susan Johnson

With the U.S. Census process beginning, the Better Busi-
ness Bureau (BBB) advises people to be cooperative, but
cautious, so as not to become a victim of fraud or identity
theft.

The first phase of the 2010 U.S. Census is under way as
workers have begun verifying the addresses of households
across the country. Eventually, more than 140,000 U.S.
Census workers will count every person in the United
States and will gather information about every person li  v-
ing at each address including name, age, gender, race, an d
other relevant data.

The big question is - how do you tell the difference be-
tween a U.S. Census worker and a con artist? The BBB of-
fers the following advice:

** |f a U.S. Census worker knocks on your door, they will
have a badge, a handheld device, a Census Bureau canvas
bag, and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see their identifi  ca-
tion and their badge before answering their questions. How-
ever, you should never invite anyone you don't know into
your home.

** Census workers are currently only knocking on doors to
verify address information. Do not give your Social Security

number, credit card or banking information to anyone,

even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Census. Re-
member, no matter what they ask, you really only need to
tell them how many people live at your address.

While the Census Bureau might ask for basic financial
information, such as a salary range, you don't have to
answer anything at all about your financial situation. The
Census Bureau will not ask for Social Security, bank ac -
count, or credit card numbers, nor will employees solici  t
donations. Any one asking for that information is NOT
with the Census Bureau.

And remember, the Census Bureau has decided not to
work with Acorn on gathering this information. No Acorn
worker should approach you saying he/she is with the
Census Bureau.

Eventually, Census workers may contact you by tele-
phone, mail, or in person at home. However, the Census
Bureau will not contact you by email, so be on the lookout
for email scams impersonating the Census.

Never click on a link or open any attachments in an
email that are supposedly from the U.S. Census Bureau.

But, by doing it daily, it won't be as bad. Don't be deter red by
what you find. Remember your mission. You can do it.

6. Get graphical — Make a list, chart, pie graph, powe r point...
whatever you want. Just write down your findings, and use those
findings to make a plan. What can you recycle that you ar e cur-

rently tossing in the trash? What can be composted? Wha t can be
reused and, in turn, what didn't need to be there in the f irst
place?

2. Reduce Food-Related Paper Use

8 Ways to Go Green and Save Hundreds

The Scenario:
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* Qil-based food stains are the easiest way to
make your paper not recyclable. That's why recy-
cling locations for paper towels or paper napkins
are unavailable.

* The average American family uses 1.5 rolls of
paper towels each week.

* Brown paper bags have more of an environ-
mental footprint as plastic bags when considering
manufacturing and disposal.

The Significance:

You'll be lucky to find paper towels for less than
75 cents per roll. That means you're paying at least
$4.50 a month for disposable towels, so cutting your
use to one roll a month would save $45 per year.

Paper bags are only about 2 cents per bag, but if
you make two lunches every day, that's $14.60 per
year thrown into the trash after one use.

FYI: Several states and stores are already talking
about a 5-cent charge for each disposable bag re-
quired to carry your purchases. We won't crunch
the numbers, since it probably doesn't apply to you
yet, but there’s another financial argument for re-
usable packaging.

The Solution:

Use reusable cloth towels for cleaning the house
and your spills, and throw them in the laundry in-
stead of the garbage (the cost to wash towels will be
negligible if it's done with the rest of your laundry).
Check into lunchboxes or plastic containers to carry
your lunch, which will be a one-time investment
instead of constantly funding your disposable habit.

Reuse

The next step in the waste hierarchy, the crafty
art of reuse can help meet some of your needs while
saving you money and resources. The first tip fo-
cuses on where to look for reusables, how to get
inspired and ways to get the plans you need. We
took our second tip from our 8 Ways to Reuse T-
shirts article because it gives you a good foundation
on how to get prepared for any project. Just sub-in
the item you have to reuse and follow the same
path.

IPV facts:

* In 2005, 1,510 people in the United States died
at the hands of an intimate partner.

* The National Violence Against Women survey
found that 22.1% of women and 7.4% of men experi-
enced physical forms of IPV at some point in their
lives.

* The cost of IPV against women, including medi-
cal care, mental health services, and lost productiv-
ity (e.g., time away from work), was an estimated
$5.8 billion in 1995. Updated to 2003 dollars, that
is more than $8.3 hillion.

Prevention

All forms of IPV are preventable. The key to pre-
vention is focusing on the first time someone hurts
a partner (called first-time perpetration). Knowl-
edge about the factors that prevent IPV is lacking.
CDC is working to better understand the develop-
mental pathways and social circumstances that
lead to this type of violence. In addition, the agency
is helping organizations evaluate the effectiveness
of strategies, programs and policies to reduce the
perpetration of intimate partner violence.
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The best place to begin your search for the neces-
sary ingredients for your projects is at home. Take
boxes down from the top of your closet, open up the
ever-ominous “junk drawer” in your desk and take
stock of the resources you have at hand.

Unfortunately lots of
marketing can go into
making sure you can't.
According to the Natu-
ral Products Associa-
tion, which represents
more than 10,000
natural product com-
panies and retailers,
Americans spent $7.5
billion in 2006 on per-
sonal care products
that claimed to be all-
natural but often were
not.
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Thankfully there are some major
regulations in place for some of the
products we rely on. Organic, for ex-
ample, is a statement that is regu-
lated by state and federal agencies.

According to Cathy Greene with the
Economic Research Service/lUSDA,
“Private organizations, mostly non-
profits, began developing certifica-
tion standards in the early 1970’s as
a way to support organic farming and
thwart fraud.” For these reasons,
most people feel confident in pur-
chasing products labeled organic.

FACT:

This same consumer confidence can
be found in other green products
with the help of labeling. Below are a
few of the ones to watch for:

* ENERGY STAR - This blue and
white symbol can be found on prod-
ucts that have qualified as more en-
ergy efficient. To earn the ENERGY
STAR, products must meet strict en-
ergy criteria that have been set in
place by the U.S. Environmental Pro-
tection Agency or the U.S. Depart-
ment of Energy. These products in-
clude refrigerators, dish washers and
light bulbs.

* Forest Stewardship Council — The
FSC has developed “a set of Princi
ples and Criteria for forest manage-
ment that are applicable to all FSC-
certified forests throughout the
world.” These 10 principles and 50
plus criteria address multiple areas
of forest management including in-
digenous rights, multiple benefits
and environmental impacts. This
tree-shaped logo can be found on
products ranging from paper and
printers to pulp mills.

* Good Housekeeping Green Seal —
This label bares a strong resem-
blance to its famous counterpart with
the distinction of its color (green).
The Green Good Housekeeping Seal
will debut later this year, after the
Good Housekeeping Research Insti-
tute and a consultancy firm complete
development of product evaluation
criteria. To be eligible for the green
seal, a product must meet the crite-
ria for the original seal of approval,
as well as meet standards related to
product composition, manufacturing
and packaging.

* GREENGUARD Indoor Air Qual-
ity — These planet-toting logos can be
found on building materials that are
manufactured to help “improve in-
door air.” The GREENGUARD Envi-
ronmental Institute (GEI) is a non-
profit organization that oversees the
certification programs for building
materials and indoor products. These
logos let a consumer know that the
products are regularly tested to meet
chemical and particle emissions ac-
ceptable under IAQ pollutant guide-
lines and standards.

* Scientific Certification Systems —
This independent company gives cer-
tification of environmental, sustain-
ability, food quality and food purity
claims for products across the globe.
Their extensive network covers con-
sumer goods such as produce, fisher-
ies, forestry, eco-products and floral.

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Why is Mercury in Fish a Health Risk?

When you eat contaminated fish, the mercury acts as a
poison to your brain and nervous system. This is especial ly
dangerous for pregnant women and small children, whose
brains are still developing. If infants or fetuses are ex -
posed to mercury, it can cause:

* Mental retardation

* Cerebral palsy

* Deafness

* Blindness

And even in low doses mercury can interfere with a
child’s development, leading to shortened attention span
and learning disabilities. These risks are incredibly p  reva-
lent, as a 2005 report from the Centers for Disease Contro |
and Prevention found that one in 17 women of childbear-
ing age have mercury levels (above 5.8 micrograms per
liter) that could harm a developing fetus.

In adults, mercury poisoning can be a serious risk as
well, and has been linked to fertility problems, memory
and vision loss, and trouble with blood pressure regula-
tion. It can also cause extreme fatigue and neuro-muscula r
dysfunction.

Mercury is especially damaging to your central nervous
system (CNS), and studies show that mercury inthe CN S
causes psychological, neurological, and immunological
problems.

Further, mercury bonds very firmly to structures in y our
CNS. So unless actively removed, mercury has an ex-
tremely long half-life of somewhere between 15 and 30
years in the CNS.

Most Fish is No Longer a Healthy Food Choice

In a perfect world, fish would be a near-perfect food --
high in protein and full of essential nutrients and fats . But
our world is not perfect, and, sadly, neither is our fish  sup-
ply. Therefore, | do not recommend eating any fish --
whether farm-raised or from an ocean, lake, river or
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stream -- unless you have lab results in your hand that
attest to its purity.

There are still some safe areas out there, such as in cer -
tain pristine waters in Alaska, but it will take some
searching on your end to seek them out. The ONLY safe
fish |1 have discovered so far is Vital Choice wild red
salmon, which remains the only source of fish I'll eat.

Eating smaller fish, like anchovies and sardines, is
an option, as their small size makes them far less likel
be contaminated.

An important point to remember if you're not eating fish
is that your body still has a requirement for omega-3 fat  s.
Fortunately, you can easily meet your omega-3 needs by
taking a high-quality krill oil or fish oil supplement , in-
stead of risking your health by eating contaminated fish.

Which Types of Fish are the Worst Offenders?

If you would still like to indulge in the occasional fish
dinner, you should know that some fish are more problem-
atic than others. These are some of the varieties you
should definitely avoid -- especially if you are pregnant,
expecting to become pregnant or nursing:

* Tuna steaks

* Canned tuna

* Sea bass

* Qysters (Gulf of Mexico)

* Marlin

* Halibut

* Pike

* Walleye

* White croaker

* Largemouth bass

* Shark

* Swordfish

Again, it is my strong recommendation to avoid eating
most fish other than very small fish or those grown in
minimally polluted areas like the Arctic, Antarctic or Al as-
kan waters.

If you insist on eating typical, store-bought fish, however,
and want to know more about the extent of your mercury
exposure, | urge you to check out the online mercury calcu-
lator at GotMercury.org to get an idea of the risks. (htt  p:/
www.gotmercury.org/article.php?list=type&type=75)

What to Do?

For now it is probably best to avoid fish altogether, how-
ever If you choose to eat fish it is best to swallow a mer-
cury chelator with it. There are a number of them on the
market that would work such as green clays like Zeolite,
chlorella and others.

However the best one is not yet available and was in-
vented last year. It is at least 100 times more potentth  an
the ones | mentioned above and will bind virtually all of
the mercury present in your gut and release it harmlessly
into your stool.

Our team is currently in negotiations with the research
team that developed this and we hope to have it available
early next year.
