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Laurel Mountain
Road to be taken
over by the county

At last month’s meeting of the county commission, the board
tabled a request from residents of Laurel Mountain Road f or
the county to take over the road.

At that meeting, planning commission member Jerry Grind -
staff said the road was approved by the planning commissi on
in December of 2008 but the request did not come to the
county commission at that time because certain paperwork
was not completed until July of 2009.

“In the meantime, the planning commission has tightened
their standards,” said Grindstaff. “I think the road s uperin-
tendent (Tony Jennings) should take a look at it and advis e
us about the matter.”

Jennings said he has looked at the road.

“While it was being built, I inspected it and the road was up
to county specs at that time,” he said. “But now there is  dam-
age and the county doesn’t have the money to bring it up to
current standards.”

Jennings estimated it would take about 200 tons of hot mix
to repair the road, at a cost of between 7 and 10 thousand
dollars.

At Thursday’s meeting, Chairman Freddy Phipps stated
that the situation “... is very unusual. There was confusion all
around because everyone thought the road had been ap-
proved.”

The residents agreed to pay $4,000 toward repair of the
road and the board approved a motion for the county to take
it over, with one commissioner voting against.

Jennings advised the repairs would not cost more than
$8,000.

The post office and E-911 have both requested a name
change to W.A. Lane off Johnson Hollow. The board approved
a change to ‘Dwayne’s Lane.’

Because of a data entry error at the Assessor’s office, an
amount of almost $10 million was entered twice. Mayor Dick
Grayson lauded Trustee Sue Hensley with discovering the
mistake.

“This is a serious error that must not happen again,” he
said.

The mistake meant that $161,000 in property tax was add  ed
into the county’s budget when it should not have been.

“It will be a problem for the county,” said Grayson. “I  f our
property tax collections exceed 90%, that would alleviate  the
shortage somewhat. Otherwise we’ll just have to make some
adjustments.”

School Superintendent Morris Woodring advised the board
that state standards for ‘grading’ schools have changed.

“l just wanted to let you know about the change,” he said.

Mayor Grayson said the feasibility study for the veteran
community is “... looking good. If nothing untoward comes u p,
they should be locating here in Johnson County.”

The Johnson County Historical Society presented a list of
items they would like to place in their display case, whi  ch will
be located in the courthouse lobby. The board will study th e
list and either approve or disapprove it next month.

“Twilight” or “True Blood”
fan.

Michelle Belanger
(pronounced bell-lawn-zhay)
is one of the key figures in
the modern vampire commu-
nity. An award-winning au-
thor and researcher, she is
also a modern day vampire.
And she’s coming to North-
east State Community Col-
lege on Wednesday, Oct. 28
for two presentations at 1:30 p.m. and 7 p.m. in the audi  to-
rium.

Belanger has shattered the code of secrecy that once
shrouded her community in myth, sharing with the world
what vampires really are and how they live their lives. Th e
modern vampire has evolved into a seductive icon that em-
bodies humanity’s darkest desires: undying beauty, eter -
nal youth, sexual freedom, and immortal power. To most
people vampires are myths, but to a burgeoning modern
community, vampires are very real.

Belanger established herself as a significant voice inth e
modern vampire community. She published Shadowdance
Magazine, a groundbreaking quarterly that explored the
vampire in fiction, poetry, and art. Her members-only pub-
lication, “The Midnight Sun,” pushed the envelope even
further by addressing the occult reality of modern vam-
pires.

Head of the International
Society of Vampires until
1997, Michelle then teamed
up with the vampire net-
work known as the Sangui-
narium. Through the San-
guinarium, she helped es-
tablish the Black Veil, an
internationally  recognized
code of ethics now synony-
mous with the modern vam-
pire community.

Michelle has lectured on
vampires and other aspects
of the paranormal at col-
leges across the Midwest.
Her work has been referenced on the SciFi Channel, “CSl,”
the Discovery Channel, the Women's Entertainment Net-
work, the History Channel, and A&E network.

She appears in numerous books on the vampire commu-
nity, including Jeff Guinn's “Something in the Blood,”
Christine Wicker’s “Not In Kansas Anymore,” and Kathe-
rine Ramsland’s “The Science of Vampires.”

Belanger is an award-winning author in her own right.
Her books on modern vampires include “The Psychic Vam-
pire Codex,” “Sacred Hunger,” and the forthcoming
“Vampire Codex Companion” series.

Belanger’s visit is sponsored by the Northeast State Cul-
tural Affairs Committee. Both lectures are free and opent o
the public.

and subatomic, does that. 2) You need something
metallic to pick up radio waves, and your brain &
body are not. 3) Because both the sun and light-
ning cause radio waves, they are a natural part of
our environment and we should have an equally
natural resistance to them. 4) The electrical im-
pulses your own nerves & muscles generate, as
picked up from inside your body and brain by
ECGs, EKGs, & similar detectors, are much
stronger inside you than the phone’s transmis-
sions; the same natural resistance principle ap-
plies.

Watching red wasps circle the
globe shaped lights hanging from the Wainscoting ceil-
ings often would get my attention during the sermon, but
when the preacher would hit a high point with a rise in
his voice, my attention would return for a while until one
of those wasps would circle downward near a man’s shirt
collar. From then on, | would watch the wasp move in
and out around the unsuspecting gentleman’s shirt until
it got swatted by a fellow worshiper’s funeral home fan or
would fly off on its own. In all my years of gospel meeting
wasp watching | never saw anyone get stung. | guess
back then that even the wasp had respect for those who
made the effort to go to church more so than some in our
government have these days.

Being born in a log house in Rutherford County at an
early age, | learned that each day is what you make it
and if you don't, no one else will.

Space debris - from lost tools to dirty under-
wear

Looking up at the night sky recently, | spotted a satell ite
... then another ... then another, all within a very shor t
space of time. When | was a kid, | remember my record for
an entire evening was 13.

There are certainly far more satellites up there than 30
years ago, but not everything we're seeing traversing the
skies are satellites, nor are the streaks of light always  me-
teors — some of it's other junk from man, everything from
bits of satellites to tools to underwear.

Yes, underwear.

Astronauts have to change clothes and there's no wash-
ing machine on board craft such as the International
Space Station; they just put their dirty laundry into R us-
sian cargo modules and push them towards the earth,
where they burn up when re-entering our atmosphere.

Bearing in mind that most meteoroids that cause mete-
ors are about the size of a pebble, the next shooting star
you see may not be of extra-terrestrial origins, but just a
pile of flaming boxers.

While space junk isn't high up on the scale in terms of
environmental issues, it is a reminder of just how muchw e
leave our mark on this planet — and beyond ... and space
junk does pose somewhat of a threat.

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In 2008, the US Navy fired a missile to take out a spy
satellite that had spun out of control, to prevent its toxic
fuel tank from crashing to Earth. The fuel, hydrazine,
would have posed a potential health hazard if it had
crashed in a populated area.

There are more than 600,000 objects larger than one cen-
timeter in our orbit already — that's accumulated in j ust 50
or so years. There are over 2,000 satellites out there, wit h
many more to come, particularly now that a company is
offering to launch mini-satellites for under ten thousand
bucks a pop.

According to Space.com, a 1999 study estimated there
are some four million pounds of space junk in low-Earth
orbit — and some of this rubbish is traveling at over 17, 000
miles per hour. At that speed, even small objects can pose
a threat to satellites and astronauts. For example, a speck
of paint from a satellite gouged a quarter-inch pit in a
space shuttle window.

Probably the biggest threat to those of us on earth rela-
tively recently was a new form of space junk — advertisin  g.
In the early 90s an American company had its sights set
on creating a one-square-kilometer illuminated billboard
that would have been visible from Earth — around the
same size and light intensity as the full moon. Thankfull v,
a bill was introduced that banned all US advertising in
space.

So while we no longer have an unsullied view of space
due to space junk and increasingly, light pollution, it could
have been much worse.

There’s nothing like old fashioned cooking

There is something
about these drab gray
overcast days that gets
me to thinking about
how it was to live when |
was growing up. As |
have said before we grew
almost everything we ate
from the pork to vegeta-
bles, fruit, and even the
grain for corn meal and sometimes flour.

In the spring, summer and fall we always had a variet vy
of fresh vegetables but in the winter all our vegetables and
fruit were either canned, smoked, pickled or dried. We al-
ways had plenty of food. We may have had to eat the same
thing a few days in a row and we would get tired of itb ut
we never went hungry.

In the kitchen we had a wood cook stove. My granddad
was an early riser; he got up about 5 a.m. summer and
winter. He would get a fire going in the "Old Buckeye"
stove and then he would start a fire in the kitchen stove.
My grandmother would get up and get breakfast started.
First she would put on a big ol' pot of coffee. We always
had some kind of pork for breakfast, sometimes it was b  a-
con, sometimes sausage we had canned or it could be a
nice big slice of ham. She made a big pan of biscuits fro m
scratch every morning. At the end she always saved a littl e
bit of dough to make me my own small biscuits.

She would make a big skillet of gravy with the drippings
from the meat. If the meat happened to be the ham she

would make red eye gravy. Red eye gravy is thinner than
regular gravy and is made from the drippings, to which
black coffee is added. Then she would also fry up some
eggs. Man, that was some good eatin'. We always had oat-
meal and corn flakes and jam, jelly or apple butter.

The biscuits would be hot out of the oven and she would
split my biscuit open and slather it with butter and close it
so | would have a hot buttered biscuit. When it was cold
she always sat my plate on the oven door so | would be
warm as | ate my breakfast. If | ate at the table | stood
between her and my grandfather to eat. | was allowed to
have one saucer full of coffee. Sometimes | drank my sau-
cer from her cup and sometimes from my Granddad’s. Sh e
drank hers with milk and he didn't. | guess that is where |
learned to drink my coffee white.

As a special treat we would sometimes have pancakes,
not regular pancakes but buckwheat pancakes from buck-
wheat we had grown. | don't remember much about the
buckwheat. | just know we grew it and it was special an d
we kept it in the end of the meal box. Maybe my brother
can refresh my memory.

She had some old iron griddles and she would mix up the
pancakes and fry a whole stack of them. She would make
her own syrup (no Mrs. Butterworth's for her). | still us e
the same recipe. two cups of sugar and one cup water, and
a little maple flavoring, stir it until the sugar is d issolved
and then a slow boil until it gets thick. Just thinkin g about
those pancakes sets my mouth to waterin'.

Talking about all this food has made me hungry. I'm
headin’ for the kitchen.
