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Wal-Mart in her 2001 best seller, "Nickel and Dimed." On top of 
this, some urban scholars blame big-box retailers in general, and 
Wal-Mart in particular, for putting mom-and-pop stores out of 
business, hastening the decline of downtowns and depersonalizing 
the shopping experience. 

Attacks on Wal-Mart almost surely contribute to its share price 
being lower than it ought to be. (In fact, Kiplinger thinks Wal-
Mart's reinvention of itself is a great investment opportunity. We 
also consider it one of the best stocks to own for 2007.)

The price of Wal-Mart coming to town 
 

When the retail giant moves in, it promises cheaper goods, more 

jobs and more tax revenue. And in the short term, it delivers. But 

the initial boost hides later losses.

Wal-Mart sure sounds like a good idea when it first rolls into 

town. That much is clear. 
The thousands of U.S. cities that have said yes to the "always low 

prices" pioneer since 1962 did so for good reason. Many were so 
enthusiastic they even threw in cash incentives ($1.2 billion in tax-
payer subsidies and counting). 

And Wal-Mart came through. The disciplined Bentonville, Ark., 
discounter didn't become the world's largest (non-oil) company and 
history's most influential retailer, after all, by not following 
through on its promises: 

* Jobs: Check. More than 1.4 million Americans draw a Wal-Mart 
paycheck. 

* Low prices: Check. It's generally agreed that consumers in an 
economy without Wal-Mart in it would spend considerably more -- 
by some estimates as much as $2,500 per household more. 

* Tax boosts: Check. The cities where Wal-Mart builds do see an 
upswing in sales tax receipts. 

Wal-Mart promised to add 22,000 jobs in the U.S. this year by 
opening or expanding some 150 new supercenters, those 187,000-
square-foot giants that include grocers. In today's job-hungry econ-
omy, many well-meaning, practical citizens have rolled out the 
welcome mat, little expecting that the move could backfire on their 
communities.

sensor smoke alarms, which contain both ionization and 
photoelectric smoke sensors.  

* Test smoke alarms monthly and change alkaline bat-
teries at least once every year, or as instructed by the 
manufacturer. You can use a date you already know, like 
your birthday or when you change your clocks as a re-
minder.  

* If possible, install residential fire sprinklers in your 
home.  

* Avoid painting or covering the fire sprinkler, because 
that will affect the sensitivity to heat.

Transport 

When I was a kid, if you went to a seafood store, mostly 
what was being sold was fish caught within our own wa-
ters. Nowadays, the displays are chock full of fish from 
other countries, prawns (shrimp) in particular. They are 
frozen or deep chilled overseas and then make the long 
journey to our shores. This adds to food mile impact in 
terms of emissions and other resource use. This issue isn't 
confined to aquaculture, but also wild fisheries. 

What to do? 

In reading these sorts of articles, you might be asking 
yourself, "Geez, I can't eat meat because it's bad for the 

environment, and now I 
can't eat fish for the 
same reasons?!?!"  

That's not the point 
I'm trying to make.  

We've become so dis-
connected from our food 
and its impact on the 
environment. Most of us 
have little idea of what 
goes on with it before it 
hits our plate. This arti-
cle, as with similar arti-
cles I publish, is to raise 
awareness of some of 
the issues associated 
with our food choices 
and as a starting point 
for further research so 

people have the tools to make the choices that are right for 
them.  

As I mention in a lot of my articles, it's not just the ingre-
dients of a product or how it's made/raised – but how much 
of it we consume. Many people are now reducing meat con-
sumption for environmental reasons, sometimes replacing 
it with huge quantities of chicken or fish. 

So what's better for the environment – a pound of beef, a 
pound of chicken or a pound of fish? As mentioned in my 
article on the carbon footprint  of food 
(http://www.greenlivingtips.com/articles/340/1/The-carbon-
footprint-of-food-.html), it's yet another case of "it de-
pends", as so many factors are involved. And yes, a vege-
tarian or vegan diet probably has the least impact, and 
there are plenty of good mock meat products around now; 
but that's not what this article is about. 

What does remain very relevant and a very important 
"take-home" point is that if we're consuming a lot of some-
thing under the false impression that it's more environ-
mentally friendly than what it actually is, then we may 
not be achieving our desired goal of minimizing our envi-
ronmental impact.  

We need to apply pressure to the companies that feed us 
to ensure our food has the least negative impact on the 
ecosystem as possible – everything from rearing/growing, 
to harvest, transport and packaging – and how we deal 
with the waste, including the waste from our own bodies. 
More of us need to return to growing our own food, too, 
even if it's just a fraction of our consumption. 

When it comes to green living and food choices, the old 
saying of "everything in moderation" definitely applies. It's 
certainly something I continue to struggle with on a daily 
basis.

In addition to sentimental strings keeping you from toss-
ing them in the trash, jean production itself takes up quite 
a bit of natural resources and makes it important to think 
twice before giving them the boot.

Recommending a Voluntary School-based Vaccination 
Program  
 
Dear Editor: 

 
The 2009 H1N1 influ-
enza (Swine flu) has 
reached widespread 
activity in almost all 
50 states. We have 
definitely seen it in 

Johnson County. Unlike the seasonal flu which 
causes more hospitalizations and deaths in the 
elderly, the swine flu has led to more hospitali-
zations and death in young people under 24 
years of age. This is why the focus for vaccina-
tion is on children, adolescents and pregnant 
women.  

Last week, we met with health department 
officials to discuss the situation. The CDC en-
courages school based vaccination programs for 
H1N1 (swine) flu, but does not mandate it. Be-
cause of the potential severity of the situation, 
we are recommending a voluntary school based 
vaccination program for H1N1 (swine) flu. Sur-
rounding counties are also following this course 
of action.  

We want to stress that this program is com-
pletely voluntary. We will not force anyone to 
take this vaccination. In fact, if your child does 
not have the proper paper work done, he or she 
will not receive the vaccine. Unfortunately, 
there have been many rumors about the safety 
of this vaccine. You may check out the myths 
and facts by looking at this link on the CDC 
website: http://www.flu.gov/myths/index.html . 
As a healthcare worker, Dr. Shine has already 
had his vaccine. We would not recommend this 
vaccine if it had not been tested and approved 
by the FDA.  

Finally, there is no charge for this vaccine. 
The cost is covered by the stimulus package. 
The local and regional health departments will 
be involved in the program. Note that children 
under 10 years of age will need a second vacci-
nation four weeks after the first one. Those 10 
years and over only need one vaccination. A 
date for this program has not yet been set; how-
ever, parents will receive information regarding 
the vaccines and a permission sheet that must 
be filled out before your child can participate.
