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County to consider
opting out of new
state building codes

Jim Pillow, Assistant Commissioner with the Ten-
nessee Department of Commerce and Insurance,
State Fire Marshall's Office, triggered a lengthy dis-
cussion when he spoke to the Johnson County Com-
missioners last Thursday night regarding building
codes and fees.

With a deadline of July 1, 2010, Tennessee will new
put into effect building codes for new one or two fam-
ily dwellings, and for new additions. Pillow said the
codes were created as part of the state’s energy pro-
gram and that the recovery period for the fees
(savings) would be approximately three and one half
years.

Counties are eligible to participate or opt out, but if
a county participates, they will be more likely to re-
ceive state grants.

There will be a rule-making hearing in January on
the issue.

Commissioner Jerry Grindstaff spoke out against
the codes, stating “...there’s no end to the building
inspection thing once it gets started.”

If the county takes no action, it will automatically
be included when the codes take effect in July 2010.
To opt out, the board must vote against the action

Rate reduction for MEC
customers

Mountain Electric Cooperative (MEC) has announced
another rate reduction. Joe Thacker, MEC General
Manager, said the cooperative would be reducing rates
another 4.1 percent this December. This marks the
sixth consecutive rate decrease this year. The net im-
pact is a 19 percent reduction in rates compared to a
year ago. The average monthly residential bill will be
$27.07 less than last December.

According to Thacker, the cooperative was able to re-
duce its December rate because the Tennessee Valley
Authority (TVA), which supplies MEC’s power, reduced
the Fuel Cost Adjustment (FCA) portion of the whole-
sale power rate. Thacker said the primary reasons for
the decline were higher than expected hydro generation
— because of heavy rainfall this year and lower fuel
costs. “With the current economic conditions, this is
welcomed news,” Thacker said. “We're very happy to be
able to pass these savings to our customers.”

The year-to-year comparison for a MEC residential
electric bill for 1,000 kilowatt-hours is as follows:

$109.83 $88.78

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Questions and Answers: Colony Collapse Disorder

Beginning in October 2006, some beekeepers began reporting
losses of 30-90 percent of their hives. While colony losses are not
unexpected during winter weather, the magnitude of loss su  ffered
by some beekeepers was highly unusual.

This phenomenon, which currently does not have a recognizabl e
underlying cause, has been termed "Colony Collapse Disor-
der" (CCD). The main symptom of CCD is simply nooralow num-
ber of adult honey bees present but with a live queen and n o dead
honey bees in the hive. Often there is still honey in the hive, and
immature bees (brood) are present.

ARS scientists and others are in the process of carrying out re-
search to discover the cause(s) of CCD and develop ways for b ee-
keepers to respond to the problem.

Why should the public care about honey bees?

Sinex Nasal Spray

The Procter &
Gamble Company
(NYSE:PG) an-
nounced today it is
voluntarily recall-
ing three lots of its
Vicks Sinex nasal
spray in three countries:

The company said it is taking this precautionary step
after finding the bacteria B. cepacia in a small amoun t of
product made at its plant in Gross Gerau, Ger-
many. There have been no reports of illness. However,
the bacteria could cause serious infections for individuals
with a compromised immune system, or those with
chronic lung conditions, such as cystic fibrosis. B. cepacia
poses little medical risk to healthy individuals.

P&G detected this problem during routine quality con-
trol at the plant and promptly took action. The com-
pany’s analysis to date shows this problem is limited to a
single batch of raw material mixture involving three lots
of product. These three lots were sold only in the United
States, Germany and the United Kingdom

P&G is removing the product in question from store
shelves and has informed regulatory authorities in the
affected countries. P&G said it found the bacteria B. ce-
pacia in a small amount of product from U.S. lot
9239028831 and is conducting testing on the U.K. and
German lots that have been produced from the same
batch of raw material mixture.

The lot number is listed on both the outer carton and
the bottle. Consumers should simply discard the affected
product as they would any OTC medicine.

Please Don't Call Cornbread Dressing
Stuffing

It's that time once again to get your elastic waistband
clothing out of the closet and prepare for another
Thanksgiving feast. Diets will be discontinued on this
special day and the folks who always enjoy throwing
out bad news during fun events are doing it again by
telling us that the average Tennessean may consume
over 3000 calories at one sitting before the sun sets
Thanksgiving evening. The good news is that the cost of
the dinner to consume those holiday calories is down by
a $1.70 from last year, only costing $42.91 for a turk ey
meal and all the trimmings. And, it is all because of a
farmer somewhere.

As families across this country on Thanksgiving Day
make their way from the annual Thanksgiving feast in
their dining rooms, and settle down on the couch in
front of the TV for an afternoon nap, | hope their
dreams will include Tennessee’s and America’'s farm-
ers. Without our farmers none of the traditional foods
of the season would even be possible.

It has also been reported that this year like last year,
more people will be having their Thanksgiving meal at
home and as Martha Stewart would say, "That is a good
thing." (She is a good one to quote this time of the year.)
It is good because that is the way it should be. Families
gathered together around the table in the dining room
offering thanks for many of our blessings we too often
take for granted.

One of our greatest blessings as Americans is the
abundance we have in this country. As families gather
around their dining room table on Thanksgiving, many
enjoy a safe and affordable bounty of food prod-
ucts. Nowhere else in the world will the amount and
variety be found like what will be exhibited on tables
across this country. From the turkey to the pumpkin
pie, and the cranberry sauce to the dressing, America’'s
citizenry will enjoy a day of eating like no other.

| am sure many of you noticed | used the term
“dressing” in the last sentence. For those of you who do
not know what dressing is, let me translate. In the

South  stuffing is
called dressing and
in the North dress-
ing is called stuffing.
Since this is my

story and my Thanksgiving pondering, |
will use the term dressing because | am
from the South and the term stuffing is
not very appealing to those of us south of
the Mason Dixon Line.

To me, stuffing is something you would
find in a couch or a previously live ani-
mal that now hangs on the wall. Dressing
is made from a mixture of cornbread and other great tasti  ng
items that no one could put together like my mother. That is
another thing to be thankful for on this special holiday. No
matter where you live or what you call it, you have the fr  ee-
dom to do so without any problem or fear.

For you folks who have never made dressing, let me give
you a recipe that won the 2008 National Cornbread Festiva I's
4-H Cornbread Cook-off, which | just happened to have
judged. Next to my mama’s, it was the best dressing | ha ve
ever tasted and it was so good | prepared it myself last
Thanksgiving and got all kinds of compliments from the f am-
ily. Using Lodge cast iron cookware, | fixed Meigs County  4-H
member Justin Crittenden’s Country Cornbread Dressing
recipe and got excellent results.

First, you preheat your oven to 415 degrees. Next mix to-
gether 2 % cups of cornmeal, ¥2 cup of milk, ¥ cup of butte r-
milk, 1 egg, and 1 rounded tablespoon of mayonnaise. Pour
the mixed ingredients into a well-greased 8" cast iron skill et
and bake for 30 minutes until brown. Once it is finishe d bak-
ing, remove it from the oven and let it cool.

Your next step after the cornbread has cooled is to prepare
the dressing ingredients. Crumble the cornbread and 2 to 3
slices of lite bread into a bowl. Next add ¥2 onion chopped, 1
tsp of poultry seasoning, 1 teaspoon of salt, 1 teaspoon of
black pepper, and 2-3 teaspoons of sage, rubbed. The amount
of sage depends on your likes and dislikes. Mix all of the in-
gredients well and then add 1 stick of melted butter, 1 egg , %
cup of half and half or evaporated milk, 1 cup of chicken
broth, and ¥ of a can of cream of chicken soup. Be sure to m ix
all of this well and pour into a greased 10 %2” square cas tiron
skillet. Spread the rest of the can of the cream of chicken  soup
on top of the dressing ingredients mixture and bake for 45
minutes in a 350-degree preheated oven until lightly brown.

It makes enough for 16 servings and get ready for someone
missing out on seconds. And, if you have never been the one
to make the dressing each year, get ready for a new responsi-
bility. Just don’t call it stuffing.

As you gather around your table and offer your prayers of
thanks, remember our farmers, our country and our soldiers
in foreign fields of war. And, be sure to ask God to cont inue to
bless America.

Enjoy the dressin’ and Happy Thanksgiving!

| run a business, and while what | personally print a
year would be less than a hundred pages and for my busi-
ness overall, less than a ream of paper, the amount of stuff
we receive is far more than that.

We've tried to move to paperless statements wherever we
can, but some of the agencies and suppliers we deal with
are still deeply rooted in the 20th century.

Many of these documents also need to be kept for a
lengthy period due to taxation laws, but what to do then?

My dad always told me never to put documents with per-
sonal information in the bin (or recycle bin), even if they
are torn up. I've followed that rule for the most part, as it
makes good sense; but that means I've collected a ton of
stuff.

| opened the cabinets where we store all this the other
day and noticed that the shelves were severely bowing
through the weight.

Time for action!

| could do what Dad used to do and burn it all — but th  at
would be a little environmentally unfriendly in terms of
carbon emissions and soot.

| could sit there and shred it all and then compostit, b  ut
my business would go broke in the process due to neglect.
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Then | remembered that a company | used to work for
hired special lockup bins where documents could be depos-
ited, the bins picked up, and the contents destroyed se-
curely.

| decided to take a look into this option today and re-
ceived a very pleasant surprise.

One company who got back to me said their bins (which
look like heavy duty, lockable wheelie bins) hold about 60
to 70 kilograms (130 to 150 pounds) of paper. We get the
bins for two weeks or we call them when we're ready for
them to be removed.

They'll accept any grade of paper — white, colored, bro-
chures, magazines, newspaper, check and deposit books.
Certificates of destruction are provided.

The contents of the security bins are shredded at their
premises within hours of arrival at the company depot.

All sounds very good, but here's the great aspect: all the
shredded paper is recycled into tissue and toilet paper!

Problem solved! It's kind of nice to know that in the fu-
ture, | could be using toilet paper made from letters fro m
the tax department.

The cost for this service is around AU$45 per bin (aroun d
$40 USD), which is very reasonable, | feel, and for busi-
nesses, it's a tax deduction.

Secure document destruction services are available the
world over, but are often fairly localized, so a good way to
find them is to run a search on Google using the following
terms:

secure document destruction (town)

or

secure document disposal (town)

...where (town) is your region, town or suburb, of course.

When you've found a few, contact them and ask what
they do with documents — perhaps your paper waste can be
used to benefit the environment, without the concern of
identity theft.

during the year, but the amount of this waste is
actually growing. When the campaign first began,
the estimated waste totaled to 5 million tons, and
now it is closer to 6 million tons.

ULS has also released a program called Cal-
cuLess (http://calculess.net/AddEditScenario.aspx)
that lets consumers quantify the impact of the
packaging they use. Simply type in a product and
how much it weighs and receive tailored informa-
tion about the item, such as what it's made of and
how often it's recycled, according to the EPA.

While it's difficult to avoid packaging, one eco-
friendly option is to precycle when you shop. This
means knowing and searching for types of packag-
ing that can be recycled in your community pro-
gram.

For example, if your community does not recycle
glass but does accept PETE bottles, search for pack-
aging with the #1 plastic symbol to ensure you have
a recycling option.

The U.S. EPA estimates that 75 percent of our
waste is recyclable, however the national recycling
rate hovers around 30 percent. But, curbside recy-
cling continues to grow. Currently, more than half
of the U.S. population has access to curbside pro-
grams

Learn about Respiratory
Syncytial Virus (RSV)

Respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) is a contagious
viral disease that can lead to serious health prob-
lems—especially for young children and older
adults. There is no vaccine to prevent RSV. How-
ever, there are simple ways you can protect your
child or yourself from getting sick during RSV sea-
son.

Some quick facts about respiratory syncytial vi-
rus, or RSV:

* |t is a contagious viral disease that may infect a
person's lungs and breathing passages.

* Almost everyone gets RSV by age 2.

* People can get the disease more than once.

* Most people recover from the disease in a week
or two, but RSV can be severe, most commonly for
children 6 months of age and younger and for older
adults. Premature infants or those with lung or
heart problems are especially at risk for serious
disease.

* The number of RSV cases typically rise in the
fall, peak in the winter, and decline in early spring,
but the exact timing of RSV season varies by loca-
tion.

Symptoms

RSV symptoms
are like those of
many other respi-
ratory illnesses.
Infants and
young  children
may experience a
fever, reduced
appetite,  runny
nose, cough, and
wheezing. Older

Public Defender Jeff Kelly and Circuit Court Clerk ad-
dressed the board in reference to a $12.50 user fee that
would be charged to defendants when they are deemed
unable to pay for their own lawyer. The fee would be as-
sessed for each charge against the defendant and used t o
pay the salary of the state public defender.

Members of the Johnson County School System pre-
sented to the board this year's ‘report card’ on local
schools. Although some scores appeared to be lower, it is
because of a different method of reporting. All schools
showed improvement in most areas.

The board approved the Johnson County Historical Soci-
ety’s courthouse display.

During committee reports, the board learned that the
airport hangar project is on track and 85 percent complet e.
The solid waste committee advised the board that there

have been 49 applications submitted for the job available
at the transfer station. The position has not been filled  yet,
as the committee is in the screening and interview process.

There are two types of influenza vaccines that protect
against HIN1 flu. Flu Mist® is a live vaccine containi  ng a
significantly weakened version of virus that is adminis -
tered in the nose and can be provided to healthy, non-
pregnant persons age 2 to 49 years. The flu shot is an inac -
tivated vaccine containing killed virus that is given w  ith a
needle, usually in the arm. The flu shot is approved foru se
among people 6 months of age or older, including healthy
people and those with chronic medical conditions.

The Johnson County Health Department also urges resi-
dents to receive the seasonal flu vaccination to prevent

illness. The seasonal flu vaccine is particularly rec-
ommended for the elderly, young children and peo-
ple with certain health conditions such as asthma,

diabetes or heart disease since they are at high risk
for complications from seasonal flu.

Honey bee colony health has also been declining since
the 1980s with the advent of new pathogens and pests.
The spread into the United States of varroa and tracheal
mites, in particular, created major new stresses on honey
bees.

Is there currently a crisis in food production because o f
CCD?

While CCD has created a very serious problem for bee-
keepers and could threaten the pollination industry if it
becomes more widespread, fortunately there were enough
bees to supply all the needed pollination this past spring.
But we cannot wait to see if CCD becomes an agricultural
crisis to do the needed research into the cause and treat-
ment for CCD.

The cost of hives for pollination has risen this year. But
much of that is due to growing demand. Some of the price
increase may also be due to higher cost of gas and diesel
and other increases related to energy and labor costs.
Commercial beekeepers truck hives long distances to pro-
vide pollination services, so in particular they must deal
with rising expenses.

Are there any theories about what may be causing CCD?

Case studies and questionnaires related to management
practices and environmental factors have identified a few
common factors shared by those beekeepers experiencing
CCD, but no common environmental agents or chemicals
stand out as causative. There are three major possibiliti  es
that are being looked into by researchers.

Pesticides may be having unexpected negative effects on
honey bees.

A new parasite or pathogen may be attacking honey
bees. One possible candidate being looked at is a patho-
genic gut microbe called Nosema. Viruses are also sus-
pected.

A perfect storm of existing stresses may have unexpect-
edly weakened colonies leading to collapse. Stress, in gen-
eral, compromises the immune system of bees (and other
social insects) and may disrupt their social system, mak-
ing colonies more susceptible to disease.

These stresses could include high levels of infection by the
varroa mite (a parasite that feeds on bee blood and trans-
mits bee viruses); poor nutrition due to apiary overcrowd-
ing, pollination of crops with low nutritional value, or p ollen
or nectar scarcity; and exposure to limited or contaminated
water supplies. Migratory stress brought about by in-
creased needs for pollination might also be a contributing
factor.

Has CCD ever happened before?

The scientific literature has several mentions of honey bee
disappearances—in the 1880s, the 1920s and the 1960s.
While the descriptions sound similar to CCD, there is n o
way to know for sure if the problems were caused by the
same agents as today's CCD.

There have also been unusual colony losses before. In
1903, in the Cache Valley in Utah, 2000 colonies were los t
to an unknown "disappearing disease" after a "hard winter
and a cold spring." More recently, in 1995-96, Pennsylvan ia
beekeepers lost 53 percent of their colonies without a spe-
cific identifiable cause.

Varroa mites (one is visible on the back of this bee) are a
major threat to honey bee health and are becoming resis-
tant to two compounds (coumaphos and fluvalinate) used to
control them. Beekeepers now have a simple assay to deter-
mine whether mites are resistant and thus ensure use of
appropriate control measures. Click the image for more in-
formation about it.

What about cell phones—do they have anything to do with
CCD?

The short answer is no.

There was a very small study done in Germany that
looked at whether a particular type of base station for cord-
less phones could affect honey bee homing systems. But,
despite all the attention that this study has received, i t has
nothing to do with CCD. Stefan Kimmel, the researcher
who conducted the study and wrote the paper, recently e-
mailed The Associated Press to say that there is "no li nk
between our tiny little study and the CCD-phenomenon ...
anything else said or written is a lie."

In April 2007, ARS held a Colony Collapse Disorder Re-
search Workshop that brought together over 80 of the
major bee scientists, industry representatives, extension
agents, and others to discuss a research agenda. They
identified areas where more information is needed and
the highest-priority needs for additional research projects
related to CCD.

A CCD Steering Committee, led by ARS and USDA's
Cooperative State Research, Education, and Extension
Service, developed a Research Action Plan to coordinate a
comprehensive response for discovering what factors may
be causing CCD and what actions need to be taken.

One of the tools that will help in this research is the
recently sequenced honey bee genome to better under-
stand bees' basic biology and breed better bees, and to
better diagnose bee pests and pathogens and their im-
pacts on bee health and colony collapse. The use of this
genome information certainly will have great applications
in improving honey bee breeding and management.

The search for factors that are involved in CCD is focus-
ing on four areas: pathogens, parasites, environmental
stresses, and bee management stresses such as poor nu-
trition. It is unlikely that a single factor is the cau se of
CCD; it is more likely that there is a complex of different
components.

In September 2007, a research team that included ARS
published the results of an intensive genetic screening of
CCD-affected honey bee colonies and non-CCD-affected
hives.

The only pathogen found in almost all samples from
honey bee colonies with CCD, but not in non-CCD colo-
nies, was the Israeli acute paralysis virus (IAPV), a  dicis-
trovirus that can be transmitted by the varroa mite. It
was found in 96.1 percent of the CCD-bee samples.

This research does not identify IAPV as the cause of
CCD. What this research found was strictly a strong cor -
relation of the appearance of IAPV and CCD together. No
cause-and-effect connection can be inferred from the ge-
netic screening data. (More information about this study)

This was the first report of IAPV in the United States.
IAPV was initially identified in honey bee colonies in Is-
rael in 2002, where the honey bees exhibited unusual be-
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havior, such as twitching wings outside the hive and a  loss
of worker bee populations.

The study also found IAPV in honey bees from Australia
that had been imported into the United States, as wellasi n
royal jelly imported from China. Australian bees begant o
be imported from Australia into the United States in 20  05.
Questions were raised about a connection between those
imported bees and the appearance of IAPV in the United
States. Beekeepers sought out Australian imports of beesa s
a way to replenish their hive populations.

To determine whether IAPV has been present in the
United States since before the importation of honey bees
from Australia, a follow up detailed genetic screening of
several hundred honey bees that had been collected be-
tween 2002 and 2007 from colonies in Maryland, Pennsyl-
vania, California and Israel was conducted by ARS re-
searchers.

The results of the follow study showed IAPV has been in
this country since at least 2002, which challenges the idea
that IAPV is a recent introduction from Australia.

This study in no way rules IAPV out as a factor in CCD
Research by several groups will now focus on understand-
ing differences in virulence across strains of IAPV and on
interactions with other stress factors. Even if IAPV p  roves
to be a cause of CCD, there still may also be other contrib-
uting factors-which researchers are pursuing.

What should beekeepers do now about CCD?

Since little is known about the cause(s) of CCD right now,
mitigation must be based on improving general honey bee
health and habitat and countering known mortality fac tors
by using best management practices.

What can | as a member of the public do to help honey
bees?

The best action you can take to benefit honey bees is to
not use pesticides indiscriminately, especially not to us e
pesticides at mid-day when honey bees are most likely to be
out foraging for nectar.

In addition, you can plant and encourage the planting of
good nectar sources such as red clover, foxglove, bee balm,
and joe-pye weed. For more information, see

Your last week’s lead article is right about ash getting into
the Clinch River from the Kingston Kollapse into the Emor vy
River. Because mercury and other heavy metals accumulate
in both the environment and the food chain, how much is al-
ready there makes a difference to the effect of what is added.

If you have too much already, you want to remove it, not add
more as was described in the article. Even elements that are
necessary for life, such as iron and zinc, become poisonous if
concentrated too much. Mercury is not one of the elements
necessary for health and nearly any of it is too much.

It's worth notice that plans to clean up that ash use hyd rau-
lic dredging, which rinses what it picks up, increasi  ng water
contamination. If cleanup was their priority they could h ave
lowered the reservoir and bulldozed (no one was disciplined
for that failure on the grounds that no one was responsible,
which practically describes the original problem).

a runny nose, sore throat, headache, cough, and a feel-
ing of general sickness. RSV also can lead to more seri-
ous illnesses, such as pneumonia and bronchiolitis, in
both children and adults.

Transmission

RSV spreads when an infected person coughs or
sneezes, sending respiratory droplets into the air.
These droplets contain RSV and can end up in other
people's mouths or noses, where they can cause infec-
tion. The droplets can also land on objects that people
touch, such as toys or countertops. People can be ex-
posed to and possibly infected by RSV by touching these
objects and then touching their mouths or noses. Chil-
dren often pass the virus to one another at their school
or daycare center.

Prevention

To help prevent the spread of RSV, people who have
cold-like symptoms should

* Cover their mouth and nose when coughing or
sneezing,

* Wash their hands often with soap and water for 15—
20 seconds,

* Avoid sharing cups and eating utensils with others,
and

* Refrain from kissing others.

There is not yet a vaccine to protect against RSV.
However, for children at high risk for serious disease,
such as certain premature infants and infants withc  er-
tain lung and heart conditions, monthly shots with a
drug called palivizumab can help prevent serious ill-
ness during RSV season. Ask your healthcare provider
if your child would be a good candidate for the drug.

Care

If you think that you or your child might have an RSV
infection that requires medical care, schedule an ap-
pointment with a healthcare provider. Such visits are
common for young children. The healthcare provider
will evaluate the severity of the illness and decide how
best to treat it. RSV symptoms in most infants, chil-
dren, and adults clear up on their own in a week or two.

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1. What is RSV?

RSV is the most common cause of bronchiolitis
(inflammation of the small airways in the lung) and pneu -
monia in children under 1 year of age in the United States.
Each year, 75,000 to 125,000 children in this age group are
hospitalized due to RSV infection. Almost all children ar e
infected with the virus by their second birthday, but only a
small percentage develop severe disease.

2. What are the symptoms of RSV?

Symptoms of RSV infection are similar to other respira-
tory infections. A person with an RSV infection might
cough, sneeze, and have a runny nose, fever, and decrease
in appetite. Wheezing may also occur. In very young in-
fants, irritability, decreased activity, and breathin g diffi-
culties may be the only symptoms of infection. Most other-
wise healthy infants infected with RSV do not need to be
hospitalized. In most cases, even among those who need to
be hospitalized, hospitalization usually last a few days,
and recovery from illness usually occurs in about 1 to 2
weeks... More about symptoms and care

3. Who is at risk for severe illness?

Premature infants, children less than 2 years of age wit h
congenital heart or chronic lung disease, and children with
compromised (weakened) immune systems due to a medi-
cal condition or medical treatment are at highest risk for
severe disease. Adults with compromised immune systems
and those 65 and older are also at increased risk of severe
disease.

4. When is the risk for infection the greatest?

RSV infections generally occur in the United States from
November to April. However, the timing of the season may
differ among locations and from year to year.

5. How can | provide care to someone with RSV?

There is no specific treatment for RSV infection. How-
ever, there are simple ways to help relieve some of the
typical symptoms. Your doctor can give advice on how to
make people with RSV infection more comfortable and as-
sess whether hospitalization is needed.

6. How is RSV spread?

RSV can be spread when an infected person coughs or
sneezes into the air. Coughing and sneezing send virus-
containing droplets into the air, where they can infect a
person if they inhale these droplets or these droplets come
in contact with their mouth, nose, or eye.

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Infection can also result from direct and indirect contac  t
with nasal or oral secretions from infected persons. Direc t
contact with the virus can occur, for example, by kissing
the face of a child with RSV. Indirect contact can occur if
the virus gets on an environmental surface, such as a door-
knob, that is then touched by other people. Direct and indi -
rect transmissions of virus usually occur when people
touch an infectious secretion and then rub their eyes or
nose...

7. How can RSV infection be prevented?

Researchers are working to develop RSV vaccines, but
none is available yet. However, there are steps that can be
taken to help prevent the spread of RSV. Specifically, peo-
ple who have cold-like symptoms should

o Cover their coughs and sneezes

0 Wash their hands frequently and correctly (with soap
and water for 15-20 seconds)

0 Avoid sharing their cups and eating utensils with oth -
ers

o Refrain from kissing others

In addition, cleaning contaminated surfaces (such as
doorknobs) may help stop the spread of RSV.

Special attention should be paid to protecting children
who are at high risk for developing severe disease if in-
fected with RSV. Such children include premature infan ts,
children under 2 with chronic lung or heart conditions,a nd
children with weakened immune systems. Ideally, people
with cold-like symptoms should not interact with children
at high risk for severe disease. But, if this is not possi ble,
they should carefully follow the prevention steps men-
tioned above, and they should wash their hands before
interacting with children at high risk. When possible, lim-
iting the time that high-risk children spend in child-c are
centers or other potentially contagious settings may also
help prevent infection and spread of the virus during the
RSV season.

A drug called palivizumab (say "pah-lih-VIH-zu-mahb" )
is available to prevent severe RSV illness in certain in-
fants and children who are at high risk. The drugcanh  elp
prevent development of serious RSV disease, but it cannot
help cure or treat children already suffering from serious
RSV disease and it cannot prevent infection with RSV. If
your child is at high risk for severe RSV disease, talk to
your healthcare provider to see if palivizumab can be used
as a preventive measure.
