
Allegation of  
misconduct by 
NC deputies 

TBI is conducting an investigation concerning al-
leged events that occurred in connection with the ar-
rest of Boone, NC resident Curtis L. Moore, 42, on 
November 26 after he crashed on Hwy. 421 South. 
This investigation comes after a Dec. 3 request from 
District Attorney General Tony Clark for the bureau 
to look into an allegation of misconduct by Watauga 
County deputies. 

About 4 a.m. on Thanksgiving morning, Johnson 
County deputies were asked to be on the lookout for a 
vehicle coming from North Carolina at a high rate of 
speed.  

According to North Carolina law enforcement, the 
driver, Curtis Moore, had struck his wife in an al-
leged domestic dispute and then fled the scene. Wa-
tauga County deputies took up the chase on a charge 
of felony eluding arrest and pursued Moore across the 
Tennessee state line. 

Moore crashed into the guard rail on Hwy. 421 S. 
near the end of the three-lane (at the top of the Gorge 
above Big Loui’s Backyard) and a Johnson County 
deputy arrived on the scene about the same time. 
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TBI is currently conducting an investigation into circ umstances sur-
rounding the arrest of this man following a crash on Hw y. 421 S. 
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Mike and Bendy Shoulders, organiz-
ers for the past two Pumpkin Festi-
vals, were recognized at last week’s 
meeting of Mountain City’s Board of 
Mayor and Aldermen. Mayor Kevin 
Parsons presented the pair with a 
plaque in honor of the [unpaid] work 
they put into the festival this year. 

“It has been a real pleasure working 
with all of you on this project,” said 
Mike Shoulders. “We were gratified 
at how well the turnout was, in spite 
of the weather.” 

In another 
presentation, 
the board turned over a check for 
$7,000, a funding grant for the 
Johnson County Library, to Todd 
Eastin. 
“It’s good that the town and county 
support the library,” said Eastin. 
“It is a worthwhile service – we 
serve more than 5,000 patrons.” 
A county resident, Jerry Redden, 
came to the meeting with a com-
plaint about his existing one-inch 
water tap. Redden claims that 

when he purchased the tap several months ago, which is 
larger than the normal 5/8 inch residential tap, he was  not 
told he would be charged at the commercial rate. Redden 
purchased the larger tap so he wouldn’t have to have extra 
pumps for pushing the water up a substantial grade. 

According to News Channel 11, “A Johnson County deputy 
who intercepted the chase near the state line, but can’t be iden-
tified because of the ongoing investigation, says he witnessed  
‘questionable behavior’ on the part of one Watauga County dep-
uty.” 

A video of the incident has been turned over to TBI. 

Council recognizes Shoulders for their work on Pump kin Festival 

After a lengthy discussion, the 
board formed a committee to study 
the issue, which will be on next 
month’s agenda. 

City attorney George Wright says 
the city needs to set up a rate that 
would cover a one-inch residential 
tap, which would necessitate chang-
ing a city ordinance. 

Johnson County Economic Devel-
opment Director Tom Anderson ad-
vised the board that funding for his 
position will be ending soon. 

“I would suggest that the city coor-
dinate with the county, as well as 

with several businesses, to help fund a part-time positi on 
to give a physical presence [for economic development] 
here in Johnson County,” said Anderson. “I believe the 
position should be for 15 to 20 hours a week and I would be  
glad to help train someone.” 

Vice Mayor Kenny Icenhour will meet with Anderson to 
get a better idea on what will need to be done, and report 
back to the board in January. 

Alderman Lawrence Keeble revisited the subject of buy-
ing a new truck for the water department. 

“I think it was a bad move by the council not to go ahead  
with the purchase last month,” said Keeble, referring to 
the ‘no action taken’ on the issue during November’s meet-
ing. “We budgeted for the purchase, we asked for bids and 
got two, but we didn’t go ahead with it.”

Mountain City Planning 
Commission Report 

On December 5, Mountain City Police Depart-
ment patrolmen and Johnson County Sheriff’s De-
partment deputies were alerted that Watauga 
County North Carolina deputies were in pursuit of 
a vehicle traveling north on Hwy. 421, approaching 
the Johnson County line. 

The driver of the vehicle, 42-year-old John Nicho-
las Cleek, was fleeing a traffic violation. 

Officers sighted Cleek’s vehicle in the vicinity of 
the golf course and joined the pursuit, which was 
occurring at speeds over 100 mph. 

Cleek continued at high speed through Mountain 
City on Hwy. 421 and finally wrecked near J. Phil-
lipi Road, leaving the highway and striking a utility 
pole. 

Cleek exited the car and attempted to flee but 
was stopped by a Johnson County deputy. 

“A distraction technique was utilized to get him to 
the ground,” said the officer. “I then ordered him to 
place his hands behind his back and he failed to 
comply. After a brief struggle, the defendant was 
taken into custody and transported to the Johnson 
County Community Hospital for treatment for inju-
ries he sustained in the crash.” 

Tennessee Highway Patrol was contacted to con-
duct an investigation and the following [Tennessee] 
charges have been placed against Cleek: evading 
arrest/fleeing to avoid arrest, reckless driving, reck -
less endangerment, and resisting stop/frisk/halt/
arrest/search, as well as other charges. 

 

Another pursuit 
and arrest 

Oops!  
In last week’s edition of BIN, in the Farmers’ Market story , there was a picture of BSA Pack 9 selling popcorn. The cut-

line listed Lana Smith, when her name is actually spelled  Lonna Smith. 
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Businesses now need your written permission before they can 
call you with prerecorded telemarketing messages — also known 
as robocalls — regardless of whether you already have a relati on-
ship with the business. If a business wants to call you  to deliver 
prerecorded messages, it must tell you clearly that it is  asking for 
your written permission to call you with these kinds of mes sages. 
You may refuse, or you may give your permission by signing a 
paper, responding to an email, pressing a keypad prompt during a 
live call with a sales agent or clicking a button on a website to 
show that you will allow these messages from a business.  A busi-
ness can’t require you to agree to these calls in order to get g oods 
or services. If you decide that you will accept prerecorded mes-
sages, you get to choose the number to which these calls are  
placed.  

If you have agreed to allow prerecorded telemarketing mes-
sages, you may also change your mind and ask that they st op. 
Businesses using prerecorded messages must tell you at t he be-
ginning of the message how you can stop future calls; and they 
must provide an automated opt-out that you can activate by voice 
or keypress throughout the call. If the message could be left on 

your voicemail or answering 
machine, businesses also must 
provide a toll-free number at 
the beginning of the message 
that will connect to an auto-
mated opt-out system that you 
can call to opt out any time.  

If you chose to opt out while 
receiving a prerecorded mes-
sage, the call should be discon-
nected immediately, and you 
should not receive any more 
calls from the business that 
sponsored the prerecorded call. 
If you call a toll-free number to 
opt out, the business should 
allow you to opt out by press-
ing a button on your telephone 
keypad or asking to opt out — 
without being required to 

speak to a sales agent. The business that sponsored 
the calls must honor your request immediately and 
prevent future telemarketing calls to your tele-
phone number.  

Some prerecorded messages still are permitted 
under these rules — for example, messages that are 
purely informational. That means you still will re-
ceive calls to let you know your flight’s been can-
celled, reminders about an appointment, or mes-
sages about a delayed school opening. But the busi-
ness doing the calling isn’t allowed to promote the 
sale of any goods or services. Prerecorded messages 
from a business that is contacting you to collect a 
debt also are permitted, but messages offering to 
sell you services to reduce your debt are barred.  

Other exceptions include political calls and calls 
from certain healthcare providers. For example, 
pharmacies are permitted to use prerecorded mes-
sages to provide prescription refill reminders. Pre-
recorded messages from banks, telephone carriers 
and charities also are exempt from these rules if 
the banks, carriers or charities make the calls 
themselves.  

How do I report improper robocalls? 
If you receive prerecorded telemarketing calls but 

have not agreed to get them, file a complaint with 
the FTC at donotcall.gov or by phone at 1-888-382-
1222.  

The FTC works for the consumer to prevent 
fraudulent, deceptive, and unfair business practices 
in the marketplace and to provide information to 
help consumers spot, stop, and avoid them. To file a 
complaint or to get free information on consumer 
issues, visit ftc.gov or call toll-free, 1-877-FTC-
HELP (1-877-382-4357); TTY: 1-866-653-4261.

CDC is collaborating with public health officials in m any states 
to investigate a multistate outbreak of human Salmonella s ero-
type Typhimurium infections due to contact with water frogs  in-
cluding African Dwarf Frogs. Water frogs commonly live i n 
aquariums or fish tanks. Amphibians such as frogs an d reptiles 
such as turtles, are recognized as a source of human Salm onella 
infections.  In the course of routine assessment, a number of  cases 
with the same strain have been identified over many months. 

As of 12pm EST on December 7, 2009, 48 individuals inf ected 
with the outbreak strain of Salmonella Typhimurium have b een 
reported from 25 states.  The number of ill persons iden tified in 
each state is as follows: Arizona (1), California (2), Colorado (2), 
Florida (1), Georgia (1), Idaho (1), Illinois (5), Kent ucky (1), Lou-
isiana (1), Massachusetts (2), Maryland (2), Michig an (3), Minne-
sota (1), Missouri (2), Mississippi (1), New Jersey (2) , New Mexico 
(1), New York (1), Ohio (2), Pennsylvania (3), Tennessee (2), Texas 
(3), Utah (6), Virginia (1), and Washington (1). 

Among the persons with reported dates available, illnesses be-
gan between June 24, 2009 and November 14, 2009.  Infected in-
dividuals range in age from  less than 1 year old to 54 years old. 
Seventy-seven percent (77%) of patients are younger than 10 
years old and the median age is 4 years.  Fifty-five percen t (55%) 
of patients are female.  No deaths have been reported. 

Investigation of the Outbreak 
In an epidemiologic study, ill persons answered questions about 

contact with animals and foods consumed during the days b efore 
becoming ill and investigators compared their responses t o those 
of persons of similar age and gender previously reported to Sta te 
Health Departments with other illnesses. Preliminary anal ysis of 
this study suggests contact with frogs, including wat er frogs such 
as African Dwarf Frogs, is a likely source of the infecti ons. In ad-
dition, environmental samples taken from aquariums contai ning 
aquatic frogs in three homes of ill persons have yielded isol ates of 
Salmonella Typhimurium matching the outbreak strain.  

Advice to Consumers 
* Always wash hands thoroughly with soap and water after  

touching any amphibian (e.g., frog) or reptile (e.g, turtl e), their 
housing, or anything (for example, food) that comes in cont act 
with them or their housing.   Adults should assist young  children 
with hand washing.    

* Watch for symptoms of Salmonella infection, such as diar rhea, 
fever, and abdominal cramps.  Call your health care provid er if 
you or a family member have any of these symptoms.  

Persons who should avoid contact with amphibians and repti les 
and their habitats (e.g., aquarium, fish tank, or ter rarium)  

* Persons at increased risk for serious infection from salmonel lo-
sis are children < 5 years old, elderly persons, and person s with 
weakened immune systems.  

* These persons should avoid contact with amphibians (e.g., 
frogs) and reptiles (e.g., turtles) and anything that c omes in con-
tact with them (e.g., aquarium, habitat, and water).   

* Keep amphibians and reptiles out of homes with children <  5 
years old or people with weakened immune systems.  

Placement and maintenance of habitats  
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* Amphibians (e.g., frogs) and reptiles (e.g., tur-
tles) should not be kept in child-care centers.  

* Habitats containing amphibians or reptiles 
should not be kept in a child’s bedroom, especially 
children aged less than 5 years.  

* Do not allow amphibians or reptiles to roam 
freely through the house, especially in food prepa-
ration areas.  

* Keep amphibians and reptiles out of kitchens 
and other areas where food and drink is prepared 
or served to prevent contamination.  

* Habitats and their contents should be carefully 
cleaned outside of the home. Use disposable gloves 
when cleaning and do not dispose of water in sinks 
used for food preparation or for obtaining drinking 
water.  

* Do not bathe animals or their habitats in your 
kitchen sink. If bathtubs are used for these pur-
poses, they should be thoroughly cleaned afterward. 
Use bleach to disinfect a tub or other place where 
reptile or amphibian habitats are cleaned.  

* Children aged less than 5 years should not clean 
habitats.  

* Always wash hands thoroughly with soap and 
water after cleaning habitats. 

Advice to Pet Store Owners and Others Who Sell 
or Display Amphibians and Reptiles 

* Pet store owners and others who sell or display 
amphibians (e.g., frogs) and reptiles (e.g., turtles) 
should provide information to owners and potential 
purchasers of amphibians and reptiles about the 
risks of acquiring salmonellosis from these animals. 

* More information on displaying animals in pub-
lic settings can be found in the 2009 Compendium 
of Measures to Prevent Diseases Associated with 
Animals in Public Settings. 

Advice to Health Care Providers   
* Health care providers should question patients 

on pet and animal ownership and should provide 
education about the risks of acquiring salmonellosis 
from amphibians (e.g., frogs) and reptiles (e.g., tur-
tles). 

* Health care providers should advise patients on 
proper hand washing practices. 

Advice to Veterinarians 
* Veterinarians should provide education to am-

phibian and reptile owners about the risks of ac-
quiring salmonellosis from these animals. 

* Veterinarians should provide education to am-
phibian and reptile owners on how to properly 
clean the animal habitat. 

Clinical Features/Signs and Symptoms 
Most persons infected with Salmonella develop 

diarrhea, fever, and abdominal cramps 12–72 hours 
after infection. Infection is usually diagnosed by 
culture of a stool sample. The illness usually lasts 
from 4 to 7 days. Although most people recover 
without treatment, severe infections may occur. 
Infants, elderly persons, and those with weakened 
immune systems are more likely than others to de-
velop severe illness. When severe infection occurs, 
Salmonella may spread from the intestines to the 
bloodstream and then to other body sites and can 
cause death unless the person is treated promptly 
with antibiotics.

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area of the state, an individual brought his horse to sell  due 
to his lack of funds to keep the horse healthy. However, there 
was no one there that day wanting to buy horses, so he just 
left his horse in the trailer while attending the auction.  As 
he drove home that evening he noticed the trailer pulling 
sort of strange and he stopped to check out the prob-
lem.  That’s when he discovered that someone with the same  
problem he had at getting rid of their horses had put tw o 
horses in his trailer while he was not looking. This may  
sound humorous but believe me it was no laughing matter t o 

the guy now stuck with three horses he did not need. 
With an estimated 170,000 horses annually needing somet hing done 

to take care of their not being wanted any longer, what do y ou do with 
them? Some estimates put the number as high as 100,000 for horses 
abandoned in parks, on land of unknowing farmers and about  any-
where they can be unloaded. Slaughter plants once took care of  this 
problem, but the last three horse slaughter plants in this country 
were closed in 2008 due to legislation and over-the-top regulat ions 
supported by well-meaning humane groups. 

The removal of 84 horses recently from a Middle Tennessee far m 
due to charges of alleged animal cruelty has brought a lot of  attention 
to this state of a problem that is larger than the scope of those 84 
horses. Some have said “sanctuaries” are needed to assimil ate these 
animals and even the animal rights movement groups acknowled ge 
there are too few in operation to handle this number. Plus t he care 
standards at existing facilities now in operation are not  set by USDA, 
and are lower than those at dog and cat shelters, meaning that those 
horses will not live out their years in the most pleasant c onditions. It 
is projected that a minimum of an additional 2,700 such  “sanctuaries” 
will be needed with horse slaughtering being done completely a way 
with in this country. 

There are those who support doing away with any form of horse 
slaughter with intent to prevent cruelty. But, how humane is it to 
abandon them to starvation, predation and disease, which w ill happen 
if a person’s out-go exceeds his income while providing for a horse 
that no longer is as much fun as it use to be. Humane ca re comes in 
many ways and a lot of understanding must be taken to dea l with the 
unwanted horse population in this country.

What Do You Do With an Un-
wanted Horse? 

  
Horses have always been special to 

me, and a part of my farm life as I 
grew up. We always had a horse or 
mule on the farm. Even before I 
started to school, I would ride holding onto the 
hames of our plow horse Doc as my father 
would plow between the rows of corn before we 
had a tractor to do the same task. Doc was spe-
cial. He had been a show horse, winning a lot of 
ribbons in Walking Horse competitions until he 
badly hurt his foot and could compete no more. 
My father traded for him and Doc became a 
fixture on our farm. After years of working on 
our farm, he became too old for the plowing and 
retired to the pastures around the barn. There 
he lived out his remaining days grazing, at-
tempting to roll over and being fed the occa-
sional sugar cube by me. 

It would be great if all horses had the oppor-
tunity to be raised this way, but that is not pos-
sible in today’s America. In fact, USDA statis-
tics indicate there are 60,000 to 80,000 horses 
abandoned or neglected in this country and the 
number continues to grow daily. Many well-
meaning individuals have taken horses to raise 
and soon realize that a horse is more than a 
pet. They are costly to keep, costing an esti-
mated $1,900 per year or more to house and 
feed. That does not include vet bills. Once a 
person realizes they no longer want the horse, 
what do they do? Many are not saleable and 
there is not a market for horses like Doc any-
more. This leaves euthanasia as the only 
“humane disposition” of these animals. And, if 
that is the case, how do we plan for the disposal 
of thousands of very large animals? 

In the state of Tennessee, the economy has 
taken a toll on those who thought they would 
like to be lifetime horse owners. Affordability is 
an important thing to think of when owning a 
horse; and if you have several of them, afforda-
bility becomes like a millstone around your 
neck when you are trying to provide hay, grain 
and housing for those large animals. At a re-
cent livestock sale in the Upper Cumberland 

Read All About It 
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Tennessee has relied on The Humane Society of the United States 
over the last two years for nine rescue missions — more times than 
the nonprofit has been called in to assist in any other stat e in the 
country. 

The cases included three puppy mills, one animal hoarder, three 
cockfighting operations, a farm with starving horses and  a post-
tornado animal rescue across a devastated community. 

The group took on oversight of 1,203 animals — not counting the 
scores of fighting roosters that had to be dealt with. 

During that time, California was second with five rescue assists, 
followed by Louisiana, Arkansas, Indiana and North Caro lina, with 
four each, according to the group's emergency services divi sion. 

"Tennessee just doesn't have the infrastructure to address  animal 
cruelty," said Leighann McCollum of Nashville, the Tennessee direc-
tor for The Humane Society of the United States. 

Unlike in Virginia, for instance, 40 of 95 Tennessee counti es have no 
government-funded animal control program. Many that do mer ely 
have dogcatchers who have no authority to investigate animal  cruelty, 
she said.

Tennessee Lacks Resources to Fight Animal Abuse 



There's no doubt that icy roads are a killer; so some-
thing certainly needs to be done, and some govern-
ments are looking into various other substances that 
can be used.  

Calcium magnesium acetate (CMA) and potassium 
acetate (KA) are both biodegradable materials that 
have less of an environmental impact than rock salt. 
Unfortunately, both CMA and KA are more expensive 
and ideally need to be applied directly to surfaces be-
fore snow and ice is able to build up. 

Another option being researched is the use of beet 
juice mixed with brine. Once sugar has been extracted 
from sugar beets, a waste product remains that produc-
ers noticed never froze. This mix has been in use in sev-
eral states, including Illinois. 

For around your own home and car, here are some 
other de-icing substances I found many mentions of 
around the web, said to have less of a negative impact 
on the environment when compared to rock salt: 

- Spreading urea instead of rock salt. Urea is still a 
salt, but with less impact. Note: rock salt will melt i ce 
down to -15°C (5°F), while urea will only melt ice down 
to -4°C (25°F). 

- Calcium chloride (pretty much as above) 
- Fireplace ash  
- Sand 
- Baking soda sprinkled lightly over steps 
- Volcanic rock 
- Mix a tablespoon of rubbing alcohol, a quart of wa-

ter, and a drop dishwashing liquid. Increase alcohol 
levels for a more rapid effect. 

Regardless of what you using for de-icing, bear in 
mind that more is not necessarily better, so always fol -
low the manufacturer's guidelines for any product you 
use, in order to further minimize environmental dam-
age. 

For keeping your car's windscreen free of ice, fill your 
windshield wiper tank with a mix of one part water and 
two parts vinegar and use the mix prior to leaving your 
vehicle for the night – this should help prevent ice build 
up.

Green de-icing tips 
 

Ice building up on roads and footpaths isn't much of a p rob-
lem throughout most of Australia, so I was fascinated to learn 
of the environmental issues facing other countries where ma -
jor de-icing operations are an annual event.  

The most common de-icing compound is sodium chloride – 
salt. When applied, it melts any snow or ice on roads and  
sidewalks and helps prevent new ice from forming. Sodium 
chloride is a very effective de-icing agent, is very easy to ob-
tain and is inexpensive. 

The problem is that up to 90 percent of the salt enters th e 
soil near the road as runoff or splash and may even wind up  a 
great distance away in waterways.  The widespread use of 
salt has created a number of environmental problems, inclu d-
ing: 

- Damage to roadside and garden vegetation 
- Contamination of well water 
- Increased salinity of waterways 
- Corrosion of vehicles and infrastructure 
- Salt can play havoc with soil nitrate and ammonium l ev-

els. Over a period of time, the salt laden soil can nitri fy am-
monium at a faster rate, and these nitrates then wind u p in 
local waterways. Very low levels of nitrates increase the ri sk 
of eutrophication of rivers and lakes [where water bodies re-
ceive excess chemical nutrients that stimulate excessive plant 
growth], plus cause algae blooms in coastal waters.

On December 1, I attended the Tennessee Municipal League 

(TML) District 1 Meeting in Johnson City, representing t he 
Town of Mountain City.  The main purpose of the meeting was  to 
look back at what has been happening across the state, and  what 
is anticipated in the days ahead.   

Tennessee is heading into another campaigning and election 
year, with a new governor to be elected next November.  In th e 
meantime, all municipalities across the state are hearin g more 
and more about budget woes.  At this meeting last Tuesday , I 
became more aware of just how serious this is.   

The theme of the meeting was “Budget Armageddon,” which 
illustrates how drastically things can change.  Althou gh Mayor 
Kevin Parsons, the board, and our city recorder continue to  
stress conservation, and spending only what has to be sp ent, we 
all must realize that the entire state is being hit very  hard.  The 
state budget is dealing with a $1.5 billion shortfall this year, and 
a projected income of $1 billion less in 2010, as compa red with 
2008.  As the state is facing tighter restraints, mun icipalities can 
expect less in state-shared taxes.  Under Article 24 of th e Ten-
nessee State Constitution, anytime that the Legislature passes  a 
bill that increases cost to local governments, the state must help 
support that local government by providing state-shared taxes to 
offset a local government’s expense.  These are the funds that 
Mountain City gets from the state.  Even though the state i s sup-
porting municipalities with state-shared taxes as the constitu-
tion requires, the state is providing a smaller percentag e of 
shared taxes.  This means, of course, that Mountain City and all 
municipalities have to absorb more and more.   

I think all of you understand that it is not the fault of this 
board that we now face some tough days ahead.  As one TML 
spokesman stated, “I think we are only seeing the tip of the ice-
berg on how things may be in the future.”  

In last week’s edition of Bad Idea News, Mayor Parsons gave a  
very detailed account of what is happening locally.  Local sales 
are down considerably, and we depend greatly on local sales 
taxes to operate the town and pay the bills.  Local sales  tax is 
critical to maintaining operation.  The mayor indicated that his 
budget last spring allowed for a 2% reduction in local sales tax, 
but in reality there has been about a 5.54% reduction in local 
sales tax collections.  The town is then facing a 2.54% s hortfall in 
projected funds to balance the budget.  If this trend conti nues, 
another 3% in cuts will become necessary before June 30.  Even 

though expenditures were re-

duced by 7% in this year’s budget, it does appear 
that additional cuts will be needed in our next fiscal 
year.  If you want more detail on local figures, I sug-
gest you check the article in Bad Idea News. I also 
have a copy of that article for anyone wanting a 
copy. 

Governor Bredesen has asked the commissioners of 
all state departments to reduce spending by 9% in 
next year’s state budget.  There have been 17 
months of underperforming revenues, and there is 
no question that some painful cuts must be endured 
on the state and local levels.  Through 2006, the 
state budget did not have any major impact on cit-
ies, but for the past four-year period all towns have 
been hard hit, and this will continue for the foresee-
able future.  Without a doubt, this will have a nega-
tive effect on state grants in the future.   

Our town budget next year may involve major 
changes.  The best thing that local citizens can do is 
to “shop at home.”  When you spend sales tax dollars 
in Mountain City, we reap the benefits of having 
more dollars in our tax revenue locally, and on the 
state level.  Shopping in Mountain City is the best 
way to offset some of the strain that is placed on the 
town’s budget at this time.  When you shop outside 
of Tennessee, you get no sales tax benefit. 

The TML is encouraging municipalities to utilize 
their own Internet web sites more for news coverage 
of the town, and to promote local events.  It was also 
noted that the TML will be working next year to 
have the state law which requires public meetings to 
be announced in advance (in a local newspaper) to 
be changed to allow the announcement to be made 
on the town’s web site instead.  It is felt that people 
are turning more and more to the Internet for local 
information.  So, in my opinion, we need to take a 
more serious look at the positive aspects of the town 
web site.  It can be a prime source of local informa-
tion, and keeping the public informed. 

A TML spokesman stated that the local share of 
Tennessee gasoline tax has not kept up with the in-
crease in prices through the years.  When the gaso-
line tax was first instituted some thirty years ago, a 
flat dollar figure for tax was designated to local gov-
ernments.  The TML feels that the local gas tax 
should be based on a percentage, rather than a flat 
never-changing tax.  This is another issue they plan 
to work on next year. 

Another interesting comment was the suggestion 
by the Tennessee Department of Conservation that 
municipal waste water treatment plants attempt to 
reduce sewer sludge by 75%.  I think that would be 
very hard to achieve.   

Across the state, there are some strong feelings 
and debate about the traffic light cameras, which 
are used to photograph motorists who run red lights.  
Many towns see this as a great revenue source, 
while many citizens see it as having “Big Brother 
watching them.”  This debate will resume when the 
Legislature returns in January. 

I found this meeting to be very informative and 
quite an eye-opener. 
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Cochran.  “Make sure your smoke alarms are working and 
that your children can hear them while they are sleeping; 
make and practice a home fire escape plan; and follow ba-
sic safety tips regarding holiday decorating.”  

If you decorate a tree, Safe Kids USA and the USFA rec-
ommend these precautions:  

* Never leave a lighted Christmas tree or other decora-
tive lighting display unattended. Inspect lights for exp osed 
or frayed wires, loose connections, and broken sockets. Do 
not overload extension cords or outlets and do not run an 
electrical cord under a rug.  

* Natural Christmas trees always involve some risk of 
fire. To minimize the risk, get a fresh tree and keep it wa -
tered at all times. Do not put the tree within three feet of a 
fireplace, space heater, radiator, or heat vent.  

* Decorate with children in mind. Do not put ornaments 
that have small parts or metal hooks, or look like food or 
candy, on the lower branches where small children can 
reach them. Trim protruding branches at or below a chil d’s 
eye level, and keep lights out of reach.  

* Do not burn Christmas tree branches, treated wood, or 
wrapping paper in a home fireplace.  

Safe Kids USA also offers these tips to prevent poisoning:  
* Keep alcohol (including baking extracts) out of reach 

and do not leave alcoholic drinks unattended.  
* Color additives used in fireplace fires are a toxic prod-

uct and should be stored out of reach. Artificial snow can 
be harmful if inhaled, so use it in a well-vented space.  

* Mistletoe berries, Holly Berry and Jerusalem Cherry 
can be poisonous. If they are 
used in decorating, make sure 
children and pets cannot reach 
it.  

* In a poison emergency, call 
the national Poison Control 
Center at 800-222-1222.

children under the age of 5 are at the greatest risk. 
“Never, never leave lit candles unattended,” says Suzanne 
Morton, Safe Kids USA fire and burn safety program man-
ager. “Don’t put candles on a tree or a natural wreath, or  
near curtains or drapes, and keep matches and lighters 
locked out of reach of children.”  

In 2005, candles started an estimated 15,600 home fires 
in the United States, and the top four days for candle fi res 
are around Christmas and New Year’s, according to the 
National Fire Protection Association.  Battery-operated 
flameless candles are an alternative that does not have a 
fire risk.  Decorative lighting should be labeled with t he 
seal of an independent testing lab and should only be used 
outdoors if it’s labeled for outdoor use.  

“I am pleased to join with Safe Kids USA to raise the 
level of awareness about the potential dangers during the 
holiday season,” said U.S. Fire Administrator, Kelvin J.

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of pesticides where the available data are incom-
plete. Currently these analyses help assess risks of 
pesticides to the general public as required by the 
Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act.  

EPA believes that pesticide exposure should be 
evaluated with common scientific risk-assessment 
techniques, whether from residues in food or drink-
ing water, on lawns or in swimming pools, or in the 
workplace. The agency would routinely apply the 
techniques to workers exposed to pesticide expo-
sures on the job. By incorporating these risk-
assessment tools into its pesticide evaluations, the 
agency would more thoroughly protect the most 
vulnerable populations, including farm workers 
and children taken into agricultural fields.  

The proposed policy will be available for a 60-day 
public comment period after it is published in the 
Federal Register.

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency plans to strength en 
its assessment of pesticide health risks. EPA’s proposal would 
include a more thorough assessment of risks to workers, inc luding 
farmworkers and farm children, as well as risks posed b y pesti-
cides that are not used on food. The agency is asking the p ublic to 
comment on the new approach and how best to implement the 
improvements.  

EPA Administrator Lisa P. Jackson has made it a top pri ority to 
ensure that the agency is working to protect Americans. S he said: 
“Better information and applying these tools will strengt hen 
EPA’s protections for farm workers exposed to these chemicals , 
and children living in and around the areas of highest p ossible 
exposure,” said EPA Administrator Lisa P. Jackson. “It’s  essential 
we have the tools to keep everyone, especially vulnerable popu la-
tions like children, safe from the serious health consequences  of 
pesticide exposure.”  

Under the policy, EPA risk assessments for children, f armwork-
ers and others, would consider aggregate pesticide exposures from 
all sources in addition to the cumulative effects from mult iple pes-
ticides that have similar toxicity. EPA also would apply  an addi-
tional safety factor to protect infants and children fr om the risks

clinics are being scheduled every week as more vaccine be-
comes available and the department continues to distribute 
the vaccine supply efficiently to a wide array of health dep art-
ments and private providers, including pharmacies.” 

Even though the numbers of cases of H1N1 flu appear to be  
decreasing in Tennessee and nationwide, TDOH anticipates 
that H1N1 will continue to circulate and could even surge 
again over the next several months.

Then, at the City Council meeting of the fol-
lowing month, the council will have the Second and Final 
Reading on adopting the Ordinance to rezone the three 
aforementioned lots.  The surrounding lots will remain R-
1 Low Density Residential.   

 

Keeble then made the motion to accept the low bid (from 
last month) and purchase the vehicle. 

During discussion, Mayor Parsons made the point the 
times are lean and this action could impact next year’s 
water bills.
