C.L. Overman, with Cumberland Securities, ad-
dressed the Johnson County Commissioners last 
week at their December meeting in reference to bonds 
that were issued in 2002 to finance the new jail. 

“A major financial crisis has had an impact on 
Johnson County bonds,” said Overman.  

“After a bond rating review by Standard and Poors, 
Johnson County came out with an A+ rating, which 
reflects excellent financial management by the 
county. The situation with the bonds does not have 
anything to do with the county’s rating.” 

When the bonds were issued in 2002, they were 
backed by a triple-A bond insurer, Ambac. Since that 
time, Ambac’s rating has been downgraded. 

Editor’s note: Ambac lost money in 2007 after insur-
ing repackaged mortgage debt and other risky securi-
ties that were walloped by the credit crunch. Fears t he 
bond insurer would lose its top credit ratings, forcing 
investors to sell billions of dollars of securities and 
further depressing bond markets, sent global financia l 
markets into a tailspin earlier this year.

Tennessee is one of only three states in the nation having 

'Chancery Courts', the others being Delaware and Missis-
sippi. Chancery courts, unlike the other courts of Tennes-
see are presided over by a 'Chancellor' and are most visibl e 
to the public through the office of 'Clerk and Master'.  

Here in Johnson County, the Clerk and Master is Linda 
Morefield. She has been Clerk and Master since 1992, hav-
ing been deputy under the previous Clerk and Master, 
Robert Grindstaff, since 1986. Her deputy now is Cheri 
Lipford. The office is on the second floor of the Johnson 
County courthouse and may be one of the least recognized 
offices in the county. Unlike circuit court, which we al l 
mistakenly think we know a great deal about from watch-
ing TV's Judge Judy or criminal court, represented in 
many minds by Perry Mason, chancery court often draws 
blank stares when mentioned. If the terms 'chancery' or 
'chancellor come up at all, they usually summon up 
thoughts of English monarchs and their right hand men 
such as Henry VIII's famous chancellor, Sir Thomas Mor e.  

There's a good reason for that. The chancery court, 
unlike other some other US courts, is a result of our ori-
gins as 'British North America': those colonies and that  
accompanying culture which grew up along the Atlantic 
seaboard during the century and a half prior to the Ameri-
can Revolution. We brought the chancery court with us 
from its English birthplace to North America and it re-
mains in these three states despite having undergone a 
slow death back home, finally succumbing there at the 
hands of the British Parliament in 1875.  

What happens in Chancery Court up on the second floor 
at 222 West Main Street? These days, much the same as

Nuts and Bolts ~ Johnson County Chancery Court  
happens in Circuit Court. However, there are some specific 
areas reserved for Chancery Court. For example, if you're 
engaged in any legal action involving real estate such as  a 
disagreement with your neighbor about a right of way, the  
location (or existence) of a road, the 'right' way to partiti on 
a piece of property or any other dispute involving the real 
estate itself; then you (actually your attorney) is going t o 
head for Chancery Court.  If you have become delinquent 
on your property taxes, again, it’s off to Chancery Court.  

When someone dies, the Chancery Court is also involved 
through the probate process. Contrary to common thought, 
the presence or absence of a will doesn't have any effect on 
that point. The process and terms will differ depending  on 
the existence of a will or lack of it but the estate itself is 
going to go through Chancery Court's machinery no matter 
what. That's true even if there are no heirs or if it's not 
known if there are any.  

Issues that the chancery court shares with circuit court  
include divorces, adoptions, domestic relations cases, 
workmen’s comp cases, child support and others. In these 
cases, you or your attorney will initiate an action in ei ther 
court for reasons that may be as simple as convenience in 
scheduling. Neither of these courts will be involved in 
criminal matters. There's a criminal court for that. In  to-
day's 'Nuts and Bolts' we're concentrating only on the 
Chancery Court, not the other two 'circuit level' courts, 
also not on General Sessions Court, Juvenile Court, Mu-
nicipal Court and certainly not on the appeals level court s 
which are outside Johnson County entirely. As soon as 
possible, we'll visit all the other Johnson County courts. 
With this richness of courts, it's little wonder the Chan cery

Rates for Tennessee Valley Authority residential customers will 

drop between $1 and $3 in the billing period that starts Jan. 1 
due to another reduction in fuel costs. 

This will mark the seventh successive TVA FCA decrease over  
the last 13 months.  Due to this FCA decrease, Mountain El ectric 
Cooperative's residential rate will fall by roughly 1.7% from De-
cember's rate.  For a residential customer using 1,000 kW h, the 
electric bill will be $87.27 which is $1.51 less than D ecember 
2009.   
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Based on a average January 2009 residential en-
ergy usage (1,375 kWh), the average January 2010 
residential electric bill will be $23.76 less than one 
year ago. 

The change reflects more hydroelectric generation 
because of rain and a reduction in projected future 
costs.

Governor Phil Bredesen announced last 
week that the state will provide a Ten-
nessee Roadscapes Grant in the amount 
of $40,891 to Mountain City in Johnson 
County.  

"These funds will help make improve-
ments along the roadways that serve as 
the front door to our communities," said 
Bredesen. "Well-planned landscaping 
programs create an inviting atmosphere 
that can boost local economies and im-
prove the quality of life for citizens."  

The Mountain City Roadscapes project includes streetscapi ng 
along Main Street in Mountain City. In addition to beauti fying 
the downtown area, this project will also improve pedestrian  
safety and create motorist visibility by placing trees a nd native 
flowers along the Main Street curb. 

Mountain City Mayor Kevin Parsons was very excited in hea r-
ing the news. "What a great Christmas present to our cit izens 
especially in this time of poor economic conditions."  sai d Parsons. 
"I submitted this grant in early summer of 2008 and for  the most 
part had given up on receiving the grant.  So, being one of  only 12 
recipients from across the state getting the funding mad e it even 
more exciting news."  

This photo shows what a curb-out bulb extension looks 
like.  They will be developed at existing intersections along main 
street.  The town will not lose any parking or sidewalks construct-
ing the project. "As you can see, this project will only en hance our 
downtown adding to our brick sidewalks and creating "green  

space" that we currently are 
missing," stated Parsons. 

The Tennessee Roadscapes 
initiative was developed in 
2006 as a partnership between 
community organizations 

across the state and TDOT to cre-
ate inviting spaces through an in-
tegrated approach to roadside 
landscaping. TDOT funds 80 per-
cent of the cost of a project with the 
grant recipient contributing the 
remaining 20 percent. Grants are 
derived from federal funds that are 
specifically earmarked for roadway 
enhancement projects. Mountain 
City will only have about $9,000 of 
local funding in the entire $50,000 

project. "We will be able to use "in-kind" money to-
ward the project from inmate labor and labor from 
our public works department that we have already 
included in the budget." said Parsons.  Meaning 
that no extra money should have to be spent from 
town reserves. 

"The Roadscapes program creates an opportunity 
to showcase the roadways and natural beauty of 
our state," said TDOT Commissioner Gerald Nicely. 
"It’s important to create welcoming places for peo-
ple to live and work and to build a sense of pride in 
one’s community."  

The Tennessee Roadscapes program includes a 
variety of environmental stewardship and beautifi-
cation programs:  

Landscaping with naturalized flowers and native 
flowering trees  

Memorials and parks  
Roadside tree planting  
Exotic and invasive plant removal  
Litter cleanup and prevention education pro-

grams  
Adopt-A-Highway and Adopt-A-Spot programs  
Community landscaping at intersections, street 

corners, medians, entrances, and 
gateways.  

Lieutenant Governor Ron Ramsey 
and Representative Jason Mum-
power helped secure these funds for 
Mountain City.

Question: How do you gauge the "right amount" of giving

name as he does; I’d tucked it into his card as la-
gniappe) fireworks go over well with young relatives 
(and most of the older ones) living outside of TN, and 
my sister has plenty of cats and likes the effect of huge 
cat toys made from old pant legs and sleeves stuffed 
with catnip (the cats find them within minutes and 
can get the box open before Christmas).  I am cutting 
back some while unemployed, for example buying fire-
works and ornaments singly instead of in sets.  I also 
have not lived near a good source of catnip for years. 

4. Cutting way back this year and giving more practical 
gifts.  I kind of gauge according to what the person has  
that I am giving to.  If they don't need anything, I jus t 
give a small gift to let them know I love them and ap-
preciate them; then I have more money to give to those 
people who are more needy.  We have been doing this 
for several years now and we get a blessing from help-
ing, even those we do not know.  We also like helping 
Second Harvest Food Bank and Hale Community Min-
istries who bring food into the county for those who 
need it. 

5. Well in my family we draw names and set a $20.00 
limit and I have cut down on who else I by for. 

6. The "right amount" is what I can afford. Yes, I have 
cut back the past couple 
of years. And, I have 
changed the kinds of 
things - going with more 
practical gifts. And, al-
though a little imper-
sonal, I give cash. This 

way, they can buy what they want after Christmas 
and get in on some sales. 

7. My Christmas spending is usually very steady.  I did 
try to cut back this year but, after adding up all re-
ceipts it didn't happen.  I have changed the way I 
spend in recent years.  I used to give to all my friends 
and family, now I like to focus on Operation Christmas 
Child and Santa's Helping Hands.  When you are buy-
ing for someone and have to say "What do you get 
someone who has everything?" it's time to focus on 
people who are less fortunate.  It is so much more of a 
blessing for me to do that. 

8. I try to have a total in mind. This year I have a "reall y 
don't spend" rule due to limited income. My sister and 
I are only exchanging a food gift (such as a favorite 
cookie or cake). Otherwise, my spouse will receive 1 
significant gift, one minor gift and none of the clothes 
and other side items I usually pick up this time of 
year. My spending is actually UP this year to people 
out of state who have been very supportive this year. 
Those gifts are a surprise (not a regular gift swap). 

9. I just spend ... usually I spend the same amount on 
each kid, that's my priority, but I think next year we 
are just going to draw names and knock off a lot of this 
spending. Everybody has everything and you don't 
know what to get, then what you buy isn't right ... it' s 
very needless spending when we need to concentrate 
on just being together and forget all the burnt up 
money. It’s for the little ones mostly, all mine are 
adults, it really isn't necessary. 

10. As I am one of the baby boomers and getting older, I 
have cut back on who I buy for and what I buy.  Hav-
ing to live on a fixed income now is mostly the reason I 
am doing this and every thing I look at has raised in 
price while the income doesn't. My grown children are 
okay with this and do pretty much the same thing. 

11. Staying the same. 
12. I’m doing the same as last year but giving based on 

what they have said they need this year rather than 
what they want.  Practical things seem to be more ap-
preciated.  Of course, I usually get people the same 
things I got ‘em last year and they rarely notice. 

13. No I have not changed my gift giving, always gave 
only needed items or something I knew the recipient 
would enjoy like a book, a DVD etc. We Americans 
have gotten into the habit of giving way too much and 
useless stuff, too many toys especially and letting the 
ads influence their giving.  

14. Half a sandwich principle in all things. You got a

15. I have to cut back – both for my family and giving to 
charities. 

16. Yes, I am cutting back to some extent.  Mostly, I am 
trying to give gifts that are wanted or needed.  I'm 
asking my friends and family what they want or need, 
then buying gifts with their approval.  They seem to be 
happy about this.   It's not necessary for a gift to be a 
"surprise."  My friend and I went shopping together 
and chose each other's gifts together.  It was am enjoy-
able day and an experience I want to repeat.  

17. Christmas is a time to spend with family celebrating 
the birth of Jesus, our Savior. IF I buy something it i s 
because the person is in need of that item. 

18. I am unable to buy any gifts this year. I am doing a 
small amount of baking and candy making for giving.

and lights.  As a small child those homes 
were a wonderment of holiday excitement 
and hopes. 
One year, about three weeks before Christ-
mas day, my mother and father arrived home 
from a trip into town.  As they unpacked their 
purchases from their trip to town, they pulled 
out two long boxes that were decorated with 
Christmas trees and had the logo of GE on 
the front of each box. The boxes had come 
from the Firestone store where my father 
bought everything. 
Each box contained a strand of 12 outdoor 

Christmas lights of multi-colors. Of course, they were th e 
kind that if one burnt out they all would go out, but they 
were the most beautiful things I had ever seen.  My 
mother had saved back some special “Christmas money” to 
buy the lights and to add some holiday cheer to our Ten-
nessee farmhouse. 

My father cut cedar greenery and helped us nail it 
around the front door. Then he and my sister attached the  
lights to each side of the doorway and ran a brown exten-
sion cord to the single light bulb socket located on the 
porch.  Each bulb was checked and the lights tested to see 
if they worked. After passing all tests, our outside dis play 
now waited for sundown. 

I’ll never forget standing in that dark and cold December  
night in our front yard as my mother turned on the porch 
light switch. It was as big of an event to me as the lig hting 
of the Christmas tree in Rockefeller Center in New York 
City. 

When the lights came on their blues, greens, reds, and 
yellows blended just right with the cedar greenery on the 
doorway.  As a small boy it signaled to me that the Chris t-
mas season had arrived. 

For years we used those lights from the Firestone store. 
They soon lost the paint from around the bulbs and you 
could see light through the cracks in their paint, but th ey 
still announced the arrival of the season to our rural coun-
tryside. 

So, I guess that is why I still put up my Christmas l ights 
each year. To announce to others that the season has ar-
rived at our house and to renew those same feelings I felt 
standing in that cold front yard many Christmases ago  - a 
feeling of belonging and being loved by a family who cared 
to express the joy of the holiday season.

Media Says Economy Affecting 
Home Christmas Light Displays 

  
Just a few days ago, I was riding on a shut-

tle bus to an event with a number of media 
folks from around the state. We were all in-
volved in journalism either in newspapers, 
TV, radio or freelance writers and joined to-
gether on this mode of transportation for this 
one night to enjoy a holiday get together. It 
was a cold and dark December night, which 
is how most writers start a suspenseful story - or at l east 
Snoopy does - but the night was typical for December and 
it did lend itself for a good night to see Christmas light s as 
we drove through some of Nashville’s neighborhoods. 

As I sat there gazing out the window into the dark yards  
of unsuspecting Nashvillians, I overheard two of my fellow 
media types talking about how they had noticed that there 
seemed to be less lights this year on individual’s homes.  
After talking about how they themselves had only done 
minimal decorating, they surmised that it was due to the  
current economy and that a lot of people just didn’t feel 
like celebrating this year with yards resembling 
“Whoville.” 

Knowing that I had just finished the past weekend pro-
ceeding to turn our front yard and home into a display of 
flashing lights and holiday gaudiness on a day with w inds 
out of the north that could freeze the tail off of a brass 
monkey, I thought to myself why had I not thought of the 
excuse to blame the economy and kept my lighted reindeer 
in the attic for another year. 

However, I have been a part of the “Gaudy Christmas 
Decoration Society” for years and the economy has never 
really figured into my reasoning for lighting our hillside  
home with lights you could land an airplane with. To un-
derstand the real reason I do it each year, all I have to do  
is reflect back to when I was a child growing up on our ru -
ral countryside farm. I’ve told this story before, but I t hink 
this year it deserves to be told again. You know, with t he 
economy and everything the way it is. 

In the late fifties Christmas lights on doorways and 
houses were something you may have seen in nearby cit-
ies, but not on the farms in our area. Of course, everyone 
placed their lighted live cedar Christmas trees in front  of a 
window or as close as possible so it could be seen from the 
outside, but yard decorations were just not that prevalent 
back then. I remember the visits to town at Christmas 
time and seeing the storefronts full of lights and Chri st-
mas decorations. The homes along Murfreesboro’s Main 
Street were always beautifully decorated with evergreens

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feet to be taken into the outside environment, where 
they wind up in soil. 

Added to all that, there's the non-recyclable or reus-
able packaging of these products – millions of spray 
cans and plastic bottles hitting our landfills each year , 
not to mention the production of chemical ingredients 
and the packaging.  

A recent trend in air fresheners are the 24/7 products 
that spray automatically every X minutes – whether it' s 
needed or not. Based on the chemical cocktail described 
above, I feel these are terrible products that should be 
pulled from the market.  

Something else you should know about air fresheners 
is that we tend to build up a tolerance to them. We get 
used to the smell and start using more to get that same 
olfactory "kick". If you really feel the need to use these 
products, try rotating the fragrances you use regularly.  

The whole air freshener product life-cycle is an envi-
ronmental nightmare.  

Green commercial air fresheners 
Thankfully, some manufacturers are responding to 

consumer concerns regarding the health and environ-
mental issues associated with these products, and com-
mercial "green" air fresheners can be purchased. Still, 
be wary of these products – a common trick companies 
play is to say something along the lines of "contains 
natural pine scent", which it may well do – but what 
about the other ingredients? Check the labels and if the 
label is unclear, contact the company for a complete 
ingredient list. 

Alternatively, you can try to search for the product's 
MSDS online. An MSDS is a Materials Safety Data 
Sheet. These usually contain more information than 
what you'll find listed on a product's packaging and 
may also include toxicological and environmental data.  

Run a search on Google like so: 
product MSDS 
where "product" is the name of the air freshener.  
Armed with that information, you can then also use 

online databases such as Skin Deep to find out the po-
tential effects of the chemicals:

Green home-brewed alternatives 
Here are a few tips for greener ways to help keep your 

home smelling fresh. Of course, be cautious of how you 
use some of these ideas if you have young children or 
pets scurrying around the house. 

- A simple one, but improving air circulation outside 
to inside will do wonders. Open windows when you can. 

- A tablespoon of salt in a half an orange with the 
flesh scooped out. I'm told this is a good one for the toi-
let. 

- One to two teaspoons natural vanilla extract placed 
in small containers around your 
home 

- Potpourri made from lavender, 
roses or whatever scented plants 
and flowers you may have in your 
garden 

- Use baking soda to soak up 
acidic odors; also great for ash 
trays. 

- Baking soda can also be used as 
a spray – one teaspoon dissolved in 
cup of water and then sprayed as a 
fine mist. 

- Use vinegar to neutralize alka-
line odors. Yes, vinegar is a little 
smelly itself to start off with, but 
the initial pong quickly fades.

Earth friendly air freshener tips 
 

I admit it; I was an air freshener abuser – big time. My 
cleaning cupboard had more air freshener varieties than you 
can poke a stick at. But in fooling my nose, I was als o poison-
ing myself and the wider environment. There are certainly 
greener ways to keep nasty smells at bay. 

The majority of air fresheners you buy in the supermarke t 
do not destroy odors, but simply mask them. They create a 
coating on your nasal membranes that fools your brain in to 
thinking that the smell has gone. As for those air freshener s 
that claim to kill bacteria, our bacteria paranoia is l eading us 
to kill good bacteria while creating strains of drug resi stant 
bad bacteria. While anti-bacterial air fresheners have t heir 
place, they should really be limited to hospital environmen ts 
in most cases. 

Air fresheners – chemical cocktails 
Many commercial air fresheners contain a cocktail of toxic  

chemicals that aren't healthy for us or the environment. Some 
of the chemicals you may find: 

- Formaldehyde – known carcinogen 
- Phenol – skin and nervous system irritant 
- Petroleum distillates such as butane and propane 
- Methylformamide – organ system toxicity, cancer, develop-

mental/reproductive toxicity 
- Butanoic acid – neurotoxicity, endocrine disruption, org an 

system toxicity 
- Nitro- and polycyclic musks – linked to cancer, hormon e 

disruption 
...and the list goes on. 
I've read that up to 3,000 synthetic chemical ingredient s are 

used by the air freshener industry. 
One of the other problems of these air fresheners is that 

these toxic chemicals accumulate in carpet over time, whic h is 
particularly of concern to parents with young children. Bei ng 
rather sticky, the chemicals also wind up on our shoes an d

County farmer and philanthropist 
continue to be realized at North-
east State Community College 
where the first scholarship estab-
lished in his name was awarded 
this fall.

Active in Future Farmers of America as a high school stud ent, 
Wilson raises and trains American quarter horses at he r family’s 
Triple W Farms. She credits her parents with providing h er with 
the learning tools she needed in high school to make informed  
decisions about going to college. 

Wilson’s talents on a horse include roping a steer, riding barrel 
races, and competing in the Ashe County, N.C., horse sh ow cir-

cuit. She also gives horseback rid-
ing lessons to children and adults 
which fueled her desire to major in 
education. Wilson said teaching the 
art of riding a horse came easier to 
some of her students than others. 
“Teaching a five-year-old to ride a 
horse is so much easier than teach-
ing an adult,” she said. “Like the 
old saying goes, if you pursue 
something you love you’ll never 
work a day in your life.”  
Boyd S. Ray grew up and resided 
in Johnson County for most of his 
life. His rather adventurous adult-
hood included careers as a pilot, 
farmer, author, cattleman, busi-
ness leader, World War II veteran, 

philanthropist, and actor.   
He was charter President of the Mountain City 

Junior Chamber of Commerce, president of the 
Johnson County Farm Bureau, member of the board 
of directors of Tri-State Growers and the Mountain 
Breeders Association. Ray endowed a scholarship to 
Northeast State shortly before his death in Decem-
ber of 2005. 

The Northeast State Foundation offers more than 
80 scholarship opportunities. The deadline is March 
1 to apply for scholarships awarded for the 2010-
2011 academic year. 

 “The best thing anyone can do is go look and apply 
for financial aid and be a better student,” said Wil-
son. “There is no excuse to say I can’t.” 

The Tennessee Department of Health has determined that 
health providers in the state received 11,210 doses of H1N 1 flu 
vaccine now impacted by a voluntary, non-safety related reca ll. 
Sanofi Pasteur, Inc., is recalling four lots of H1N1 vac cine in 0.25 
ml pre-filled syringes designed for use in children ages 6  to 35 
months. These lots passed all tests for potency and purit y when 
they were distributed, but routine follow-up tests after di stribu-
tion found that levels of antigen, the active ingredient, wer e 
slightly lower than the level specified on the label. The recall is 
not related to any safety or effectiveness concerns.  

Tennessee received only 1.4 percent of the Sanofi vaccine im-
pacted by the recall, and these doses represent only 0.6  percent 
of all H1N1 flu vaccine distributed in Tennessee. 

“Tennessee health providers who registered to of-
fer H1N1 vaccine have been informed about the re-
call, and know they are to set aside any doses they 
received from the recalled lots,” said Health Com-
missioner Susan R. Cooper, MSN, RN. “There are 
other vaccine products available for use for young 
children, so we don’t anticipate a significant impact 
on supply of vaccine for that age group.” 

The lot numbers of vaccine included in the recall 
are:  UT023DA, UT028DA, UT028CB and 
UT030CA. Some 800,000 doses of H1N1 vaccine are 
included in these lots. The Department of Health is 
working with the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention to inform providers who received affected 
lots on instructions from Sanofi Pasteur for return-
ing unused doses to the company. 

No action is required by parents with children be-
tween the ages of 6 to 35 months who may have re-
ceived H1N1 flu vaccine in the form of a pre-filled 
syringe from Sanofi Pasteur. The doses are consid-
ered safe and effective; revaccination is not recom-
mended. Parents with questions may contact their 
child’s health provider, or call the Tennessee Flu 
Information line toll-free at 1-877-252-3432.

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Dry And Chilly For Your Travels . . .After an 

action-packed several days worth of heavy snow, 
we'll get a chance to catch our breath before our 
next big storm. If your travel plans happen to fall 
on Tuesday or Wednesday, you picked a great time 
to get to grandmother's house.

Major Christmas Storm . . .Our major Christ-
mas storm will deliver showers (rain, not snow this 
go around) by Christmas Eve afternoon.

“You have options, and after speaking to the budget commit-
tee, I’m here to offer suggestions.” 

After a lengthy discussion, the board voted to approve a 
resolution, prepared by the bond company, which would pro-
vide County Mayor Dick Grayson and the bond company per-
mission to move the jail bonds to a pure fixed rate bond issue,  
with a target of 4 percent interest or less.

At the suggestion of Commissioner Ronnie Perkins, and af-
ter approval by the board, County Attorney Bill Cockett will  
research county policy to see if department heads could be 
allowed to give employees and extra two personal days each 
year. 

“They didn’t get a bonus or raise,” said Perkins. “We need  to 
come up with some way to show them how much they are ap-
preciated.”

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Court gets lost to the public mind. Tennessee is divided 
into 31 judicial districts. District 1 includes Johns on, 
Carter, Unicoi and Washington Counties.  There are sev-
eral 'Circuit Court' and 'Criminal Circuit Court' judg es for 
the district and one 'Chancellor', G. Richard Johnson. 
Chancellor Johnson is based in Jonesborough and, like his 
counterparts in the other courts, appears at all the coun -
ties in the district on a rotating basis according to need. In 
other words, he moves around a 'circuit', a fact from wh ich 
the titles come. He is generally in Johnson County about 
three days a month. The court over which he presides here 
and at other facilities throughout the district is the 
'Chancery Court' of the district.  

Much of the time, an individual will have little or no di -
rect contact with Chancellor Johnson because of the 
unique nature of the Clerk and Master’s office. In the 
chancery court system, much of the work consists of vital 
clerical duties, keeping the records and documents of the 
court in a way that maintains the integrity of the court' s 
actions and history as well as the publics' trust in t he af-
fairs of the court and the entire legal system. In this, t he 
clerk's function is almost identical to the Clerk of Circu it 
Court who is also located in the court house and, in some 
ways, may have an even heavier burden.  

However, in addition to her 'clerk's' duties, Linda More-
field, when acting as 'Master' in chancery court, perfor ms 
many functions similar to those carried out by certain 
judges. She will grant letters of administration, appoint 
administrators and executors for estates, determine allow-
ances to surviving spouses, preside over the assignment of 
homestead and a host of other functions having to do with 
the issues reserved to the chancery court. All actions ar e 
subject to review by the chancellor but a large group of 
'judicial' functions are hers to implement. That is what  
makes the difference in the office and underlies the title 
Clerk and Master. Each of the counties in a district ha s a 
Clerk and Master. Some districts have more than one 
chancellor (and there is at least one case in which a coupl e 
of districts share a chancellor).  

The office is supported by fees charged for the various 
services rendered rather than by taxpayer funds. Each 
month, any money beyond expenses is turned over to the 
county and the books and transactions of the office are 
audited a minimum of three times a year.  Of course the 
county undergoes its own set of audits. In addition, a se t of 
daily and monthly reports are generated, maintained and 
are open to inspection by those authorized to do so.  

A prime concern of the office, as in the offices of all the 
other courts, is the protection of the privacy and mainte-
nance of the rights of those involved in actions under the 
supervision of that office so it's not possible to examine any 
of the office's activities in detail. However, we were able to  
take a look at the physical layout during a tour of her of-
fice a few days ago. She pointed out over six dozen probate 
files, at least one of which goes back several years. What -
ever contention, disputes, disagreements, findings and 
other facts are involved in this case, they are all neatly 
maintained and cataloged in that now bulging folder. No t 
only is the complete paper trail in the file waiting for 
whatever the next step may be, but many of those docu-
ments represent a significant number of hours of 'Master’s'  
work in addition to the clerical effort. Further along wer e a 
couple of hundred active files of other types and row upon  
row of completed actions forming a record going back over 
the years to the time Johnson County was first formed. 
Whether many of us have known what the Clerk and Mas-
ter’s office was doing all those years or not, each one has , 
in turn since 1836, contributed to establishing and mai n-
taining the chancery records which serve us.
