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Assessor of Property

Every property owner in the town and county reads
their newest tax bill intently. Nothing about the func-
tioning of government catches the average citizen's
attention quite as much as getting this small notice
in the malil.

Today, Nuts and Bolts is going to look at what could
be called the ‘foundation' of that little document.
While the Assessor of Property's office has no direct
connection with the actual bill or its amount, their
inventory process, carried out over a five-year cycle,
determines the property value upon which the other
factors in the process act in order to set our taxes.

The office itself is located at 210 College Street and
is headed by B. C. Stout, who was elected to the posi-
tion in 2008 after having been deputy under Clarence
Howard from 1992 until Howard's death in 2007. As-
sisting him is Mathew Lewis, deputy assessor, Linda
Simcox, managing computer data and Jayne Pardue,
providing administrative and secretarial support.

Before discussing the staff's duties, we're going to
take a short detour through the mechanism of raising
the dollars it takes to operate the county and town
functions. This is pretty basic and some may want to
skip over the next couple of paragraphs; however we
sometimes forget or overlook simple but important
points in the procedure.

In this process, the public, sometimes directly, but
mainly through town and county representatives,
first decides what its upcoming needs will be and how
much they'll cost. We're not going through any of
that decision making or budgeting part today. For
now, it's sufficient to point out that if “somebody”
wants it then “somebody” is going to have to pay for
it. The dollar cost of paying for all those locally
funded needs, whether discretionary or mandated,
when divided up among the total value of all the
county or town property results in a tax rate. That
rate, applied to the value of the individual properties
yields the charge on the owner's tax bill.
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county or town and 2) for any given overall cost, it's t he total
value of all the property in the county or town that determi nes

what the 'rate’ will be. Given the same 'needs," if value s double,
then the rate will decrease by half, resulting in the same overall
income and an identical individual bill. Conversely, if the total

value goes down, the rate must go up proportionately, but the
individual tax bill will still be exactly the same. It is total needs
and total value that determines the overall tax burden an  d, ul-
timately, the individual bill (it's possible that some of the
money needed for the budget will come from outside — 'non local'
— sources in the form of grants or contributions from other  pri-
vate or government sources but none of that has any effect on
the functions of the assessor's office).

Getting back to the Assessor of Property, it's the job of t hat
office to insure that the individual values are fair an  d accu-
rately reflect current economic conditions in the area. In other
words, the assessor doesn't decide what the value of proper ty
should be, but rather what the value of property currently is.
To do this, the local office follows a five-year state desig ned re-
appraisal plan.

Under that plan, commencing in the year that the new reap -
praisal comes out, the assessors begin a four-year cycle in
which, every quarter, approximately 900 parcels of proper ty

It's important to remember that: 1) the total will be physically examined. Each quarter, the assessor  or his

Economic development director leaving Johnson Count y

Tom Anderson, who has worked as direc-
tor of economic development for the Johnson
County Economic Development partnership
for the past two years, will be leaving in
January to take up a new position in Carter
County. Last month, the Carter County To-
morrow economic development organization
voted to accept Anderson as its new presi-
dent and chief operating officer.

The search committee for Carter County
Tomorrow advertised in local newspapers
and professional journals and Anderson says
he applied for the job in late summer.

decided in July to leave Carter County and return to the

“I
understand Hurst made his decision
in order to be close to his elderly
mother.”

Anderson was the only person inter-
viewed for the job.

“This is a positive move for me,” he
said. “It will be a two-year contract
and I'll be able to focus completely on
economic development.”

Anderson went to high school in Mis-
sissippi and received his bachelor’s

= degree in business administration
from the University of Southern Mississippi.
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deputy will travel a route covering specific tax maps de-
termined by the state assessor's office. All along that
route, the assessor will compare what he sees on the
ground to what is shown on the map and tax cards he has
with him. Added structures, missing structures, land
changes, obvious boundary changes and any other altera-
tions will be examined and become the basis for changes
in valuation. By keeping to this schedule, all 14,000 pl us
properties in the county will be examined and updated by
the end of the four years.

In the fifth year, the state of Tennessee will send a re-
appraisal team (which may be as small as one member
here in Johnson County) to do exactly the same thing.
The only difference being that all 14,000 properties will
be examined in that single year. These two functions
taken together make up the five year reappraisal plan
spoken about earlier.

Throughout this entire period, the actual sales prices of
properties are recorded both locally and by the state and
the difference, if any, is calculated. Ideally, at the very
beginning of the cycle, the assessors from the state and
the county will have obtained sufficient actual arms-
length sales data to precisely assess the actual market
value of each property at that particular time. Life being
what it is, that may not be possible with absolute preci -
sion but it's still their aim and it's their duty to c ome as
close as humanly possible. As the cycle continues, there is
an ongoing creep in discrepancy between the assessed
value and the actual prices being paid on the open mar-
ket. Right now, it's believed by the state that properties
here in the county are assessed at about 73% of what they
will actually bring in a fair, non-forced sale. The local re-
cords at the county assessor's office seem to bear that out
fairly well. Overall, according to Stout, the prices bei ng
paid for property look to be around a third above the
number on the property card for that particular piece as
recorded at the last reappraisal completed in 2006 so the
state and county offices agree very closely.

That forms a beginning to the 'accuracy' part of the as-
sessor's duties. Using this procedure, prices start out at
‘real market' and slowly drift off over five years and then
are brought back to real market again so that they are
never off more than one five-year cycle. That may not
seem ideal but it would be obviously impossible to update
everything, everywhere in the county each day, week,
month, or at the time of every sale, so this is a useful way
of maintaining a practical level of accuracy.

That accuracy is then
considerably enhanced
in a couple of ways.
The quarterly tours
and the resulting ad-
justments combine to
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the assessor's office makes a weekly trip to obtain copies of
all deeds, on a monthly basis obtains all final electric  al con-
nection filings and also checks for new sewer connection
notices. Through these added steps, assessment visits are
made possible for new construction or lots with the result
that these new properties also come into the process more
quickly.

Accuracy is one thing, fairness is another. All propert vy
owners, not unreasonably, want to feel that their property
is assessed at a price comparable to the others being taxed .
If '‘taxpayer A' views his property as being of the same v alue
as that of 'taxpayer B' then he wants to see the same tax
bill, not one significantly higher (frankly, 'taxpaye r A' may
be a little more broad-minded if his bill seems compara-
tively lower but that's not a concern of ours here). Perceiv ed
fairness is hugely important in the overall process.

Much of that fairness is built in to the experience and
training of the assessors as well as into the redundancy of
the county/state reappraisal tours which forces two entire |y
different offices to come to agreement on value. However,
there is a recognition that errors or oversights can occur in
the best of systems and a final layer of review is builti nto
the reappraisal plan to eliminate any remaining sense of
‘wrongness'. Each year in the spring, the County Equaliza -
tion Board meets for five days during the first week of June.
Any property owner who has seen a change in their bill be-
cause of an assessment can come before the board and ex-
plain why they believe the amount to be incorrect or inap-
propriate.

The board is currently composed of Selmer Potter, Jack
Greer, Doris Rupard, Bob Graybeal and Darrell Brinkley.

In their review they have much broader discretion than the
assessor and can take into consideration factors that the
assessor can't. That doesn't mean the board is going to
agree with the taxpayer in all cases. It does provide a
means to sit down, discuss points of difference and know
that an independent group has reviewed all the facts and
attempted to insure fairness. If there is a legitimate need to
change, the board is as willing to agree with the taxpayer
as to disagree.

So the aim of the assessor's office is maintaining an inven -
tory of property which is current — practically speaking -
accurate in its amounts and fair when comparing any of  the
many properties to any one of the others. The public and
their elected and appointed representatives then use that
information to create tax responsibilities and divide up pay -
ment for the services provided in the budget as equitablya s
possible.

Thanks to a French news source of AFP, | have now seen
some information that sort of backs the theory that even
dogs and cats have some fairly large carbony footprints a s
well. In a story entitled, “Polluting Pets: The Devastatin g
Impact of Man’s Best Friend,” Isabelle Toussaint and Ju  r-
gen Hecker discuss some interesting results that a coup le
in New Zealand have discovered in analyzing popular
brands of pet food eaten by medium size dogs and the car-
bon footprint required to feed the animals.

The article reports that Robert and Brenda Vale, who are
specialists in sustainable living at Victoria Univers ity of
Wellington, have determined that a medium size dog has
an annual footprint of land requirement around 2.07 acres
to provide its food. The article went on to say for a 4X4
driving 6,200 miles, its land requirement, including th e
energy to build the car, is twice as less as that for dogs.

Cats,

hamsters, and even

goldfish have carbon

footprints that add to

environment woes says

the Vales. I'm still try-

with the carbon footprint messing up the environment.

For years we have had agriculture accused of environ-
mental problems, but now out of France, farms are taking
the back seat in being the bad guy in the news and dogs
are being seen as dangerous polluters in the recent article
from AFP.

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Kangaroos don't fart

Some scientists believe that kangaroos may hold answers
to helping address global warming.

I've spent quite a bit of time around kangaroos; plenty of
them live in our area, and | had the pleasure of working wi  th
them for a while during my early teens in a wildlife park

I can honestly say I've never heard or copped a whiff of a
single fart from a roo.

I've never seen a kangaroo look embarrassed about or blame
an awful smell in their vicinity on a dog. I've not born e wit-
ness to even a single, highly controlled, silent-but-deadly  fart.
Nada on the farts. Nothing. Not even belching. Even our dog s
belch (and fart). It smells bad out either end. They are ver y
sneaky in their approach, too...always quiet, always let  hal.

It's been my
belief up until
today that
kangaroos
were just in-
credibly  well
mannered and
waited for me
to leave the
area before
breaking wind
- but it
seems they are truly fartless.

I've also spent time around cattle, and can't say the same
for them. There's nothing quite like working in an older, her -
ringbone style milking shed for fully appreciating just h ow
much gas (and other stuff) they exude. Sometimes the wind
coming from their rear end is strong enough to ruffle your
hair. Anyone who's worked a herringbone milking shed will
be nodding vigorously right now, knowing exactly what |
mean.

Most animals fart; kangaroos simply don't. Makes for a n
amazing piece of dinner party conversation, eh? | was fasc i-
nated by this and just had to investigate further.

Our local kangaroos — not just being polite
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A substantial component of a fart is methane. Meth-
ane is a greenhouse gas and molecule for molecule can
trap 25 times more atmospheric heat than carbon diox-
ide.

Eighteen percent of the world's greenhouse gas emis-
sions as measured in carbon dioxide equivalent are at-
tributable to livestock, according to the United Nations
Food and Agriculture Organization. In Australia, live-
stock burp/fart/poo methane emissions, more politely
known as "enteric fermentation", account for 50 percent
of our anthropogenic (human related) methane emis-
sions.

The average cow, depending on feed, can generate
anywhere from 100 to 500 litres of methane a day.
That's out both ends and doesn't include methane that
is created as bacteria work on their manure.

Back to Skippy, our intrepid non-farting kangaroo...

Kangaroos and cows have similar diets. So, what's
different about kangaroos that prevents them from
farting? It's down to the different bacteria that exist in
the roo's stomach.

In cows and other cud-chewing livestock, feed fer-
menting in the stomach creates hydrogen, which can
prevent the fermentation and digestion from proceed-
ing. In the case of these animals, nature gets around it
by employing the use of bacteria, which then create
methane. In kangaroos, the bacteria instead create ace-
tate, which aids digestion.

For a few years now, scientists have been working on
isolating these bacteria in the hope of introducing them
to cattle. Aside from the methane reduction, they also
believe by achieving this, livestock could gain 10 to 15
percent more energy from the same amount of feed.

It's interesting stuff, but | can't help thinking tha t
cows have a particular bacteria for a reason. I'm also
envisioning some sort of Frankencow as a result of
these tweaks.

Maybe it would be just as easy for us to reduce our
meat consumption? I'm no vegetarian, but | have been
thinking about this a lot of late and taken some steps to
cut down on the amount of red meat | eat.

But really, | just posted this item so | could use the
word "fart" regularly (giggles).
