Land of Sky receives EPA grant to com-
bat greenhouse gases

The U.S. Environmental Pro-
tection Agency (EPA) an-
nounced today that Land of Sky
Region Council in Asheville,
North Carolina is among 20
U.S. communities, including
two Indian Tribes, to receive
$7.8 million in grants for pro-
jects that will reduce green-
house gases (GHG). The funds
will help Climate Showcase
Communities increase energy
efficiency, saving consumers

money and reducing harmful greenhouse gas emis-
sions.

“This is a great opportunity for Land of Sky Re-
gional Council to work with EPA to develop innova-
tive strategies to reduce Greenhouse Gases in
Asheville and Buncombe County,” said Russell
Wright, EPA Assistant Regional Administra-
tor. “Our combined efforts will help to cut energy
bills for schools and businesses in the local commu-
nity”.

Land-of-Sky Regional Council Climate Showcase
Grant will fund the Reading, Riding and Retrofit
project that will support environmental sustainabil-
ity in public schools throughout Buncombe County,
North Carolina. The project will create energy effi-
cient school building retrofits, transportation sys-
tem enhancements, recycling improvements and
volunteer “Green Teams” to support the schools.

The Climate Showcase Grant will directly support
the annual reduction of Green House Gas emissions
by an estimated 1,129 tons. Land-of-Sky Regional
Council will partner with Buncombe County and
City of Asheville school officials and other partners
to lay the ground work for long term potential re-
duction of Green House Gas emissions by more
than 11,000 tons annually.

Preliminary calculations by the grant applicants
estimate that by 2012 the projects will reduce about
135,000 metric tons of greenhouse gas emissions
annually—equivalent to the emissions from 25,000
passenger vehicles or 12,000 homes and save more
than $4.5 million per year in energy costs. Several
projects are expected to create or maintain jobs and
provide green job training.

Projects will target every aspects of a commu-
nity’s carbon footprint, from increasing energy effi-
ciency in homes and businesses, to helping resi-
dents save fuel by decreasing the number of miles
they drive.
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EPA Strengthens Air Quality Standard for

Nitrogen Dioxide

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency recently an-
nounced a new national air quality standard for nitrogen
dioxide (NO2). This new one-hour standard will protect
millions of Americans from peak short-term exposures,
which primarily occur near major roads. Short-term expo-
sures to NO2 have been linked to impaired lung function
and increased respiratory infections, especially in people
with asthma.

“This new one-hour standard is designed to protect the
air we breathe and reduce health threats for millions of
Americans. For the first time ever, we are working to pre-
vent short-term exposures in high risk NO2 zones like ur-
ban communities and areas near roadways,” said EPA Ad-
ministrator Lisa P. Jackson. “Improving air quality is a
top priority for this EPA. We’re moving into the clean,
sustainable economy of the 21st century, defined by ex-
panded innovation, stronger pollution standards and
healthier communities.”

The agency set the new one-hour standard for NO2 at a
level of 100 parts per billion (ppb). EPA also is retaining
the existing annual average standard of 53 ppb. NO2 is
formed from vehicle, power plant and other industrial
emissions, and contributes to the formation of fine particle
pollution and smog. Earlier last month, EPA proposed to
tighten the nation’s smog standards to protect the health
of all Americans, especially children.

EPA is establishing new monitoring requirements in ur-
ban areas that will measure NO2 levels around major
roads and across the community. Monitors must be located
near roadways in cities with at least 500,000 residents.
Larger cities and areas with major roadways will have ad-
ditional monitors. Community-wide monitoring will con-
tinue in cities with at least 1 million residents.

Working with the states, EPA will site at least 40 moni-
tors in locations to help protect communities that are sus-
ceptible and vulnerable to elevated levels of NO2.

The new standard will help protect Americans from NO2
exposures linked to respiratory illnesses that lead to emer-
gency room visits and hospital admissions, particularly in
at-risk populations such as children, the elderly, and asth-
matics.

EPA expects to identify or designate areas not meeting
the new standard, based on the existing community-wide
monitoring network, by January 2012. New monitors
must begin operating no later than January 1,
2013. When three years of air quality data are available
from the new monitoring network, EPA intends to redesig-
nate areas as appropriate.

Family Spring Break Travel: Stay Healthy and Safe

Say good-bye to winter blues by taking a family vacation
during spring break. Ensure the success of your trip—
whether you're going to a beach resort, theme park, or ski
mountain—Dby planning a healthy and safe holiday.

Vaccination before vacation

Before going abroad, find out about important vaccines
you and your family should have and any health concerns
associated with your destination. Contact your local health
department or a travel medicine specialist for specifics.

Remember it's still flu season. Vaccines are the most im-
portant tool we have for preventing the flu. Talk to your
doctor about getting a seasonal flu vaccination and a vacci-
nation against the 2009 HIN1 virus before you travel. In-
formation is available at www.flu.gov.

Travel health insurance

Consider purchasing health insurance if you're traveling
outside the United States, because your regular carrier
may not cover expenses. Coverage for emergency medical
evacuation can be useful. For safety concerns, review the
U.S. Department of State's website www.travel.state.gov.
It assists travelers in gauging the political climate of possi-
bly unstable countries.

You are what you eat. In developing countries, eat foods
that have been fully cooked and served hot. Avoid eating
fresh vegetables and fruits, unless you can peel them your-
self. Unpasteurized dairy products are a big gamble, par-
ticularly if you are traveling with infants. If your baby is
bottle-fed, carry powdered baby formula and use purified,
bottled water with intact seals. And, because a "hungry
kid is a cranky kid," bring sensible snacks for long air-
plane rides or car drives.

Buckle up

On a road trip, everyone needs to be buckled in securely.
Child safety seats reduce the risk of death in passenger
cars by 71% for infants and by 54% for toddlers ages 1 to 4
years. Seats should fit body size and be installed properly.

Remember the basics of safe driving:

* Keep your speed below the speed limit.

* Stay alert.

* Avoid distractions like talking on the phone or texting.

* Avoid drinking and driving.

* Avoid venturing into dangerous areas.

Families that play together, stay together

Families should develop their own system for staying
together, particularly if they are going into theme parks
and other crowded areas. Parents can determine a com-
fortable level of independence based on the age and matur-
ity of each child, but everyone should know what to do if
separated from the group. Caution your children about
talking to strangers.

Active vacations

Active vacations depend on reliable outfitters for success.
While you are making reservations, determine if activities
are appropriate to the ages and abilities of your children.
Ask if guides have experience in working with children of
those ages. Make sure their equipment is well-maintained
and meets safety standards. If you rent bikes or roller-
blades, insist on helmets and pads.

Child care

If you are staying at a resort with children's programs,
find out about the staff's training and what health and
safety measures are in place. Ask if activities are designed
to fit the skills of your child.

of the courthouse, space was added to the register's office
so that the recorded instruments are more easily available
and visitors needing access to them have better work
spaces in which to do their research.

The specific records contained in the volumes on the
shelves and racks include deeds, deeds of trust
(mortgages), financing (UCC) statements, assignments,
plats (technical drawings of properties done by a surveyor),
court decrees, leases, liens, releases and others.

Getting that material into electronic files is a time con-
suming task. So far, the records back to 2002 are com-
pleted and can be viewed electronically. Hartley is working
on getting all of the records back to 1966 into electronic
form before planning the next group to be worked on. As
the records go back in time, they become more and more
difficult to introduce into a computerized form. Presently,
all documents are computer generated or scanned into
electronic files as they arrive. Back of those are the many
years of records produced on electric or manual typewrit-
ers which are often not as clear, and then there are dec-
ades of very old documents handwritten in various levels
of legibility. The aging of the paper and ink also contrib-
ute to the difficulty of reading them.

Before the electronic entry of any of the items stored in
the registry can begin, the register must make certain that
the requirements for the acceptance of each type of docu-
ment have been satisfied. Each of the different classes of
recorded forms have specific prerequisites set down by the
state, which need to be met in order to assure clarity and
uniformity among the registry offices throughout Tennes-
see. The result is that the simple physical requirements of
data entry and maintenance use up a substantial amount
of time between Hartley and her deputy.

The register's office also involves some important reve-
nue functions. There are a number of statutory fees made
as a result of the office's duties, as well as the collection of
two of the state's taxes: the transfer tax and the
"mortgage tax", which is actually a tax on the recording of
documents which show an indebtedness by one party to
another. Currently, the state transfer tax is 37 cents on
each hundred dollars of value transferred and the
"mortgage tax" is 11.5 cents on each hundred dollars of
indebtedness over $2,000.

There are a large number of special rules and exceptions
that apply to the collection of these taxes, and the register
needs to be knowledgeable in each of them in order to
fairly apply them to any particular transaction. Beyond
that, the register has to be knowledgeable concerning
those legally required statements on any instruments
showing a transfer of property, describing certain interests
in real estate or on any instrument of indebtedness. Each
of these areas of documentation has built up a number of
specific requirements over the years, and the public ex-
pects to be able to come to the register of deed's office with
confidence that the register will treat those documents
with the expertise required. It's true that many of the reg-

The funded communities are showing their commitment
to combat climate change by contributing more than $5.6
million in matching or leveraged funds and committing to
sharing lessons learned. Grantees selected for the Climate
Showcase funds were also required to show their ability to
achieve ongoing GHG reductions as well as to track, meas-
ure, and show progress toward their goals.

EPA will monitor the progress of grant recipients and
will post quarterly updates about each recipient online. An
additional $2.2 million is still under review and is expected
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ister's "clients" are attorneys, surveyors and brokers, each
familiar with some portion of the process, and many people
will encounter the office's services only through an attor-
ney or closing agent who carries the documentation to the
register for them. However, the register serves the entire
public of the county and is open to anyone with an issue
covered by that office. You will not be able to obtain legal
advice from the register, as the register is not a lawyer (or
even required to be a notary), nor will the register get in-
volved in any other service provided by, and governed
through, other professions, but the personnel there will
answer all questions within their area of responsibility
and refer you to the professions covering your needs if pos-
sible.

As a result of the receipt of fees and taxes, the register
also has "revenue" issues to deal with. Here in Johnson
County, the register turns over all fees and receipts to the
county on a monthly basis, reconciling the office books and
essentially "beginning again at zero" each month. The fees
are remitted to the trustee and become part of the county
general fund. They can then be used for any proper county
purpose through the normal county appropriations proc-
ess. One of those uses, of course, is to fund the require-
ments of the register's office.

Rounding out the requirements of the office are proper
office management practices. This area has become in-
creasingly complex in the last few years, and one of Hart-
ley's duties is to remain current on the county's personnel
practices, as well as both state and federal laws governing
employment. Beyond that, there are increasingly complex
issues involving personal and county liability, conflicts of
interest, ethics and the disclosure laws applicable the her
office.

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stick to the surface, and the classic example is the sunny-
side-up eggs that slide right out of the pan.

Now, about 70 percent of cookware sold in the U.S. con-
tains a non-stick coating ... and most Americans test posi-
tive for PFOA in their blood.

Aside from potentially harming your thyroid, these nasty
chemicals have also been linked to lower birth weights
among newborns, and the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) revealed that PFOA “poses developmental
and reproductive risks to humans” -- an extreme under-
statement.

PFOA was linked to a 60 percent to 154 percent increase
in the chance of infertility!

Further, in animal studies PFOA has been associated
with:

* "Significant increases in treatment related deaths" in
rat offspring at doses that did not affect the mothers

* Serious changes in the weight of various organs, in-
cluding the brain, prostate, liver, thymus, and kidneys

* The deaths of a significant number of rat pups of moth-
ers that had been exposed to PFOA

* Damage to the pituitary at all doses in female rat off-
spring (The pituitary secretes hormones that regulate
growth, reproduction, and many metabolic processes.
Change in pituitary size is associated with toxicity)

PFOA has even been associated with tumors in at least
four different organs in animal tests, and has been associ-
ated with increases in prostate cancer in PFOA plant
workers. The EPA has also ruled PFCs as “likely carcino-
gens.”

In cooperation with
the National Toxicology Program, FDA’s National Center
for Toxicological Research is carrying out in-depth studies
to answer key questions and clarify uncertainties about
the risks of BPA.”

BPA (there were 10 or so agencies in the last few years
alone) and confirmed the safety of it. The FDA didn’t find
any health risks, which is consistent with these agencies.

“They stated that there is ’some concern,” and what they
meant by that is that these are areas where additional
resources are needed, where there are data gaps, where
there’s more research needed.”

However, many consumer groups are concerned about
the health risks of BPA. In fact, a new Minnesota law that
began in January banned the presence of the chemical in
food and beverage containers targeted for children under
3-years-old, such as plastic baby bottles. Four other states
are considering similar legislation.

But the jury is still out on BPA’s true affects. According
to the FDA, “Overall, the current literature cannot yet be
fully interpreted for biological or experimental consistency
or for relevance to human health.”

Wow again.

I watched as it burned, black smoke billowing up far past
the top ‘layer’ of roadway.

5. Coconuts and Coconut Oil

Besides being excellent for your thyroid and your me-
tabolism, coconut oil is rich in lauric acid, which converts
in your body to monolaurin. Monolaurin is the actual com-
pound found in breast milk that strengthens a baby’s im-
munity.

A great deal of research has been done establishing the
ability of lauric acid to enhance immunity. This medium-
chain fatty acid (MCFA) actually disrupts the lipid mem-
branes of offending organisms.

When selecting coconuts and coconut oil, make sure you
choose organic ones that are unrefined, unbleached, made
without heat processing or chemicals, and are non-GMO.

6. Locally Grown Organic Vegetables Appropriate for
Your Nutritional Type

When it comes to fighting off pathogens, you simply can’t
do any better than eating a variety of fresh, organic and
preferably raw vegetables for the vitamins, minerals, anti-
oxidants and enzymes they contain. However, the amount
and type of vegetables you should eat daily will depend on
your nutritional type.

Make sure the veggies you choose are fresh. The nutrient
value drops to practically zero once a fruit or vegetable is
canned. For example, take a look at the ORAC value of
peaches.

ORAC Values

ORAC stands for Oxygen Radical Absorbance Capacity,
and an ORAC unit or ORAC “score” is a standardized
method of measuring the antioxidant capacity of different
foods and supplements. The higher the ORAC score, the
more effective a food is at neutralizing free radicals. The
less free radicals you have, the healthier you will be.

Back to peaches.

A raw, fresh peach has an ORAC score of 1,814. A can of
peaches in heavy syrup has an ORAC score of 436, mean-
ing that more than 75 percent of the antioxidants are lost
in the canning process.

You can check the ORAC score for many different things
at www.oracvalues.com. The higher the score, the better.
Please be aware, though, that the total antioxidant capac-
ity of a food alone does not determine its health benefit,
which depends on how it is absorbed and utilized by your
body. ORAC score is a useful guide, but it is only part of
the picture.

7. Blueberries and Raspberries

Blueberries and raspberries rate very high in antioxidant
capacity (ORAC of 6,520), compared to other fruits and
vegetables. Wild blueberries in particular are potent im-
mune boosters. They contain powerful phytochemicals,
such as anthocyanin, which is the pigment that gives blue-
berries their color. And they are lower in sugar than many
other fruits.

8. Mushrooms

Mushrooms strengthen your immune system because
they are rich in protein, fiber, vitamin C, B vitamins, cal-
cium and other minerals, and even vitamin D -- one of the
only foods that can provide you with this essential immune
strengthener.

Mushrooms make up a large part of the fabric of the
earth. According to Paul Stamets, one of the world’s lead-
ing authorities on the health benefits of mushrooms, one
cubic inch of soil can contain eight miles of mycelium.[ii]

Mushrooms also contain powerful compounds called beta
glucans, which have been long known for their immune
enhancing properties.

As foods go, chlorella is nearly perfect.

10. Propolis

Propolis is a bee resin and one of the most broad-
spectrum antimicrobial compounds in the world, if not the
broadest spectrum, according to master herbalist Donnie
Yance. Propolis is also the richest source of caffeic acid and
apigenin, two very important phenolic compounds that aid
in immune response.

11. Teas

The two best types of tea for fending off microinvaders
are Matcha green tea and tulsi tea.

Green Tea and Matcha

Matcha is the most nutrient-rich green tea and comes in
the form of a stone-ground powder, completely unfer-
mented. The best Matcha comes from Japan and has up to
seventeen times the antioxidants of wild blueberries, and
seven times more than dark chocolate.

Green teas are rich in polyphenols, in the form of natural
chemicals called catechins. The most powerful catechin in
tea is epigallocatechin (EGCG), which was found in one
study to be 25 to 100 times more potent than antioxidant
vitamins C and E. And Matcha is more than 100 times as
potent in EGCG as regular brewed green tea.

12. Herbs and Spices

Herbs and spices are at the top of the list of high ORAC
value foods on planet Earth[v] . There are simply too many
good ones to summarize here! So I will simply highlight a
few that deserve special mention.

Garlic

Garlic, although not at the top of the ORAC chart
(5,346), is incredibly beneficial to your immune system
because it offers a triple-whammy: it’s antibacterial, anti-
viral and anti-fungal. You should be eating garlic every
day. One of the best things about garlic is that bacteria,
viruses, and yeast build up no resistance to it, unlike with
synthetic antibiotics.

For optimal benefits, garlic should be fresh since the ac-
tive ingredient is destroyed within one hour of smashing
the garlic cloves. In other words, garlic capsules are basi-
cally useless.

Garlic contains allicin, a chemical that is anticarcino-
genic. It also has been shown to lower LDL, lower total
cholesterol, lower blood pressure, reduce your risk of blood
clots and stroke, lower homocysteine, and even prevent
insect bites -- including mosquitoes and ticks.

Herbs and Spice and Everything Nice

Immunity from common infections involves not only pre-
venting pathogens from taking hold, but also moderating
your immune response to invading pathogens.

Complications arise when you experience an over-
response to the infection, which is why HIN1 is taking its
toll on healthy young adults.

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One wonderful thing about plants (and herbs especially)
is that they don’t all stimulate your immune system—
some modulate it, or act as a buffer.

Here are some of the best herbs and spices for building a
strong immune system that functions correctly:

* Honeysuckle and chrysanthemum: good antivirals

* Artemisia: antimalarial

* Andrographis, aka “King of Bitters”: antiviral, and
helps modulate inflammatory response[vii]

* Licorice: buffers the inflammatory response by increas-
ing steroid output by the adrenal glands; a good buffer if
your immune system is over responding to the flu.

* Turmeric: ORAC score of 159,277; general immune sys-
tem booster due to its high antioxidant capacity, and an
anticancer agent as well; turmeric is 5 to 8 times stronger
than vitamins C and E, and even strong enough to scav-
enge the hydroxyl radical, which is considered by some to
be the most reactive of all oxidants

* Black Pepper: Increases the bioavailability of just
about all other foods--herbs and other things

* Oregano: ORAC 13,970; active agent is rosmarinic acid,
a strong antioxidant; one tablespoon of oregano has the
antioxidant capacity of one medium apple

* Cinnamon: ORAC 267,536; powerful antimicrobial
agent—found to kill E. coli and many other bacteria; also
has anti-inflammatory compounds

* Cloves: THE BIG ORAC GRAND PRIZE WINNER AT
314,446, highest of all foods tested! Contains eugenol; its
mild anesthetic benefits are useful for toothaches and sore
throats; good anti-inflammatory[viii]
