There is no department or service in Johnson
County or Mountain City that's considered small or
unimportant here in Nuts and Bolts. However,
there are a few that are simply physically larger or
more complex and that is the reason that, this
week, we start our first multi-part Nuts and Bolts
report. This could prove to be the only one, perhaps
not. Each of the other larger departments or groups
will be dealt with as needed when they come along.

The sheriff's department is the chief law enforce-
ment agency here in Johnson County as well as
being the county jailer, process server and keeper of
the courthouse and court property, both by provid-
ing security and physically caring for it. This week,
we're going to mainly look at the law enforcement
and process serving functions and then, next week,
address the jail and courthouse issues.

Technically, it's been held that there is no differ-
ence between the outlying areas of the county and
the area within the limits of an incorporated city
(such as Mountain City). As a practical matter, eve-
ryone is much more accustomed to seeing the sher-
iff department's cars and deputies at work through-
out the 'county' and that covers a significant area.
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There are close to 300 square miles in the county, accessed by a

little over a 100 miles of state highway and 400 miles of  county
road.

In all, there are 40 full-time and six part-time employees in
the department. Of those, a significant number are jail person-

nel; three are courthouse bailiffs and there are several cler ical
or administrative people who, at any moment, may or may not
be involved in the duties we're talking about today. That
us with 12 road deputies and six part-time auxiliary d
with whom we are the most apt to have some kind of contact
along those 500 miles of road.

Heading up the department is Sheriff Mike Reece, who is
nearing the end of his first term in the office. He was pr
by Roger Gentry, who was sheriff for eight years prior tot hat
and, of course, a long line of predecessors going back to th e
founding of the county in 1836. Reece was previously with th e
Mountain City Police Department for 12 years, leaving it as
sergeant, and before that was a deputy sheriff for ten years
with the same department he now heads.

The calls received by his department vary from simple re-
guests to speak to an officer (for whatever reason) to the horri ~ fic
failures that sometimes afflict the community (homici

Mountain City Planning Commission

On Thursday, March 25, the Mountain City Planning
Commission met in the regular monthly session. Charles
Alley of the State Planning Office presented a land plat on
behalf of Jimmy and Peggy Bonifacino. This plat proposes
subdividing a tract of land consisting of 1.97 acres, | ocated
between Atwood Street and Goose Creek. The tract in
guestion is to be divided into three separate lots. A house
currently sits on the middle lot. In discussion, the com-
missioners proposed granting a set-back variance on th e
existing house, but with the stipulation that if it is r e-
moved, any new structure must meet all current rules re-
garding the positioning of a structure from property
boundaries. The three commission members present then
approved the plan unanimously.

Alley then informed the Planning Commission that he is
continuing to work on the Land Use and Transportation
Plan, and hopes to have this ready in a couple of months.

The state now requires more detail and analysis than was
previously included. Alley is working on details of land
slope and elevation.

Alley then presented each commissioner with a copy of
the status of proposed legislation that may still be consid -
ered in this session of the Tennessee Legislature. There
are eighteen bills that are pending, which would affect
future actions of the Mountain City Planning Commission.

In the final item for consideration, Alley advised the
commissioners of a TEMA (Tennessee Emergency Manage-
ment Agency) meeting and training seminar to be held in
Knoxville on Wednesday April 7. He recommended that
the city send a couple of people to this event.

The Mountain City Planning Commission meets on the
fourth Thursday of each month at town hallat 7 p.m. T  he
next scheduled meeting will be held on April 22. Thisan d
all M.C. Planning Commission meetings are open to the
public.

An Invitation to Candidates and Voters

the upcoming August election to take part in a discus-
sion of their candidacies by participating in a series o f
introduction/interview articles in the paper.

We hope this will help both the candidates and the
voters.

We are inviting each candidate to
provide a very brief personal biog-
raphy including their name, loca-
tion, contact information (if they
wish), the name of the office they
are seeking and a background
paragraph(s) of not more than 125
words. A photo may be included if
the candidate wishes. This intro-
duction will head an interview ex-
ploring why the candidate wants to
serve in the office, what specific
experience and qualifications the
candidate has that will enable him
or her to fill it successfully, specifi-
cally what the candidate wants to
accomplish in the office and why
the candidate feels he or she is bet-
ter able to fill it than are the other
candidates or the incumbent. Addi-
tionally, if available, a minimum of one question will be
selected from readers, which highlights some particular
concern of the readership in general. There could be
more than one if space, time and interest warrant. The
‘readership' question will be presented identically to all
candidates for a particular office but may well differ
among the offices.

Schedule and available space will determine the order
in which the introduction/ interviews are presented. All
candidates for any particular office will appear in the
same issue in order that no candidate for that office will
have the advantage of reviewing others' responses
ahead of time. The interview questions will be identical
for all, will be in writing and will be available to th e
candidates a minimum of a week before publication. It's
hoped that the individual responses by each candidate
to each question will not exceed 125 words, although a

small amount of flexibility will be allowed. The exact lea d
time will be determined after more discussion but the concept

is that — after a certain number of days — those who have re-
sponded, have responded and those that haven't, haven't and
the results will simply be published to the extent received.
There will be no negativism implied
towards those that may not, we just
want to keep the process fair for every-

on addressing each of the question ar-
eas with specific statements probably
will be more effective than generalities

about personal backgrounds or any
degree of attachment to the county and
its people (although we believe those
are legitimate issues and could be ad-
dressed in their introduction).

Above all, there should be an empha-
sis on the election of candidates quali-
fied to perform the actual duties of the office, not individu  al
differences or biases. We trust that the candidates' repl ies
will be aimed toward answering the questions in such a  way
that, four years from now, we can all look back and say “yes,
he/she did that” or, perhaps “he/she presented a good set of
specific goals but didn't manage to achieve all of them.”

Readership questions should follow the same standards and
be addressed to specific goals or areas of interest held to be
important by the reader. Questions seeming to slant towards
personality issues, unsubstantiated claims one way or the
other or those couched in an annoyingly aggressive manner
are unlikely to make it into the process.

Again, we believe all the candidates deserve our thanks and
the thanks of the voters here in Johnson County. What we
hope to do is to provide you with a good public platform to get
your views out to the electorate and we wish you all the ver y
best. If there is sufficient interest, we will proceed.

simply stated animals must have “access to pasture” to
labeled organic.

The problem with this definition is that it is entirely too
broad. Is an hour out on pasture once a week sufficient?
Once a month or every few months, even? As you can see,
pretty much anything went under the old rules.

Now, the USDA has announced new rules that say or-
ganic meat and milk must come from animals that have
had access to pasture for at least four months of the year.
Further, 30 percent of the animals’ feed must come from
this grazing time.

The new rules, which go into effect this June (farmers
have a year to comply), are a step in the right direction -
one that will make the organic label an even healthier,
more humane one.

What Does it Mean When a Food is Certified Organic?

The USDA Organic seal is currently your best assur-
ance of organic food quality. Growers and manufacturers

After a drawn-out debate, the U.S. Agriculture Depart-
ment has significantly narrowed the definition of organic
livestock to animals that spend a third of the year graz  ing
on pasture.

The new rules also say that “organic” milk and meat mus t
come from livestock grazing on pasture for at least four
months of the year, and that 30 percent of their feed must
come from grazing.

The old rules said only that animals must have accesst o
pasture.

Once a niche market, the organic industry has grown ex-
ponentially in the last 20 years. Organic products are
grown without pesticides, hormones, antibiotics or biotec h-
nology.

Bristol) announced Thursday that he will not seek re-elect  ion this Novem-
ber to the 3rd State House District.

In a statement to the Tennessee House of Representatives on the House
floor Thursday morning, Mumpower expressed his gratitude to the people
he has represented in the 3rd District during his 14 yea rs of service in
Nashville. He was only 23 and was a recent graduate from  King College
when he won his first term two-year term as a state repres  entative.

“l am so grateful to the people in Sullivan and Johnson Coun ties for
their support of me,” Mumpower said. “It has been an honor t o0 serve
them, and | have thoroughly enjoyed the challenge. I've lost a  lot of hair

and put what | can only guess is more than 270,000 inter state miles on
my cars driving from Bristol to Nashville to serve the 3rd District. | have
made many, many friends, and | thank all of you for those  friendships.”

In 2008, Mumpower led House Republicans to the first ever Hous e Re-
publican majority in the history of Tennessee.

Banned in 160 Nations... Yet U.S. FDA

Regards it as Safe

A livestock drug banned in 160 nations and responsible for  hy-
peractivity, muscle breakdown and 10 percent mortality in pigs
has been approved by the FDA.

The beta agonist ractopamine, a repartitioning agent that i n-
creases protein synthesis, was recruited for livestock use when

researchers found the drug, used in asthma, made mice mor e
muscular.
Ractopamine is started as the animal nears slaughter.

How does a drug marked, "Not for use in humans. Individ uals
with cardiovascular disease should exercise special cauti on to
avoid exposure. Use protective clothing, impervious gloves, pro-

tective eye wear, and a NIOSH-approved dust mask" become
"safe" in human food? With no washout period?

The drug is banned in Europe, Taiwan and China, and more
than 1,700 people have been "poisoned" from eating pigs fed the

drug since 1998, but ractopamine is used in 45 per-
cent of U.S. pigs and 30 percent of ration-fed cattle.

Dr. Mercola's Comments:

Ractopamine, aka Paylean and Optaflexx, is
banned in 160 countries, including Europe, Taiwan
and China. If imported meat is found to contain
traces of the drug, it is turned away, while fines
and imprisonment result for its use in banned
countries.

Yet, in the United States 45 percent of pigs, 30
percent of ration-fed cattle, and an unknown per-
centage of turkeys are pumped full of this drug in
the days leading up to slaughter.

Why?

This drug, manufactured by Elanco Animal
Health, increases protein synthesis. In other words,
it makes animals more muscular ... and this in-
creases food growers’ bottom line.

Adding insult to injury, up to 20 percent of racto-
pamine remains in the meat you buy from the su-
permarket, according to veterinarian Michael W.
Fox. Yet this drug is marked “Not for use in hu-
mans,” and is known to increase death and disabil-
ity in livestock.

Why is Ractopamine Allowed in U.S. Meat?

While other drugs require a clearance period of
around two weeks to help ensure the compounds
are flushed from the meat prior to slaughter (and
therefore reduce residues leftover for human con-
sumption), there is no clearance period for ractopa-
mine.

In fact, food growers intentionally use the drug in
the last days before slaughter in order to increase
its effectiveness.

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Biofuel/Health Care Mystery

Last week, we asked readers [1] to help us figure out why

As Mark Smith put it, the language eliminates “the boon
paper industry from adding diesel fuel to its wastes bef
ing and claiming biofuel credit.”

Bottom line: Making it harder to get the tax credit wil | save the
government money. And everything in the bill that saves the
government money makes health care reform look cheaper on
paper, because of the way the nonpartisan Congressional Bud get
Office evaluates the cost of legislation. And we care what the
Congressional Budget Office (a.k.a. the CBO) says a bill  will cost,
because that’s the official price tag that will remain a  ffixed to
the bill in perpetuity.

Turns out, making paper produces a byproduct called “ black
liquor,” which can, in turn, be used to fuel a paper plant. Most
U.S. paper producers have done this since the 1930s—without
receiving a tax credit of any kind.

Then, in 2007, an earlier law intended to encour-
age the mixture of biofuels (like ethanol) into fuel for
automobiles was changed so that it could be claimed
for fuel used for non-transportation purposes. Cha-
ching for paper companies! Now they could get cash
back for something they had been doing all along!

And they did: In 2008, one paper company received
nearly $30 million from the U.S. Treasury [3] for
just one month’s worth of black liquor use in just one
of its four plants, according to an SEC filing turned
up by The Washington Post. In this press release [4],
International Paper trumpets the fact that it re-
ceived $71 million for just one month's worth of
black liquor use in 2008.

By shutting down the black liquor spigot, this lan-
guage offsets billions of the cost of health care re-
form—about $25 billion worth over 10 years, it
seems [5].

The House has been pursuing this line of revenue
generation for some time, according this firedoglake
article [6] that several folks pointed us to: Earlier
stand-alone legislation aiming to rule out the credit
for black liquor was folded into the manager’s
amendment of the original House health care reform
bill.

EPA Launches National Study of Hydraulic Fracturing

Responding to reports of environmental contamination [1] in
gas drilling areas across the country, the U.S. Environm ental
Protection Agency will conduct a nationwide scientific stu  dy [2]
to determine if the problems are caused by the practice of i  nject-
ing chemicals and water underground [3] to fracture the gas-

bearing rock.

The study, announced Thursday but hinted at for months,  will
revisit research the agency published in 2004 [4], which  con-
cluded that the process of hydraulic fracturing [5] did not pose a
threat to drinking water. The 2004 report has been widely cr iti-

cized, in part because the agency didn't conduct any water tests
in reaching that conclusion.
"The use of hydraulic fracturing has significantly i  ncreased

well beyond the scope of the 2004 study," EPA spokeswoman

Enesta Jones wrote in response to questions from ProPublica.

The old study, she said, did not address drilling in  shale, which
is common today. It also didn't take
into account the relatively new prac-
tice of drilling and hydraulically frac-
turing horizontally for up to a mile
underground, which requires about
five times more chemical-laden fluids
than vertical drilling. "This study is

the agency's response to public concern about this
practice and Congressional request.”

The 2004 report was used by the Bush administra-
tion and Congress to justify legislation exempting
hydraulic fracturing from oversight under the Safe
Drinking Water Act. The exemption came to be
known in some quarters as the "Halliburton loop-
hole" and has inhibited federal regulators ever since.

The fracturing technology, in which a mixture of
chemicals and water is injected underground with
sand at high pressure to crack the earth and release
natural gas, made it possible for energy companies
to open vast domestic energy reserves across the
country and fueled a nationwide boom in drilling
activity.

"EPA needs to finish what it started,” said Gwen
Lachelt, director of the Oil and Gas Accountability
Project, a Colorado-based advocacy group that repre-
sents landowners with contaminated water. "We
need comprehensive studies of the entire exploration
and production process, but this is an important
place to start."

The American Petroleum Institute released a
statement saying it expects the study "to confirm
what 60 years of experience and investigation have
already demonstrated: that hydraulic fracturing is a
safe and well understood technology for producing
oil and natural gas."

Lee Fuller, vice president of government affairs for
the Independent Petroleum Association of America,
said hydraulic fracturing is one of the industry's
"crowning achievements."

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HIN1 Flu Virus Still Active In Tennessee

The Tennessee Department of Health continues its efforts to
ensure the health of state residents as cases of HIN1 flu are
still affecting some pockets of the state. Though flu acti  vity has
declined since late October, recent activity across Tenness ee
should encourage people who have not been vaccinated to get
the HINL1 flu vaccine to protect themselves and their communi -
ties.

“The flu season is not over. Recent cases of severe illness an d
death serve as an important reminder that the flu viru s can be
serious,” said Health Commissioner Susan R. Cooper, MSN,
RN. “Flu activity caused by either HLN1 or seasonal flu  viruses
may rise and fall, but we continue to encourage Tennesseans to
take advantage of the ample availability and opportunities to
get vaccinated.”

The flu virus is unpredictable. On average, flu complica tions
result in more than 200,000 hospitalizations and 36,000  deaths
in the United States each year. The Centers for Disease Cont rol
and Prevention monitors HIN1 and other influenza activity
levels and trends through a nationwide surveillance system
Recent reports estimate that the HIN1 flu has contributed t o
an average of 59 million cases of the virus, approximately
265,000 H1N1-related hospitalizations, and as many as 17,000
related deaths between April 2009 and mid-February 2010 i n
the United States.

“The HIN1 flu virus has caused substantial outbreaks of  dis-
ease outside of the normal influenza seasons,” said State Epid e-

miologist Tim F. Jones, MD. “Our surveillance sys-

tems show that the virus is still active in Tennessee

and could continue to cause local outbreaks for weeks
or months. The best protection against this is vacci-
nation.”

HIN1 flu vaccine is widely available throughout
Tennessee to anyone who wishes to receive it, and it's
not too late to get a flu vaccine this season. To get
information about vaccine availability, contact your
health care provider or your county health depart-
ment. HIN1 flu vaccine is still being offered at no
cost to patients at county health department clinics
across the state. Additionally, retail locations are of-
fering the vaccine for a fee. Visit the TDOH Flu Shot
Locator online at http://health.state.tn.us/fluclinic/
default.aspx to find a location near you.

The Tennessee Department of Health continues to
distribute flu prevention posters free of charge to
businesses, government agencies and the public en-
couraging residents to get vaccinated, practice respi-
ratory etiquette and stay home when sick. “What do
you do to prevent the flu?” posters are readily avail-
able for pick-up at local county health departments
for distribution and display at public locations
throughout the community.

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Know Your Risk
to Help Stop
Diabetes

Diabetes Alert Day is March 23, 2010

Someone in the United States is diagnosed with
diabetes every 20 seconds, according to the American
Diabetes Association. Get Fit Tennessee is working to
reduce the burden of diabetes in the state by urging
all Tennesseans to know their risk factors for the dis-
ease as part of the observance of Diabetes Alert Day
March 23. This annual health observance is dedicated
to raising awareness of Type 2 diabetes and encour-
aging those who are at risk to take steps toward pre-
vention.

“l encourage all Tennesseans to take this day to
learn more about the risk factors for diabetes and
make small changes to eat better and increase physi-
cal activity to help reduce those factors in their lives,
said Health Commissioner Susan R. Cooper, MSN,
RN. “Contact your health care provider to talk about
your personal risk factors and ways to lower your risk
for diabetes.”

More than 10 percent of adult Tennesseans patrtici-
pating in the 2008 Behavioral Risk Factor Surveil-
lance System responded they had been told by a
health professional that they have diabetes. That
ranks Tennessee 46th in the nation for diabetes inci-
dence, with only four other states having a higher
percentage of cases. The American Diabetes Associa-
tion estimates 530,000 children and adults are living
with diabetes in Tennessee, and an additional 50,000
people in the state are living with pre-diabetes. Na-
tionwide, more than 20 million children and adults
are living with diabetes, according to the ADA.

Get Fit Tennessee has a humber of resources avail-
able to help those managing diabetes or pre-diabetes.
The free health and fitness tools found online at
www.getfittn.com include a nutrition tracker based
on the United States Department of Agriculture’s
database of more than 7,500 food items. The nutrition
tracker allows users to keep track of calories, fat
grams and carbohydrates consumed each day in a
virtual food journal. Users can also accumulate
“fitness points” by logging physical activity in the
fitness tracker, as well as set fithess and nutrition
goals.

Visitors to the
ADA Website can also determine their risk for devel-
oping diabetes by taking the online Diabetes Risk
Test.

Colorectal Cancer Awareness Month
Promotes Regular Screenings

Governor Phil Bredesen has declared March as Colorec-
tal Cancer Awareness Month in Tennessee. As part of the
state’s participation in this annual health observance, the
Department of Health and the Tennessee Comprehensive
Cancer Control Coalition encourage all Tennesseans over
the age of 50 to get screened for colorectal cancer. Approxi-
mately 90 percent of colorectal cancer cases occur in peopl e
age 50 or older.

“Studies indicate as many as 60 percent of colorectal ¢ an-
cer deaths could be prevented if all men and women 50
years of age or older were screened routinely,” said Health
Commissioner Susan R. Cooper, MSN, RN. “We urge Ten-
nesseans to make these important tests part of their rou-
tine medical care, and encourage older relatives to get
screened.”

Colorectal cancer is the second leading cause of cancer-
related death in the United States. In 2006, the most re-
cent year for which national data are available, the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and Prevention and the National
Cancer Institute reported that at least 136,794 people in
the United States were diagnosed with colorectal cancer
and 53,196 people died from it. In Tennessee in 2008, colo-
rectal cancer was the third leading cause of cancer deat h,
claiming 1,237 lives. That number is divided almost
equally between men and women.

In most cases, colorectal cancer develops from precancer-
ous polyps, or abnormal growths, in the colon or rectum
Screening tests can find these polyps so they can be re-
moved before they turn into cancer. The tests can also find
colorectal cancer early, when treatment works best.

Men and women who have no symptoms or relevant risk
factors should begin screening for colorectal cancer soon
after turning 50, then continue getting screened at regular
intervals. However, testing may be needed earlier or more
often for individuals who have had colorectal polyps or co-

lorectal cancer, have been diagnosed with inflammatory
bowel disease, or have a close relative with any of these
conditions. Other risk factors for colorectal cancer inc lude
tobacco use, lack of physical activity and high-fat diet
Race is also a risk factor, as African Americans are les s
likely to have colorectal cancer diagnosed in the earliest
and most treatable stages.

Individuals are encouraged to talk with their health care
provider about the risk for colorectal cancer to determine
the best screening tests and schedule. Several tests are
available to screen for colorectal cancer. Some are used
alone, while others are used in combination with each
other. The United States Preventive Services Task Force
recommends these screening tests:

o Colonoscopy (every 10 years)
o High-sensitivity fecal occult blood test (every year)
o Flexible sigmoidoscopy (every 5 years)

The Tennessee Comprehensive Cancer Control Coalition,
a collaboration led by the Tennessee Department of Health
and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, was
formed in June 2001 to address and reduce the burden of
cancer on the state of Tennessee. In 2005, TCCCC
launched a state cancer plan to achieve the goal of pre-
venting and reducing the rate of cancer in Tennessee. With
about 250 volunteers, TCCCC has established six regional
coalitions throughout the state, but needs additional vol-
unteers to combat colorectal and other cancers.

Capitol Hill Week

Fueled by the recent passage of federal healthcare legis-
lation in Congress, Lt. Governor Ron Ramsey (R-
Blountville), Senator Mae Beavers (R-Mt. Juliet) and
members of the Senate Republican Caucus held a press
conference on Wednesday urging the state's House of Rep-
resentatives to take immediate action to pass the Tennes-
see Health Freedom Act. Passage of the bill, which is
pending action in the House Industrial Impact Subcommit-
tee, would put Tennessee into position to join the Virginia

and Idaho legislatures on the front lines in filing legala  c-
tion to support the rights of citizens within their bounda -
ries not to participate in the massive federal government
takeover of the nation's health care system.

The Tennessee Health Freedom Act was approved in the
State Senate on February 18 by a vote of 26 to 1, with 5
members abstaining.

“This legislation has become vital to challenge the mas-
sive unfunded mandate that has been passed down to the
states,” said Senator Mae Beavers, R-Mt. Juliet, who is
sponsor of the bill. “Never in history has the federal gov-
ernment mandated that Tennesseans buy anything. This
is kind of equivalent to the federal government saying you

have to buy a General Mo-
tors car because we bailed
‘em out and we have
an interest in it. If the peo-
ple of Tennessee don't want
federal health care, this will
be the way for them to
choose other avenues.”

The legislation, Senate
Bill 3498, prohibits the fed-
eral government from im-
posing fines or penalties on

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nappings and assorted other mayhem). Driving
through Johnson County on a beautiful spring
day it may be hard to imagine such activities,
but 8,000 to 9,000 times a year, without much
regard to time or season, the phones ring, the
cars roll out and another incident heads on its
way into the statistics. Some seem petty and
some prove deadly but each one requires a re-
sponse by one or more of the deputies on duty.

Last year in this same month, out of a total of
690 incidents, deputies headed out a half dozen
times to check out reported prowlers and were
on the street with the same frequency because
of reported drunks. All twelve of those could
have been serious but it's reasonable to guess
that few or none of them proved to be. It's likely
they were just twelve more calls that needed to
be checked out — all in a day's work. However,
just a little later, in April, a call was for a rape
and, in every single month of the year, the
“possible drugs” calls came in. There's no par-
ticular pattern of activity as the months go on.
An alarm is about as likely to go off in January
as in June, domestic disturbances showed up as
often in January of last year as they did in Oc-
tober - although there was a spike in June
when, on the average, there was better than
one a day. Consider that fact for a moment: in a
small rural county among beautiful surround-
ings and in the gentle month of June, the
'month of lovers' — every single day — some-
where in the county, things at home got so out
of hand that someone called the sheriff's de-
partment to restore calm. That cannot be com-
forting to us.

So far, we've looked at only the number of
calls (and in only a few of the available catego-
ries) but there are, of course, consequences to
all of them and in 2009, those consequences
included 720 arrests. None of these represent a
‘good' situation but unfortunately, 41 one of
those arrests were of juveniles who are getting
a really bad start in a life they will be living for
a long time. Much of the time, those arrests
result in guilty findings involving fines or in-
carceration and we'll pick up that end of the
process next week.

Each of these incidents, including the arrests,
eventually find their way into a neat orderly
file of numbers telling what happened and
when but never why. In 2009, the number of
times someone called 'needing to speak to an
officer' (the first of the calls mentioned) was
467. Alarms brought deputies out 659 times,
296 times domestic disturbances erupted and
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512 times during the year, the sheriff's deputies were s
in the county coping with animal calls. Johnson County d
an animal control officer so, if the horse, cow, dog, cat, p
it - gets loose, we call the sheriff.

Why did the horse get loose? Why did someone need to talk to t he
officer? Why did the kid get into a holding cell before he wa s old
enough to get into a voting booth? In the 8,000 to 9,000 i ncidents,
there are probably at least 8,000 to 9,000 different reasons . Only so

much can be explained through the numbers so we'll leave them  and
move along.

The time of the sheriff's staff is consumed as readily by the paper-
work involved as by the action in the street. Reece statest hat for each
arrest, the deputies involved “are tied up for two to three hours with
paperwork.” That's equal to the entire year's scheduled work  time for

one deputy. The investigator assigned to sex offenses spend s a full
day a month doing nothing but checking on and updating  the informa-
tion for the sex offenders in the county.

Transportation is also an issue. Beyond local trips, Reece p ointed
out that the transport of mental health cases in many cas es (the de-
tails are spelled out in Title 33, Chapter 6 of the Tenness ee Code) falls
on the sheriff's office. That's for any mental health cas e, not just those

involving prisoners. The transport can be over several hun  dred miles,
require the deputies to remain at the receiving facility for a minimum
of an hour and forty-five minutes and, if certain conditi  ons exist, even
longer. Additionally, there are training requirements for both the
sheriff and deputies requiring 40 hours per year plus other training if

they are involved in specialized activities.

Among the most time consuming of activities is the serving
pers for the courts, which is an essential function of the  office. There
is, in addition to the sheriff's staff, one constable in th e county who
spends considerable effort in serving court documents. Howev er, with
up to 2,000 papers pending at any one time, it still fill s up any time
available and, in some cases, the service of the court order s is a prior-
ity.

The number of outstanding orders not yet completed seems un likely
in a place the size of Johnson County until the number of sit  uations
resulting in a court order that requires formal service of a document
is realized. There appears, from a quick scan, to be no less than 15
different actions resulting in a need for service beginnin g with
‘attachment' and ending with 'writ of supersedeas' in the definitions
section of the handbook provided by the County Technical Assi stance
Service to sheriffs in the state.

Beyond the number of different court papers that must be s
there's also the fact that many of them involve parties no lon  ger be at
the stated address or anywhere in the county, for that matt  er. For
example, a renter who wrote a bad check or trashed the propert y on
his way out might be somewhere in another state before ac tion takes
place. That type of person is unlikely to keep in touch so wel | that the
court's order is conveniently served. A person or group tra veling
through the area may also offer 'deals' such as driveway sea ling, gut-
ter and roof repair, painting or a dozen others with fraudu lent intent
and be gone before the unlucky victim can get help from th e court and
sheriff. In many of those instances, the order simply stays  open, some-
times for a very long while. That's true among all of Ten nessee's sher-
iffs. The AP's strange news unit reported (February 27,  2009) that the
sheriff's department in neighboring Carter County was try ing to serve
an 80 year old warrant issued in August 1928 for the ar  rest of a man
on a $30 bad check charge. They began the attempt after cl erks in the
Glynn County Sheriff's Office in Brunswick, Ga. recentl y found the
warrant buried in a records storage room there while clean ing and
mailed it to Tennessee. There's no indication why the paper w  ound up
in Georgia but, since it's been returned, Sheriff Mathes of Carter
County told The Elizabethton Star, which carried the stor vy, that he
was still under a legal obligation to find the culprit.

The sheriff's department is one of the county's more complex a nd
this week's entry contains only a necessarily brief descri  ption of its
duties but, hopefully, it's enough to give our readers a bet ter idea of
what the department does and what the results of the law enf  orce-
ment and process service functions are. We'll continue next  week.

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‘Tennessee Waltz' FBI arrests of several legislators ac-
cused of corruption, the legislature debated the proposed
sweeping ethics reform legislation for weeks. When the
Senate and House passed different versions and the legis-
lation was sent to a conference committee for yet further
debate, Mumpower led the effort to find a consensus be-
tween Democrats and Republicans in both chambers to
pass comprehensive ethics reform.

Income Tax

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of organic products bearing the USDA seal have to meet
the strictest standards of any of the currently availabl e
organic labels.

The USDA's National Organic Program (NOP) regulates
the standards for any farm, wild crop harvesting, or ha n-
dling operation that wants to sell an agricultural pro duct
as organically produced. The labeling requirements of the
NOP apply to raw, fresh products and processed products
that contain organic agricultural ingredients.

In order to qualify as organic, a product must be grown
and processed using organic farming methods that recycl e
resources and promote biodiversity. Crops must be grown
without synthetic pesticides, bioengineered genes, petro-
leum based fertilizers, or sewage sludge-based fertilizer s.

Organic livestock must also have access to the outdoors
(now for the specified time minimums noted above) and
cannot be given antibiotics or growth hormones. Further,
organic products cannot be irradiated, are not allowed to
contain preservatives or flavor-enhancing chemicals, nor
can they contain traces of heavy metals or other contami-
nants in excess of tolerances set by the FDA.

Additionally, the pesticide residue level cannot be high er
than 5 percent of the maximum EPA pesticide tolerance.

There’s a difference, too, in the amount of organic ingre-
dients a product may contain based on its label. If you
want to eat 100% organic, simply looking for the “organic
label may not be enough:

* Products labeled "100 percent organic" must contain
only organically produced materials

* Products labeled simply "organic" must contain at leas t
95 percent organic ingredients

* The label "made with organic ingredients" can contain
anywhere between 70 to 95 percent organic ingredients

Animal Products are the Most Important Foods to Buy
Organic

Ideally, | recommend that you buy as much of your food
organic and locally grown as possible.

However, if you need to pick and choose which foods to
buy organic, the most important foods to buy organic are
animal products -- not produce. This is because animal
foods, which are raised on pesticide-laced feed, tend to
have higher concentrations of pesticides.

Non-organic meats have up to five times more pesticides
than non-organic vegetables, and non-organic butter can
have up to 20 times as many pesticides as non-organic
vegetables.

So when prioritizing your purchases, look for organic
meats, eggs and dairy products before anything else.

There is one exception to this rule, and that is you may
be better off choosing fresh local foods over organic foods.
Often, locally grown foods are raised according to organi c¢
standards at a more affordable price.

An Even Better Label to Look for on Your Meat and
Dairy Products ...

There is a label that goes above and beyond the organic
label for meat and dairy products, and that is the gras  s-fed
label.

The "grass-fed" label is your very best option when it
comes to buying wholesome grass-fed beef and other
meats. If this term is new to you, you can get up to da te on
why grass-fed beef is better for you here.

According to the USDA'’s standards for the grass-fed | a-
bel:
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“Grass and forage shall be the feed source consumed for
the lifetime of the ruminant animal, with the exception of
milk consumed prior to weaning.

The diet shall be derived solely from forage consisting of
grass (annual and perennial), forbs (e.g., legumes, Bras -
sica), browse, or cereal grain crops in the vegetative (pre-
grain) state.

Animals cannot be fed grain or grain byproducts and
must have continuous access to pasture during the grow-
ing season. Hay, haylage, baleage, silage, crop residue
without grain, and other roughage sources may also be
included as acceptable feed sources.

Routine mineral and vitamin supplementation may also
be included in the feeding regimen.

If incidental supplementation occurs due to inadvertent
exposure to non-forage feedstuffs or to ensure the animal’s
well being at all times during adverse environmental or
physical conditions, the producer must fully document
(e.g., receipts, ingredients, and tear tags) the supplement a-
tion that occurs including the amount, the frequency, and
the supplements provided.”

So in order to carry the “grass-fed” label, the animal
must have foraged on nothing but grass for its entire life-
time.

One important caveat: These standards are voluntary, so
in order for you to determine whether or not this standard
is actually being met, in addition to the “grass-fed” |  abel,
the meat you buy would also need to carry the “USDA
Process Verified” label.

Further, as pointed out by the American Grassfed Asso-
ciation, the definition of "growing season" means that ani-
mals could be confined for long periods, and can be kept off
of pasture even when there is grass growing. And, many
so-called grass-fed meats are actually finished on grains ,
which negates many of the healthy benefits.

The rules also do not restrict the use of antibiotics a nd
hormones in the animals.

So although it aimed higher than any standards we had
before, even the USDA grass-fed labels won't offer you all
the assurances you'd expect from truly organic, grass-fed
animal products.

Tips for Finding Healthy Meat and Dairy

Grass-fed meat and dairy is almost always preferable to
certified organic meat because most organic beef is fed or-
ganic corn; this is what causes the myriad of health pr  ob-
lems associated with eating beef. If you can find organic ,
grass-fed meat, that would be ideal.

It may very well be the case that you can find top qua I-
ity, organic, grass-fed meat and raw dairy that has n o
USDA seals of any kind.

This is because the USDA regulatory system has a ten-
dency to favor big business, which can easily afford th e
USDA's costly certification fees. Small farmers, who are
often raising food in traditional, healthy ways, are not able
to legally call their products “USDA grass-fed” or “org  anic”
because they haven't paid the USDA for that privilege.

So, your best bet, which circumvents the labeling confu-
sion altogether, is to get in touch with a local farmer (t ry
finding a farmer’s market or community-supported agri -
culture program in your area to do this) who can verify
that the products are raised on pasture, without antibiot -
ics and pesticides.

By going straight to the source, you're likely gettingth e
absolute best meat and dairy there is, USDA-certified or
not.

Massive Industry Lobbying Gets Agribusiness What it
Wants ... at Your Expense

Industrial agriculture lobbyists wield incredible power in
Congress, and the fact that ractopamine is in U.S. meat is
a shining testimony to this.

Time magazine put it quite well when they described
current farm policy as "a welfare program for the
megafarms that use the most fuel, water and pesticides;
emit the most greenhouse gases; grow the most fattening
crops; hire the most illegals; and depopulate rural Amer-
ica."

There are too many conflicts of interest to name, but, for
example, you may be surprised to learn that former lowa
Governor Tom Vilsack is now the Secretary of Agriculture,
an appointment that took place despite massive public
outcry.

What was needed for an effective Secretary of Agricul-
ture was someone who would develop and implement a
plan that promotes family-scale farming and a safe a nd
nutritious food system with a sustainable and organic vi -
sion.

What we got was yet another politician who's already
made room in his bed for the industry lobby. Overall, V il-
sack’s record is one of aiding and abetting Concentrated
Animal Feeding Operations (CAFOs) or factory farms (the
ones that use chemicals like ractopamine) and promoting
animal cloning.

Cozy Connections Allowed rbGH Hormones in Your
Dairy Products, Too

Michael Taylor, a former vice president of public policy
and chief lobbyist at Monsanto Company, is now the senior
advisor for the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA).

Who is Michael Taylor?

He is the person who not only “oversaw the creation of
GMO policy,” according to Jeffrey Smith, the leading
spokesperson on the dangers of GM foods, but also over-
saw the policy regarding Monsanto’s genetically engi-
neered bovine growth hormone (rbGH/rbST).

This growth hormone, which has been banned in Can-
ada, Europe, Japan, Australia and New Zealand because of
cancer risks and other health concerns, was approved in
the United States while Taylor was in charge at the FDA
Smith writes:

“Taylor also determined that milk from injected cows did
not require any special labeling. And as a gift to his  future

that if companies ever had the audacity to label their  prod-
ucts as not using rbGH, they should also include a dis-
claimer stating that according to the FDA, thereis nod if-
ference between milk from treated and untreated cows.”

Taylor's white paper, which again was untrue as even
FDA scientists acknowledged differences in the rbGH
milk, allowed Monsanto to sue dairies that labeled their
products rbGH-free!

In a similar vain, the FDA's Center for Veterinary Medi -
cine's Office of Surveillance and Compliance sent a 14 -
page warning letter to Elanco regarding ractopamine three
years after its approval for use in pigs. They accused th e
company of withholding information about "safety and ef-
fectiveness" and "adverse animal drug experiences.”

Nonetheless, the next year the FDA decided to approved
ractopamine for use in cattle, too, and later for turkeys as
well.

If you don't have money, then the stores
go out of business, and that leaves plenty of unhappy
unemployed people. | just don't see how things can
come back.

The number one thing holding us back is also our
greatest attribute.....our location!

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"Adding another study to the impressive list of those that
have already been conducted [6] and completed is a welcome
exercise," he said.

A series of investigations by ProPublica [4] found tha t frac-
turing is the common thread in more than 1,000 cases of wa-
ter contamination across seven states [1]. In some cases fra c-
turing may have caused dozens of well failures where [7] the
concrete or steel meant to protect aquifers from the ga s and
drilling fluids cracked under high pressure, allowing contami-
nants to seep into the water. In hundreds of other cases the
waste and chemicals generated by hydraulic fracturing  have
been spilled or seeped into surface and groundwater suppl ies.

Fuller said that Congress' efforts to allow the EPAto  regu-
late [8] the process "should come to a standstill until  this
study is completed."

More than 50 members of the House of Representatives
have co-sponsored the Frack Act [9], a bill that would rev  erse
the drilling industry's exemption from the Safe Drinking Wa-
ter Act and allow the EPA to regulate fracturing if it chose to

a person’s decision not to participate in the federal
plan. Due to constitutional restraints, the bill does not
“nullify” the federal law, as it would still allow indi viduals
the option to participate in a federal program. However, it
acknowledges the right of Tennesseans to refuse to partici-
pate in a government-run health insurance program. It
also calls on the state’s Attorney General to take action in
the defense or prosecution of rights protected under this
legislation.

Earlier this week Lt. Governor Ron Ramsey renewed his
efforts to persuade Tennessee Attorney General Bob Coo-
per to join his colleagues in at least 13 other states in  legal
action on the matter. Ramsey had already asked Cooper
to make preparations for protective legal action when the
federal health care bill was approved by the United States
Senate in December.

“The United States Constitution does not give the federal
government the authority for this massive power grab that
will reduce individual liberty and strangle state govern-
ment finances," Ramsey said. "Politicians in Washington
may have temporarily lost their minds but we still hav e
our sanity out here in the states and we need to take ac-
tion to protect our citizens from these mandates.”

“The federal healthcare law is an unprecedented en-
croachment on the personal liberty of our citizens,” added
Senate Majority Leader Mark Norris (R-
Collierville). “Tennessee cannot sit idly by and allow th e
rights of our citizens to be violated by this mandate.”

The federal action is expected to cost Tennessee more
than $200 million annually. It comes at a time whenth e
state is in its 21st consecutive month in which sales tax
revenues have recorded negative growth.

“Tennessee is suffering great financial hardship in thes e
economically challenging times,” added Norris. “We can-
not print money like the federal government. This federal
mandate will be devastating over the long run, consuming
anticipated growth in revenues once the economy recovers
in several years. This means we will not be able to make
any future improvements in critical state needs like educa-
tion and public safety because Congress has tied our hand s
with their massive healthcare program.”

The Industrial Impact Committee amended the bill with
a procedural amendment and delayed further action on the
measure until next week.

Bill would improve state’s “Silver Alert System” legisla-
tion

The Senate voted this week to improve Tennessee’s
“Silver Alert System” by removing the age requirement to
include any citizen with Alzheimers, dementia, or a phys -
cal impairment to be covered under the act. Previously,
the law was limited to those 60 years of age or older.

The “Silver Alert System,” which was passed into law
last year, works similarly to the “Amber Alert System” t o]
help locate missing individuals who have Alzheimer’s dis-
ease or related dementias. The program calls for local law
enforcement agencies to coordinate with non-profit organi-
zations such as A Child is Missing or the Alzheimer's A sso-
ciation to aid in their efforts.

“This legislation brings a community to their aid when a
senior is missing to take advantage of the short window of
time needed to bring these vulnerable citizens home and
avert a tragedy,” said Senator Randy McNally (R-Oak
Ridge) sponsor of the bill. “There is a critical 24-hour  time
period in which to locate missing seniors. This program is
designed to disseminate quickly descriptive information
about the missing person, so that citizens in the affected
area can be on the lookout for the endangered person and
notify local law enforcement with any relevant informa-
tion. | am very pleased that we have made improvements
to this law to cover others who are impaired.”

Approximately 100,000 Tennesseans and as many as 5.2
million persons nationwide are living with Alzheimer's
disease, according to the Alzheimer's Association. The
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Silver Alert system is working in eight states and has re-
sulted in the safe return of a majority of those reported.

The Alzheimer's Foundation of America has reported
that six in 10 of those with Alzheimer's disease will wa  n-
der away and become disoriented. Half of those who wan-
der are found within five miles of their home. Of those n ot
found within 24 hours, half will be seriously injured or die.

The legislation, Senate Bill 2903, now goes to the gover-
nor for his signature.

Plan would help hospitals avoid devastating cuts

Members of the Senate General Welfare, Health and Hu-
man Services Committee voted this week to approve a plan
sponsored by Senator Doug Overbey (R-Maryville) to help
hospitals avoid almost $659 million in cuts proposed in
Governor Phil Bredesen’s 2010-2011 budget. Hospitals
have asked the General Assembly to assess a coverage as-
sessment on them in order to raise $230 million. Money
raised would be used to draw down $430 million in federal
funds available through a temporary Medicaid match pro-
gram.

Language in the legislation, Senate Bill 3528, also en-
sures that any assessment would not be passed along to
patients. In addition, hospitals have negotiated, con-
tracted rates with payers that would prevent them from
passing the fee on to patients.

“The proposed hospital coverage assessment will allow
hospitals and the state to have some breathing room until
the national and state economies recover,” said Senator
Overbey. “The assessment will not be passed on to pa-
tients, nor will the federal match affect the federal defic ~ it.”

Hospital officials say the budget cuts, if not restored ,
would have a long-term impact on TennCare enrollees,
hospitals and other providers and patients, particularly
Level 1 trauma centers and hospitals in the most rural
areas of the state. It would also have severe ramification
for high cost services, such as treatments needed for bur n,
perinatal and hemophilia patients.

The assessment would be based on 3.5 percent of a hospi-
tal's net patient revenue according to its 2008 Medicare
cost report. The money would restore cuts made to such
services as critical access hospitals, the Graduate Med ical
Education program, a $10,000 cap on inpatient and the 8-
visit limit imposed on outpatient services, therapies, and
office visits. Money raised by the fee would also provide
funds for the medically needy program, critical access hos -
pitals and payments to reimburse hospitals for a portio  n of
their uncompensated TennCare. Governmental hospitals,
critical access hospitals, freestanding rehabilitation hospi-
tals, long term acute care hospitals and pediatric resear ch
hospitals are not included in the assessment, as well as
state mental health institutes.

“While patients will be protected from this assessment
being passed on to them, citizens all across the state will
feel the effect if the General Assembly does nothing and
the proposed $659 million in cuts take effect, forcing hosp  i-
tals to restrict services and patient transfers,” Overbey
added.

Twenty-six other states have a similar assessment plan
to provide funding for their Medicaid programs and twelve
additional states are currently considering such a plan

Legislation educates women that coercion to have an
abortion is a crime in Tennessee

Legislation that aims to educate women that coercion to
have an abortion is a crime in Tennessee won approval
this week in the Senate Judiciary Committee. The bill,
Senate Bill 3812, sponsored by Senator Jack Johnson (R-
Franklin), would require a physician’s office, ambulatory
surgical treatment center, or other clinics in which abor -
tions are performed to post signs to provide women with
this information about the state law and their option t o]
receive help if they are being threatened.

According to a survey published in the Medical Science
Monitor, over 64 percent of women who received abortions
said they felt pressured or coerced into having an abor-

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tion. The sign would be posted in the waiting area and
patient consultation rooms, but would not apply to clinics
where an abortion is performed to prevent the death of a
pregnant female.

“It is against the law to coerce a woman into having an
abortion in Tennessee,” said Senator Johnson. “This bill
ensures that women are fully aware of this law and lets
them know that they can seek help if they are physicall y
threatened.”

Bill provides an educational approach to remove dis-
carded mercury from landfills

The full Senate passed on final consideration legislation
this week that provides an educational approach to keep
toxic mercury-added consumer products from being im-
properly disposed in landfills. The bill, Senate Bil | 2403,
sponsored by Senator Steve Southerland (R-Morristown),
requires employers with 10 or more employees, tanning
bed facilities, or businesses with 3,000 square feet or more
to recycle mercury containing products, which are pre-
dominantly fluorescent light bulbs. Other lighting pr od-
ucts include high intensity discharge bulbs and project or
lamps.

“Improper management and disposal of these bulbs will
release mercury into the environment,” said Senator
Southerland. “This causes dangerous contamination of
land and waterways which, in turn, destroys our food
chain.”

Health problems associated with mercury exposure in-
clude digestive, cardiovascular, nervous system and ki d-
ney-related illness. Experts maintain yearly usage of mer-
cury containing lamps is in excess of one billion nation-
wide.

“Most businesses are already using responsible recycling
measures to aid in efforts to keep mercury out of our land-
fills,” added Southerland. “This legislation seeks to ma ke
sure other businesses are educated and informed of this
requirement and the hazards it poses to our environ-
ment.”

In Brief...

Government Efficiency -- State Senator Jim Tracy (R-
Shelbyville) won passage of a bill this week to increase
efficiency within state government departments. The legis-
lation, Senate Bill 3013, encourages departments within
state government to take comments and suggestions from
both employees and the public on how to improve effi-
ciency. Departments would be encouraged to add a public
comment portal to their individual websites, under the
bill, to facilitate suggestions from the general public . As
departments implement the program, they will be required
to report back to the General Assembly on the success of
the plans during the annual budget hearings in Senate
and House committees.

Government Fraud Hotline -- Similarly, the Senate State
and Local Government Committee gave their approval to a
bill to help ensure that government fraud and abuse is
investigated by the Comptroller. The Comptroller is pres-
ently required to investigate reports received from govern-
ment employees and citizens through their hotline regard-

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ing fraud, abuse, or wrongdoing by state agencies and pr i-
vate corporations that contract with a state agency. Sen -
ate Bill 3682, sponsored by Senator Randy McNally (R-
Oak Ridge), expands that law to require state agency offi-
cials who have knowledge of a theft, forgery, credit card
fraud, or any other act of unlawful or unauthorized tak  ing
or abuse of public money, property or services, reportitt o
the Comptroller immediately.

Sex offenders -- The full Senate passed legislation spon-
sored by Senator Diane Black (R-Gallatin) to require the
Board of Medical Examiners to deny or revoke the license
of any physician convicted of an offense which requires
registration as a sexual offender. The bill, Senate Bill
3362, provides for communications between the Tennessee
Bureau of Investigation’s (TBI) Sex Offender Registry and
the Board of Medical Examiners to make sure that no ex-
isting physician is on the Registry. The action comes a fter
a mother in Middle Tennessee learned her child’s family
practice physician was listed on the state’s Sex Offender
Registry.

Drivers License / English -- The Senate Transportation
Committee has given approval to legislation, Senate Bill
63, sponsored by Senator Bill Ketron (R-Murfreesboro), to
require that Tennessee drivers’ license exams are given in
English. The measure seeks to make sure that immi-
grants know how to read the road signs and can drive
safely in Tennessee. The bill does not apply to persons
whose presence in the United States has been authorized
by Homeland Security for work in companies located in
Tennessee through the efforts of Tennessee’s Department
of Economic and Community Development in order to ac-
commodate those nationalities with manufacturing facili-
ties in the state.

Birth Certificates / Stillborns -- The full Senate has ap -
proved a proposal calling for the state to acknowledge the
birth of a stillborn infant by issuing a birth certifi cate if
the parents request one. The legislation, SB 3189, spon-
sored by Senator Brian Kelsey (R-Germantown) calls for
issuance of a birth certificate, upon the request of parent s
for stillborn infants if they are 20 weeks or more gestation
or 350 grams. The action comes after testimony from par-
ents of stillborn infants talked to members of the General
Assembly about the need for the state’s recognition that
their baby had been born and its role in their healing pr  oc-
ess.

Veterans / Professional Privilege Tax — Legislation was
approved in the Senate Finance Committee that would
ensure that physicians who are deployed overseas as com-
missioned officers in the Armed Forces are exempt from
Tennessee’s $400 occupational privilege tax. The hill, Sen-
ate Bill 2782, is sponsored by Senator Tim Burchett (R-
Knoxville).

General Assembly / Mileage allowance — Members of the
State and Local Government Committee voted to limit the
reimbursement of in-state airline travel for members of
the General Assembly to the mileage reimbursement they
would have received if they had driven. The proposal, Sen
ate Bill 3300, is sponsored by Senator Brian Kelsey (R-
Germantown).
