Fourteen county commissioners met in the upper
room of the Johnson County courthouse last Thurs-
day, April 15, to conduct the required monthly
meeting. After routine review of the budget items
and notary appointments, which were all approved
unanimously, the commissioners turned their at-
tention to committee reports.

Commissioner Jerry Grindstaff, presenting the
Planning Commission report, brought up a number
of issues for discussion and review by the full
board. First was his report on a land swap and
right-of-way issue in the Sink Valley area in which
the requested actions result in an existing home
being left very near the county-maintained road-
way.

The Planning and full commission expressed con-
cern about possible future claims of liability if
maintenance, especially snowplowing in the winter,
were to result in objects being thrown against the

home due to its closeness and the fact that it sits consider ably
lower than the roadway itself. Several minutes of discuss ion en-
sued, covering various ways to physically avoid the possi bility of
damage, such as fencing, and reviewing past records to s ee what
had been done with other similar situations in the area. In the
end, it became apparent that the layout and slope would work
against any physical barrier. The action was allowed by  a unani-
mous vote based on the fact that the approval contained lang uage
expressly freeing the county of liability.

Following this, a short discussion concerning a sub-divid er off
the Woods Hill area failing to respond to the Planning Commi  s-
sion's requests was taken up. The sub-divider has faile d to follow
some of the commission's requirements. After talking over va  rious

Tester, given a $100,000 se-
cured bond, and Eldred, given a
$150,000 secured bond, are
scheduled to appear in Watauga
County, NC District Court on
June 1.

Formaldehyde’s Link to Cancer

Sen. David Vitter, R-La., has pushed the EPA to slow its
process of updating its 20-year-old health assessment of
formaldehyde. After Hurricane Katrina, thousands of his
state's residents said they suffered respiratory problems
after being housed in government trailers contaminated
with formaldehyde.

When Vitter persuaded the EPA to agree to yet another
review of its long-delayed assessment of the health risks of
formaldehyde, he was praised by companies that use or
manufacture a chemical found in everything from plywood
to carpet.

As long as the studies continue, the EPA will still list for-
maldehyde as a "probable" rather than a "known" carcino-
gen, even though three major scientific reviews now link it
to leukemia and have strengthened its ties to other forms of
cancer. The chemical industry is fighting to avoid that des-
ignation, because it could lead to tighter regulations and
require costly pollution controls.

"Delay means money. The longer they can delay labeling
something a known carcinogen, the more money they can
make," said James Huff, associate director for chemical car-
cinogenesis at the National Institute for Environmental
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Health in the Centers for Disease Control and Preven-
tion.

The EPA’s chemical risk assessments are crucial to pro -
tecting the public’'s health because they are the govern-
ment's most comprehensive analysis of the dangers the
chemicals present and are used as the scientific founda-
tion for state and federal regulations. But it usually takes
years or even decades to get an assessment done, or to
revise one that is outdated. Often the industry spends
millions on lobbying and on scientific studies that count  er
the government’s conclusions.

The EPA has been trying since 1998 to update the for-
maldehyde assessment [1], which was first written in
1989. But the agency's efforts have repeatedly been
stalled by the industry and Congress.

This time, the resistance came from Vitter, a Republi-
can senator from Louisiana, where, ironically, thousands
of Hurricane Katrina victims say they suffered respira-
tory problems after being housed in government trailers
contaminated with formaldehyde. Last year Vitter
blocked the nomination of a key EPA official until the
agency agreed to ask the National Academy of Sciences to

"The back-to-back, double whammy announcements that
PepsiCo is ditching high fructose corn syrup in Gatora de
along with the results of a scathing new study from re-
searchers at Princeton make it official -- allies of the  contro-
versial sweetener have lost the war," BNET writes.

For years, the Corn Refiners Association has been arguing
that HFCS is a perfectly natural product that is equa | to
other forms of sugar.

Of course, the Corn Refiners Association is not going to go
down easily. Currently, they appear to be pretending the
problem simply doesn't exist.

On their Web site, “SweetSurprise.com”, they are still
trumpeting an episode of the CBS Evening News with Katie
Couric that ran a report basically parroting the indus  try
line -- “high fructose corn syrup is just sugar with an image
problem.”

However, a Princeton research team has again demon-
strated that all sweeteners are NOT equal when it comes to
weight gain -- rats with access to high-fructose corn s yrup
gained significantly more weight than those with acces s to
table sugar, even when their overall caloric intake was the
same.

In addition to causing significant weight gain inla b ani-
mals, long-term consumption of high-fructose corn syrup
also led to abnormal increases in body fat, especially int he
abdomen, and a rise in circulating blood fats called tri  glyc-
erides.

Making matters even worse, two other recent studies have
also linked HFCS to liver disease. (A third found no connec -
tion.)

Intakes of sugar-sweetened beverages may increase levels
of uric acid, a compound linked to decreased kidney func-
tion, and a cross-sectional analysis of data from almost
16,000 people found that the risk of chronic kidney disease
increased by over 150 percent in those who more than one
soda per day and had high levels of uric acid.

Researchers at the Duke University Medical Center
stated: "We found that increased consumption of high fruc-

tose corn syrup was associated with scarring in the liver
or fibrosis, among patients with non-alcoholic fatty liver
disease (NAFLD)."

The researchers found only 19 percent of adults with
NAFLD reported no intake of fructose-containing bever-
ages, while 52 percent consumed between one and six
servings a week and 29 percent consumed fructose-
containing beverages on a daily basis.

An increase in consumption of fructose appeared to be
correlated to increased liver fibrosis in patients with
NAFLD. The researchers stated:

"We have identified an environmental risk factor that
may contribute to the metabolic syndrome of insulin re-
sistance and the complications of the metabolic syndrome,
including liver injury."

Investigation turned
over to FBI

In mid-December, 2009, B.A.D. Idea News reported on
an “allegation of misconduct by NC deputies.”

The three North Carolina deputies allegedly involved
have been suspended since Dec. 3 without pay while the
matter was under investigation by TBI.

Last week, BIN learned that the investigation has since
been turned over to the FBI and the U.S. District Attor-
ney's Office.

Watauga County law enforcement officials state that it
is possible the investigation could last up to one yeara nd
any action by the WCSO is on hold pending the FBI re-
port.

About 4 a.m. on Thanksgiving morning, Johnson County
deputies were asked to be on the lookout for a vehicle com-
ing from North Carolina at a high rate of speed.

According to North Carolina law enforcement, the
driver, Curtis Moore, had struck his wife in an alle ged
domestic dispute and then fled the scene. Watauga Cou nty
deputies took up the chase on a charge of felony eluding
arrest and pursued Moore across the Tennessee state line.

Moore crashed into the guard rail on Hwy. 421 S. near
the end of the three-lane (at the top of the Gorge abov e Big
Loui's Backyard) and a Johnson County deputy arrived on
the scene about the same time.

According to News Channel 11, “A Johnson County dep-
uty who intercepted the chase near the state line, bu t can't
be identified because of the ongoing investigation, says he
witnessed ‘questionable behavior’ on the part of one Wa -
tauga County deputy.”

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EPA Initiates Hydraulic Fracturing Study

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) announced th  at it
will conduct a comprehensive research study to investiga te the poten-
tial adverse impact that hydraulic fracturing may hav e on water qual-
ity and public health. Natural gas plays a key role in our nation’s
clean energy future and the process known as hydraulic f racturing is
one way of accessing that vital resource. There are concerns that hy-
draulic fracturing may impact ground water and surfac e water qual-
ity in ways that threaten human health and the environmen t. To ad-
dress these concerns and strengthen our clean energy futur e and in
response to language inserted into the fiscal year 2010 App ropriations
Act, EPA is re-allocating $1.9 million for this comprehen sive, peer-
reviewed study for FY10 and requesting funding for FY11 in the
president’s budget proposal.

“Our research will be designed to answer questions about
tial impact of hydraulic fracturing on human health an d the environ-
ment,” said Dr. Paul T. Anastas, assistant administr  ator for EPA’s
Office of Research and Development. “The study will be condu cted

the poten-

through a transparent, peer-reviewed process, with signif  icant stake-
holder input.”
EPA is in the very early stages of designing a hydraulic  fracturing

research program. The agency is proposing the process begin with (1)
defining research questions and identifying data gaps; (  2) conducting
a robust process for stakeholder input and research prior itization; (3)
with this input, developing a detailed study design that will undergo
external peer-review, leading to (4) implementing the planned re-
search studies.

To support this initial planning phase and guide the dev  elopment of
the study plan, the agency is seeking suggestions and com ments from
the EPA Science Advisory Board (SAB)—an independent, externa |
federal advisory committee. The agency has requested that the Envi-
ronmental Engineering Committee (EEC) of the SAB evaluate and
provide advice on EPA’s proposed approach. The agency will u se this
advice and extensive stakeholder input to guide the design of the
study.

Hydraulic fracturing is a process that drills
vertical and horizontal cracks underground
that help withdraw gas, or oil, from coalbeds,
shale and other geological formations. While
each site is unique, in general, the process in-
volves vertical and horizontal drilling, taking
water from the ground, injecting fracturing
fluids and sands into the formation, and with-
drawing gas and separating and managing the
leftover waters.

A federal register notice was issued March 18,
announcing a SAB meeting April 7-8.

Students
awareness
A community of students in Bangkok
are teaching adults the importance of
measuring one’s carbon footprint. San-
gam Malani, a student at KIS Interna-
tional School in Bangkok, decided to form
an Environmental Committee, which
would sell cloth bags, recycled plastics
and reusable water bottles at his school
fair.

Together, the students formed their own
booth and promised to donate 100 Baht
from whatever they made to an organiza-
tion called “Bring the Elephant Home,”
which aims to restore the natural habitat
of elephants by planting more trees.

“We were selling the bags smartly. How-
ever, as the day wore on, the customers began to ignore
us,” Malani says. “I realized that many of our customers
didn’t understand what we meant when we talked about
carbon footprint. And at the end of the day, when | found
out that we failed to break even, | noted that next time we
would use simpler phrases to get our message across.”

This initial setback did not deter Malani and his Env i-
ronmental Committee from doing more good work for his
community. Shortly after the school fair, the Environ-

mental Committee placed new recy-
cling bins around campus to encour-
age students to recycle their plas-
tics. Malani adds, “Despite setbacks,
what we did was that we made an
effort to recycle.”

The legislature is about to fix some-
thing that has made no logical sense,
will make Tennessee a safer place to
live, and won't cost taxpayers a penny.
Seriously.

Right now, a convicted petty thief in
Tennessee — someone who steals less
than $1,000 worth of stuff — will serve
time in the slammer. At the same time,
someone who robs you at gunpoint will
probably serve less than a third of his
prison sentence.

It's a system that allows the scariest
bad guys to see prison doors as an
amusement park turnstile. Instead of
serving eight years, they serve just
over two. And the numbers do not lie:
when they get out, almost every one of
them will commit another violent
crime.

"We have 600 people in jail cells that
have committed crimes of $1,000 or
less," said Rep. Gary Odom, sponsor of
a bill that would keep armed robbers in
prison longer.

"Meanwhile, we've got someone who
put a gun in someone's face, who will
end up serving two years and a few
months. We don't have enough jail cells
to keep the guy who committed armed
robbery in a cell. It should be the most
violent offenders we have in cells and
not petty thieves."

Green jobs and careers - how and where to find
them

A natural extension of pursuing a green life at home, for
many, is to seek employment more in line with their environ-
mental views.

I've been fortunate enough to work in green-type jobs for
nearly a decade now and fell into a green-oriented career by
accident — if there's any such thing.

What is a green job anyway?

Green collar employment often stirs up visions of solar pan-
els and wind turbines. While it's very true that green ¢ areers
are heavily based on sustainability concepts and often aroun d
cutting edge, high tech equipment, it doesn't necessaril y
mean they are about these themes all the time. It's just a
matter of perception.

For example, it could be said that any employment that in-
volves telecommuting is a green job, as commuting to and
from work daily involves a substantial environmental impa ct
(unless you ride a bicycle or walk, of course). Working in a
recycling center on a sorting line is a very green job to my
way of thinking — and by the way, cheers to all those folk s
engaged in that sort of work — you are environmental heroes!

Making your own job a green one

Something to consider if you're loathe to change jobs, is to
help the company you work with "go green". Many companies
are switching on to the concept of green business being good

business and the triple bottom line,
but they just need some help to
find their way. By identifying is-

sues within the company you work
for and presenting solutions, you
never know — you may wind up
becoming that company's first En-
vironmental Officer!

A word of advice — do this initial
footwork on your own time,
not the company's — just in
case. Some employers may
not take too kindly to you
performing unauthorised
tasks on the company's
dime. Also, be careful in
how you present the infor-
mation. Approach it from
an "I'd like to suggest"
style rather than "thou
shalt". Very important,
don't just focus on the
warm and fuzzy tree-
hugger aspects, but also
bottom line stuff — how
going green could save the
company money.

Gaining green employ-
ment is often a journey
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As mentioned, | found my green career path some-
what by accident. | have no formal qualifications in ar -
eas related to topics such as renewable energy, and |
certainly don't have what's commonly known as a
"Green MBA". Heck, | didn't even finish high school,
and the first 10 years of my post-school life was a haz e
consisting mainly of getting into trouble, doing jobs
here and there and certainly nothing glamorous.

My background since the mid '90s was computers
(pretty much self taught), then moving on to online
marketing and web site content development (also self
taught). In 2001, | began working for an online service
with an owner who was environmentally conscious. We
simply started weaving some of those leanings into day-
to-day business, and in the process | was starting to
establish a little green street-cred.

Around four years later, | started Green Living Tips,
as the green bug had really bit me in a big way. | was
horrified by what | was learning about our modern life-
styles and fascinated with solutions. | also started a
project to clean up and monitor local bushland.

Shortly afterwards, consultancy jobs relating to vari-
ous green businesses started being offered to me — and
it wasn't just my "green" activities business owners
were interested in; it was also my previous history re-
lated to the online world. The fact | understood green
living concepts was a bonus, as they knew | would go
about activities a little differently to traditional ap-
proaches.

Aside from Green Living Tips and a few other online
projects, | now currently consult for a renewable energy
company on a pretty much full-time basis, from home.

While I'm not saying you should start up a Green-
Living-Tips-type site as a magic bullet solution if you
don't have relevant qualifications, if you run a blog or
web site like so many people do these days, don't let
your green candle be hidden under a bushel — strut
your stuff, demonstrate your knowledge, express your
passion. If you don't have a site or blog, consider getting
involved in community environmental projects. Aside
from the good you'll do, it may also help you make con-
nections.

Doing these things may not see employers beating a
path to your door, but you'll have something to show
them when you beat a path to theirs that demonstrates
your interest isn't just a passing fad.

Think also about your current skill set and how that
could be useful to a green business or sector. Weave the
transferability of your skills into your CV [curriculum
vitae (Latin for "course of life"), a/k/a a résumé] and
application letters.

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Requirements
target potent
and persistent
greenhouse
gases

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) is proposing to include additional emis-
sions sources in its first-ever national manda-
tory greenhouse gas (GHG) reporting system.
The data from these sectors will provide a bet-
ter understanding of where GHGs are coming
from and will help EPA and businesses develop
effective policies and programs to reduce emis-
sions.

“Gathering this information is the first step
toward reducing greenhouse emissions and fos-
tering innovative technologies for the clean en-
ergy future,” said EPA Administrator Lisa P.
Jackson. “It's especially important to track po-
tent gases like methane, which traps more than
20 times as much heat as carbon and acceler-
ates climate change. Once we know where we
must act, American innovators and entrepre-
neurs can develop new technologies to protect
our atmosphere and fight climate change.”

EPA finalized the first-ever mandatory green-
house gas reporting requirement in October of
2009. That rule required 31 industry sectors,
covering 85 percent of total U.S. GHG emis-
sions, to track and report their emissions.

In addition to those 31 industries, the agency
is now proposing to collect emissions data from
the oil and natural gas sector, industries that
emit fluorinated gases, and from facilities that
inject and store carbon dioxide (CO2) under-
ground for the purposes of geologic sequestra-
tion or enhanced oil and gas recovery. Methane
is the primary GHG emitted from oil and natu-
ral gas systems and is more than 20 times as
potent as CO2 at warming the atmosphere,
while fluorinated gases are even stronger and
can stay in the atmosphere for thousands of
years. Data collected from facilities that inject
CO2 underground would enable EPA to track
the amount of CO2 that is injected and in some
cases require a monitoring strategy for detect-
ing potential emissions to the atmosphere.

The data will also allow businesses to track
their own emissions, compare them to similar
facilities, and identify cost effective ways to
reduce their emissions in the future.

Lawmakers tackle crime as flurry of bills
progress through legislative process

A flurry of bills began to move through the State Senate
committee process this week, including legislation getting
tough on crime. Meanwhile, the Senate Finance Commit-
tee received an update on the state’s revenue collections
and growth estimates in preparation for its work on the
budget.

For the 22nd consecutive month, Tennessee’s revenue
collections continued to fall short of budgeted estimates in
March, according to Finance Commissioner Dave Goetz
who appeared before the Senate Finance Committee this
week. The overall March revenues were $776.5 million,
which is $11.7 million less than the state budgeted. G oetz
told committee members that they see some improvement
in major items, like automobile sales, but until they s ee
clear signs that the economy is recovering, they will con-
tinue to make budget decisions based on what “we’re ex-

periencing in Tennessee.”
Year-to-date  collec-
tions for eight months
were $244.1 million less
than the budgeted esti-
mate. The general fund
was under collected by
$205.0 million and the
four other funds were
under-collected by $39.1
million. Goetz told the
committee that Gover-
nor Bredesen will pre-
sent a budget amend-
ment to lawmakers
within a week.
“l am very concerned
about our state revenue
collections,” said Fi-
nance Chairman Randy

McNally. “The best course of action would be to choose a
conservative course.”

State Comptroller Justin Wilson also presented the
state’s Funding Board estimates for the current and up-
coming fiscal year to the Finance Committee. For the fis -
cal year ending June 30, 2010, the Funding Board expects
the revenue growth rates to be negative, ranging between -
1.77 percent and -1.29 percent for total tax revenues and
between -2.31 percent to -1.78 percent for the state’s gen-
eral fund, the primary funding source for state govern-
ment's general operations. However, the Board projects
some improvement for the 2010-2011 fiscal year that will
begin July 1 with projections for a positive growth rate
ranging between 1.73 percent and 1.98 percent. The Fund-
ing Board also anticipates a positive growth rate for the
general fund between 2.05 percent and 2.30 percent.

Lawmakers act on several anti-crime bills

DUI / Interlock devices — State Senators acted on several
bills this week to get tougher on crime, including approva |
in the Finance Committee of legislation that would in-
crease the use of ignition interlock devices to curb the
number of alcohol-related car crashes in Tennessee. Sen-
ate Bill 2965, sponsored by Senator Mae Beavers (R-Mt.
Juliet), requires the use of the devices if the offender has a
blood or breath alcohol concentration of .15 percent or
higher; is accompanied by a person under 18 years of age;
or, violates the present implied consent laws. It also pr o-
vides that those convicted of drunk driving from under A5
with the option to install an interlock device instead of
being geographically restricted by the court.

Interlock devices are small pieces of equipment attached
to the steering wheel of a car with a tube that the driver
must breathe into in order to allow the ignition to
start. The current alcohol ignition interlock technology
makes it easier for courts to require drunk drivers to uti -
ize the device. Studies show the devices have been very
successful in curbing drunk driving.

Courts often restrict those convicted of drunk driving to
traveling only to work and home. The restriction routes
can be difficult for law enforcement officers to moni-
tor. Officers would easily be able to see if a convicted of-
fender has a court-ordered interlock device, which would
be installed at the offender’s expense.

As of January, 2,743 Tennessee driver's license holders
had an interlock restriction, while 580 license holders h  ad
an interlock device installed. Eight other states already
have laws that require DUI offenders to install interlock
devices if they register .15 or higher. The National Tra ns-
portation Safety Board has urged Tennessee to pass a
more uniform and mandatory system for installation of
interlock devices for those convicted of drunk driving.

Dogs used as weapons -- The Senate Judiciary Commit-
tee approved legislation to prohibit those convicted of a
violent felony, a felony drug offense, or an animal cruelty
offense from owning or being in control of a vicious or po-
tentially vicious dog for ten years after completion of their
sentence or parole supervision. The bill, Senate Bill 55 5
sponsored by Senate Majority Leader Mark Norris (R-
Collierville), also requires that any dog in their posse  ssion
be spayed or neutered to reduce the use of the animal as a
violent weapon.

The bill is one of several measures proposed to attack
gang and drug violence by providing law enforcement with
another tool to combat crime. Expert testimony confirmed
that a majority of criminals involved with drugs and m eth
labs use vicious dogs to protect them from law enforce-
ment. About 80 percent of the dogs used by criminals are
males that have not been neutered which makes them

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Get Money for Recycling

Looking for some spare change? With the many compa-
nies cropping up that offer cash or services in exchange
for your used goods, it's time to start thinking of recycl ing
as the new couch cushions.

With a little effort, everything from books to cookie
wrappers can be traded in for goods or cash.

Here are several ideas to help you responsibly recycle
and make a little money at the same time.

Glass bottles and aluminum cans

In states with bottle bills, you can redeem many of the
cans and bottles you buy for cash, usually 5-10 cents a
bottle. You pay the deposit when you buy the product, so
redeeming these empties is a great way to recycle, while
putting a little change back in your pocket.

If you don’t have a container deposit law in your state,
check out the Container Recycling Institute’s Bottle Bill
Toolkit for tips on lobbying for one.

E-waste

Because of the materials used to make electronics such
as lead, mercury and brominated flame retardants, it is
important to keep as much of the estimated 2.5 million-
plus tons of e-waste out of the waste stream.

What’s more, many of the materials necessary in cell
phone production, such as coltan, are rare and the need
for them is the cause for conflict in countries where they
are mined. Whether the materials used to make electron-
ics are abundant or not, it is more efficient to reuse these
resources than to mine, process and ship new ones.

Fortunately, there are easy ways to be sure your e-
waste is recycled properly, and some companies will even
pay for your e-waste.

BuyMyTronics will do just what the name implies. Com-
panies like BuyMyTronics, Gazelle, YouRenew buy every-
thing from cell phones to laptops. What's more, most of
these types of companies offer the option to put your recy-
cled electronic bucks towards the charity of your choice.

Office supply stores like Staples will pay a few dollars f  or
each printer or toner cartridge returned for recycling.
These cartridges can be refilled and reused, so most manu-
facturers are eager to have them returned.

While some companies won't give you money for your e-
waste, several will pick it up for a nominal fee. In New
York City, The 4th Bin will collect everything from com -
puters to cell phones. Also, the company only works with
ISO 14001 certified partners to make sure all e-waste is
recycled responsibly. Greendisk is a similar mail-in serv  ice
that accepts e-waste for recycling.

No matter where you recycle your e-waste, keep in mind
that the recyclers are following the standards laid out by
the e-Stewards Initiative.

Books, CDs and DVDs

While you can always resell your used books or CDs on
the web or at your local used book or CD store, another
great way to get exactly the book or CD you want is by
using a swapping service such as PaperBackSwap or
SwapTree.

For each book you mail out at your expense, you get a
credit that you can use to order one of the thousands of
books listed on the services’ sites.

Clothing

Many secondhand or consignment shops will buy your
used clothing and furniture. Stores like Buffalo Exchang e,
which has locations across the country, will give you cas h
or store credit to use toward the latest new-to-you outfit.

Trash to Cash

Thanks to innovative entrepreneurs who are
working to find new ways to make products
out of wrappers formerly known as waste,
there are more and more opportunities to
both reduce your personal garbage output
and make a little extra cash.

Terracycle has set up brigades all over the
country that allow groups and nonprofits to
collect everything from energy bar wrappers
to empty scotch tape rolls and turn them in
for cash. Terracycle takes this “trash” and
uses it to produce a varied line of new prod-
ucts, which includes everything from toys to
trash cans.

Also, Recyclebank partners with cities and
towns to measure and reward residents for
recycling. Residents receive credits toward
partner businesses based on the amount they
recycle.

get him to reply to the commission before
taking more aggressive action.

An issue brought up by Grindstaff involved
the potential 'undoing' of a commission action
taken several years ago, in which Hardin
Synder Road, in the Shouns area, was taken
off the county road list. The road was re-
moved by vote of a previous commission and
is not now a county road although there are
ten residential units on it, school buses are
allowed to go on it (because of language ex-
pressly included in the previous closure or-
der) and mail is delivered to it.

Mayor Dick Grayson, speaking on behalf of
the Airport Commission, reported that the
final issues with the new hangar are near
resolution and it should be ready to use in a
few days. Cockett interjected that he had
observed four jet visits to the airport in a sin-
gle day recently and pointed out that the air-
port was becoming a major asset to the
county.

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rate and a high percentage of taxes dues were already
paid.

The commission quickly moved to accept the display pro-
vided by the Tennessee National Guard and approve its
placement in the courthouse (this is the large picture de-
scribed in last month's county commission article).

number of excuses as to why he was not able to bring
them. Then later, the victim received information indicat-
ing Dickens did not own any sheep; the sheep belonged to
his neighbor, and the sheep were not for sale. Further in-
vestigation revealed Dickens intended to sell the sheep to
the victim, even though the sheep did not belong to him.

In February 2010 a report was filed stating Dickens
wrote a check to the victim. Dickens stated he owed the
victim $105 for lime. He had a check for $298 and want ed
the victim to give him the remaining cash. The victim di  d
not remember Dickens owing him any money.

In March 2010, a report was filed for criminal imper-
sonation. The victim stated Kevin Dickens contacted his
wife, saying he needed to speak to the victim. Later, Dick-
ens called back and said his name was Doug Wilson. He
asked if the victim wanted to buy some cattle. The victi m
advised Dickens he did not need any cattle.

Then Dickens asked the victim if he wanted to buy a pair
of shotguns for $200. Dickens said he had a friend going to
Texas in the morning, and the victim was the only one that
could purchase the shotguns at that price. The victim got
the money and went to Dickens’ residence to pick him up.
They went to Doe Valley Market because Dickens said he
needed to use the restroom. The victim said he did not stay
in the market long enough to use the restroom. When
Dickens came out of the market, he said the man selling
the shotguns was behind Doe Valley Market at the Doe
Valley Storage. Once they arrived at the storage area, a
woman was waving at Dickens. He got out of the vehicle
and approached her. Dickens spoke to her, then came back
to the vehicle and said he did not know her. Then Dickens
made a call on his cell phone. He said the man sellingt he
shotguns was going back to Swift Hollow Road. Once they
arrived at the residence, no one was home and they waited
45 minutes across the street for the individual to get ho  me.
When the subject arrived, Dickens got out of the vehicle
and walked up to the residence. The victim stated that
Dickens was gone for about an hour and when he came
back he told the victim he lost the money and could not
pay for the shotguns or return the money.

In another incident, Dickens stated he purchased a hay
bailer for $300 and the victim could purchase the hay
bailer for $100, but the victim did not get the hay bai  ler.

Also in March of 2010 an individual came to the sheriff's
department to report a scam. The victim stated amanwh o
identified himself as Kevin Wilson needed to borrow some
money. He said his baby was sick and needed oxygen. The
victim told the subject he thought his name was Kevin
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Jack Proffitt, was whether or not the county would be pro-
tected in case of oil or toxic material leakage. Cockett re-
plied that the proposed lease did hold the county harmles s
against environment issues.

The victim never received the TV or the
four tires, and his money was never returned to him.

Later, officers responded to a residence located on Mill-
creek Road. The victim stated he had purchased cattle
from Dickens. The victim received information that Dick-
ens had sold his cattle to another individual. The vict im
confronted Dickens about selling the cattle and he stated
he did not sell the cattle. However, Dickens told the victi m
he was going to endanger the cattle, which the victim took
as be a threat towards the cattle he purchased. The victi m
never received his money or cattle from Dickens.

Lastly, a victim from North Carolina came to the sheriff' S
office and filed a report of fraud by Dickens. The victim
stated that Dickens came to his place of business and sai d
he owed him $38.95 because his brother charged some
items. Dickens had a check for $300. The victim gave Dic k-
ens the change back out of the check. Dickens told the vic-
tim he had a lawn mower, plow, and disk for sale. The vic-
tim told him he would buy them and gave him $400 cash
for the equipment. Dickens called the victim, asking him
to come to Mountain City, and said he would help load the
equipment. The victim went to a designated location, but
Dickens never arrived. The victim called Dickens, who con-
tinued to make excuses as to why he did not bring the
equipment. The victim said if Dickens did not return his
money, he was going to file a warrant for him. Dickens
never brought the equipment to him or returned the
money.

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weigh in on the assessment. Vitter's spokesman,
Joel DiGrado, told the media that "because of the
FEMA trailer debacle, we need to get absolutely reli-
able information to the public about formaldehyde
risk as soon as possible."

Vitter’s ties to the formaldehyde industry are well
known. According to Talking Points Memo [2], his
election campaign received about $20,500 last year
from companies that produce large amounts of for-
maldehyde waste in Louisiana. But ProPublica
found that Vitter actually took in nearly twice that
amount if contributions from other companies, trade
groups and lobbyists with interests in formaldehyde
regulation are included. Among those contributors is
Charles Grizzle, a top-paid lobbyist [3] for the For-
maldehyde Council, an industry trade group that
had long sought [4] a National Academy review of
the chemical.

Congress stalled the formaldehyde risk assessment
once before. In 2004, Sen. James Inhofe, R-Okla.,
persuaded [5] (PDF) the EPA to delay it, even
though preliminary findings from a National Cancer
Institute study had already linked formaldehyde to
leukemia. Inhofe insisted that the EPA wait for a
more "robust set of findings" from the institute.

Koch Industries, a large chemical manufacturer
and one of Inhofe’s biggest campaign contributors
[6], gave [7]Inhofe $6,000 that year. That same year
Koch bought two pulp mills [8] from Georgia-Pacific,
a major formaldehyde producer and one of the
world’s largest plywood manufacturers. The next
year Koch bought all of Georgia-Pacific.

The "more robust" findings that Inhofe asked for
weren't released until five years later — in May 2009
— and they reinforced [9] the 2004 findings. Of the
nearly 25,000 workers the National Cancer Institute
had tracked for 30 years, those exposed to higher
amounts of formaldehyde had a 37 percent greater
risk of death [10] from blood and lymphatic cancers
and a 78 percent greater risk of leukemia than those
exposed to lower amounts.

The Formaldehyde Council immediately released a
statement [11] disputing those findings and calling
for a full review by the National Academy of Sci-
ences. Such an evaluation could take as long as four
years, according to an EPA spokesperson.

But this time it wasn't Inhofe who stepped in on
the industry’s behalf, but Vitter, who like Inhofe sits
on the Environment and Public Works Committee.

On the day the study came out, Grizzle, the For-
maldehyde Council lobbyist, donated $2,400 [12] to
Vitter's re-election campaign, the maximum [13] an
individual can give to a federal candidate in a singl e
election cycle. Grizzle didn’t respond to phone calls
and e-mails asking for comment for this story.

Grizzle started his own lobbying firm in 1993, after
serving as an EPA assistant administrator in the
late 1980s. He joined George W. Bush’s transition
team [14] in 2001, and raised more than [15]
$500,000 for Bush’s 2004 campaign, earning the title
of fundraising "pioneer." A Philadelphia Inquirer
investigation [16] found that Grizzle used his friend-
ship with Bush aide Karl Rove to help get Stephen
Johnson the job as assistant administrator for the
Office of Prevention, Pesticides and Toxic Sub-
stances at EPA. When Johnson went on to lead the
EPA, he changed the risk assessment system so
other federal agencies could comment more fre-
qguently and forcefully on the EPA'’s science, a move
that prolonged the process. In the waning days of
the Bush administration, Johnson asked the Na-
tional Academy of Sciences to do a full review of the
formaldehyde assessment.
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DiGrado, Vitter's spokes-
man, didn’'t respond to ques-
tions about Vitter's ties to
the industry. Instead,
he sent ProPublica copies
of two letters. One showed
that three Democratic law-
makers [17] also wanted the
review. The other letter was
written by an EPA official
in the final week of the
Bush administration, say-
ing that the agency would
"seek input" from the acad-
emy.
Several public health ex-
perts interviewed by Pro-
Publica think the industry’s
goal is to delay the assess-
ment as long as possible
and to undermine the credi-
bility of the EPA’s chemical
risk assessment program.
"This gives the appear-
ance of another congress-
man being more interested
in industry than the health
of the public," said Dr. Peter
Infante, a former director of
the Office of Carcinogen
Identification and Classifi-
cation at the Occupational
Safety and Health Admini-
stration. "The public should
not think that because a
government document is
undergoing NAS review,
that that review is going to
be competent.”
Other public health ex-
perts point to the National
Academy’s recent review
[18] of the EPA’'s assess-
ment of perchloroethylene,
or PCE, as an example of
how additional studies can
drag out the assessment
process.
PCE is used in dry clean-
ing and is found in high
concentrations at military
bases. Like formaldehyde, it
has been linked to leuke-
mia, and the EPA has been
trying to update the chemi-
cal’'s assessment since 1998.
In 2008 the agency submit-
ted its findings to the Na-
tional Academy, and in Feb-
ruary the academy sent the
assessment back to the EPA with a long list of questions. Al-
though the academy agreed with the EPA’s conclusion that P CE
was a "likely" carcinogen, it suggested that the safet y standards
should be significantly weaker than those the EPA had propo  sed.
The EPA is now responding to the academy’s comments.
Democrats [19] in Congress and public health watchdogs have
criticized the academy in the past for being slanted towa rd in-
dustry, because some of the scientists who serve on its review
panels have written studies paid for by chemical companie s
whose products they are evaluating. An academy spokeswoma n
said it thoroughly vets its panelists and has strict financial con-
flict of interest rules.

Vitter began his push for a National Academy review of
formaldehyde in a June 29 letter [20] to the EPA. It in-
cluded a list of questions about the formaldehyde assess-
ment and urged the EPA to ask the National Academy [21]
to weigh in on it, according to documents ProPublica ob-
tained through a Freedom of Information Act request.

The EPA responded on July 8, defending its plan to have
the assessment reviewed by its own external peer review
panel, the Scientific Advisory Board. The letter noted that
the advisory board could do the review in 12 to 16 months
for about $200,000, while the average National Academy
review takes 18 to 24 months and costs $800,000 to $1 mi |-
lion.

In September, two more major scientific reviews raised
concerns about the dangers of formaldehyde. The Interna-
tional Agency for Research on Cancer, a division of the
World Health Organization, concluded it had enough evi-
dence [22] (PDF) to show that formaldehyde exposure can
cause leukemia. And the National Toxicology Program
changed its categorization of formaldehyde [23] from
“reasonably anticipated to be a carcinogen” to "known car-
cinogen."

But Vitter continued pressuring the EPA for more re-
view.

On Sept. 23, he confirmed to reporters that he had placed
a hold on the nomination of Paul Anastas, the Obama ad-
ministration’s choice to head the EPA’s Office of Research
and Development. He said he wouldn't release the hold
until the EPA agreed to send the formaldehyde assess-
ment to the National Academy. To smooth the way for that
review, he tried to add an amendment [24] (PDF) to an
EPA appropriations bill mandating that the agency set
aside $1 million for a National Academy review. Grizzle,
the Formaldehyde Council lobbyist, worked to get support
for the amendment, according to one of his lobbying disclo-
sure forms [25] (PDF). (The amendment wasn't included in
the final bill.)

On Sept. 24 EPA chief Lisa Jackson met with Vitter and
offered a compromise: She would ask the National Acad-
emy for its advice on the formaldehyde assessment.

That same day, an EPA spokeswoman told the New Or-
leans Times-Picayune that the chemical didn’'t need more
review [26], and that the EPA was ready to begin finaliz-
ing its assessment.

"This is not the time for more delay," said EPA spokes-
woman Adora Andy.

There’s still a long way to go to make a real dent in this
problem, considering the fact that HFCS is used in liter-
ally thousands of food products, including items you'd
never suspect to be loaded with added sugars.
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But Vitter didn’t budge.

In November, a political action committee created by the
American Chemistry Council, whose members include for-
maldehyde producers Hexion Specialty Chemicals and Du-
Pont, gave Vitter [27] a $2,500 campaign contribution,  in
addition to the $1,500 it had given him earlier in the year
On Dec. 2, Koch Industries gave Vitter's political act ion
committee a check [28] for $5,000. On Dec. 7, Grizzle gave
Vitter [29] (PDF) $200. On Dec. 17, the Society of th e Plas-
tics Industry, which represents formaldehyde manufactur -
ers BASF and DuPont, hosted a fundraiser [30] for Vitter
at its headquarters, recommending donations of $1,000 per
person.

On Dec. 23, Vitter got what he wanted. Jackson agreed
to send the study to the National Academy. Butin alett  er
Jackson sent to the Formaldehyde Council [31] that day,
she indicated it would not be the exhaustive study the in-
dustry had pushed for but would instead be done under a
"compressed timeframe." Dr. Peter Preuss, who heads the
EPA'’s chemical risk assessment program, said it will  likely
be completed in a year.

Vitter removed his hold on Anastas’ nomination on
Christmas Eve, and the Formaldehyde Council released a
statement [32] praising his work.

"Overcoming the agency's intransigence in engaging NAS
on formaldehyde would have been impossible without the
timely intervention of U.S. Senator David Vitter," Betsy
Natz, the council’s executive director, said in the news re-
lease. The statement said Jackson had contacted the coun-
cil directly to notify it of the news.

Last month the National Academy began gathering pub-
lic comments about the 13 scientists it has selected for th e
formaldehyde panel. The Natural Resources Defense
Council, an environmental advocacy group, has already
written a letter [33] raising questions about two of the ca  n-
didates. One worked for the Hamner Institute, an indus-
try-supported laboratory that lists the Formaldehyde
Council as one of its sponsors. The other worked for more
than a decade at Dow Chemical, which is a member of the
Formaldehyde Council and has contributed to Vitter's
campaigns.

On March 24, Grizzle, the Formaldehyde Council lobby-
ist, co-hosted a fundraiser [34]for Vitter at the Capitol Hill
Club, an exclusive Republican gathering place. The sug-
gested donation was $1,000 per person.

National Environmental Education Week

The 2010 National Environmental Education Week, led
by a CDC partner, will address the issues of water and
energy conservation through the theme "Be Water and

The researchers found only 19 percent of adults with
NAFLD reported no intake of fructose-containing bever-
ages, while 52 percent consumed between one and six serv-
ings a week and 29 percent consumed fructose-containing
beverages on a daily basis.

An increase in consumption of fructose appeared to be
correlated to increased liver fibrosis in patients with

"We have identified an environmental risk factor that
may contribute to the metabolic syndrome of insulin resis -
tance and the complications of the metabolic syndrome,
including liver injury,” Abdelmalek said.” [Emphasis
mine.]

These findings confirm those from a previous study pub-
lished in 2008 in the Journal of Hepatology, which con-
cluded that “the pathogenic mechanism underlying the
development of NAFLD may be associated with excessive
dietary fructose consumption.”

The findings of a third study, published in this month’ s
issue of Kidney International, also support this hypothesi  s.
After following up on nearly 16, 000 people over the
course of three to nine years, the risk of chronic kidney
disease increased by over 150 percent in those who con-
sumed more than one soft drink per day. However, the

researchers were careful to mention that their longitudinal
analyses did not support the theory that HFCS-sweetened
soda consumption induced renal damage.

To raise awareness of the Earth’s diminishing biodiver-
sity, Maya Lin created “What is Missing?”, a Web site
scheduled to launch on Earth Day that will compile photo-
graphs, videos and information from her various art exh -
bitions.

All of her sculptures share an environmental theme that
serve collectively as a digital memorial to the species and
habitats we have already lost.

These installations range from the Listening Cone, a per-
manent sculpture that contains sound and text, to a bill-
board video featuring a five-minute movie that shows im-
ages of extinct and endangered species.

The billboard video will be broadcast in cities across th e
world on Earth Day, and has already won a highly coveted
position on MTV’s billboard in Times Square.

Perhaps the most haunting of Lin’s exhibitions is a crea-
tion she calls The Empty Room, which is a traveling show
where visitors will actually be able to catch and hold ont o
projected images drifting in mid-air. Species featured
range from songbirds to whales, while each panel will in-
clude information that viewers can read.

more aggressive. The dogs often roam freely, posing a particu lar danger
to children and the elderly.
“We have made progress in addressing about 60 percent of th ese kinds

of crimes,” said Norris, who sponsored two major ‘Crooks with  Guns’
laws approved by the General Assembly over the past several years to
get tough on crimes involving weapons. “These dogs are trai ned to be

weapons against law enforcement. They can also come in conta ct with
children and the elderly, who are particularly vulnerable to at-
tack. This legislation gives law enforcement another toolt o combat vio-
lent crime.”

Armed Robbers -- Similarly, a bill to strengthen penalt ies against
armed robbers was debated in the Senate Finance Committee this
week. The legislation, Senate Bill 3431, would more than d ouble the
minimum amount of time served for aggravated robbery.

Presently, armed robbers convicted on a first offense can rec eive up to
eight years in jail, but the 30 percent requirement places  the actual sen-
tence at less than three years. This legislation would in  crease the per-
centage of jail time for these armed offenders from 30 percent to 74 per-
cent.

To ensure there is prison space, the bill would sentence those con-
victed of non-violent property crimes under $1,000 to com munity correc-
tions, with more intensive supervision instead of jail time.

“This allows us to that we use our limited jail space wisel vy to house
the worst offenders who are a danger to the public,” added N orris. “The

crime through intense supervision in commu-
nity corrections.”

Debate on the bill will continue in the Fi-
nance Committee next week.

Bail / Mental Health Crisis -- The Senate
Judiciary Committee approved legislation
requiring law enforcement officers who be-
lieve a defendant arrested for an offense
against a person poses a substantial likeli-
hood of serious harm to request an examina-
tion of the defendant by a member of the
Community Mental Health Crisis Response
Service within 12 hours. The bill, Senate Bill
3439, is sponsored by Senator Jim Tracy (R-
Murfreesboro).

“The bill arises from a Rutherford County
tragedy last November, when a woman was
beaten by her son after he had been arrested
for assault,” said Senator Tracy. “The son
had a long history of mental illness. This hill
works to avert such tragedies from occurring
again.”

Meth labs -- In other Judiciary Committee
action, members approved legislation de-
signed to protect the public from being
harmed by the ill effects of entering a house
or building that has been used as a meth
lab. The bill makes it a Class B misde-
meanor offense to knowingly inhabit a prop-
erty quarantined by law enforcement due to
the manufacture of methamphetamine
within the structure, unless that person is
part of the official police investigation. The
bill, Senate Bill 2969, is sponsored by Sena-
tor Diane Black (R-Gallatin).

Cruelty to Animals -- Legislation that
would strengthen penalties against those
who are convicted of animal cruelty was ap-
proved by the full Senate on final considera-
tion this week. The bill makes violation of a
judge’s order connected with animal cruelty
conviction a Class A misdemeanor, which
carries up to a one-year jail sentence and a
$2,500 fine. It also provides that second and
subsequent cruelty to animal convictions

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would be considered a Class E felony with a one- to six-
year prison sentence and up to $3,000 in fines.

Currently, a judge in Tennessee can issue a special order
that bans persons convicted of animal cruelty from ownin g
an animal again. However, the law does not prescribe
penalties to allow prosecutors or judges to punish offend-
ers.

“The current law does not have any teeth,” said Senator
Bill Ketron (R-Murfreesboro), sponsor of the bill. “There is
nothing to punish those who commit this crime from abu  s-
ing again.”

The link between animal cruelty and other forms of vio-
lence is a national concern. For example, the practice of
dog fighting is commonly linked to illegal drug and weap -
ons violations, gambling, aggravated assault and gang v io-
lence.

The bill, Senate Bill 3540, now goes to the governor for
his signature before becoming law.

Sentencing / Juvenile offenders — Judges could consider
serious felonies committed by a repeat offender as a juve-
nile upon sentencing under legislation passed by the full
Senate this week. The legislation, Senate Bill 3314 spon-
sored by Senator Brian Kelsey (R-Germantown) allows a
judge to consider Class A and Class B felony convictions
that the repeat offender committed as a juvenile which
would be added to the presentencing report for considera-
tion along with any other adult convictions.

“It's time to start locking up criminals who continue to
commit serious crimes,” said Kelsey. “That's the only wa vy
we can make our communities safer places to live.”

Sex Offenders / Physicians -- The full Senate approved a
House Amendment and sent to the governor legislation to
require the Board of Medical Examiners to deny the appli-
cation for licensure or revoke the license of a physician
convicted of an offense which requires registration as a
violent sexual offender. The bill, Senate Bill 3362 spon-
sored by Senator Diane Black (R-Gallatin), provides for
communications between the Tennessee Bureau of Investi-
gation’s (TBI) Sex Offender Registry and the Board of
Medical Examiners within 30 days to assure notification is
given. It also requires the Medical Examiners make sure
that no existing physician is currently listed on the Re  gis-
try. If a physician is on the Sex Offender Registry, bu tis
not listed as a violent offender, they can still practice a s
long as there is no patient contact, under the amended
bill. The bill also gives due process to allow physician s the
opportunity to contest a finding by giving evidence to the
Board that they were not the person convicted.

Bill would protect Tennesseans from foreign defamation
judgments by terrorists

State Senator Bill Ketron (R-Murfreesboro) guided pas-
sage of Senate Bill 3589 through the Judiciary Committee
this week. The measure relates to grounds for non-
recognition of foreign defamation judgments, closely re-
sembling a similar law that was passed by the New York
Legislature on the matter.

The bill would help in the fight against a tactic known as
“Libel Tourism” which results from defamation lawsuits
filed against authors critical of individuals with kn own
ties to terrorist organizations like al Qaeda and Hamas.
The lawsuits have been finding their way into foreign
courts. Ketron’s legislation ensures that Tennessee Courts
have the ability not to recognize a foreign judgment, if that
country’s laws protecting free speech and the free press
are not at least as protective as freedoms provided in the
constitutions of Tennessee and United States.

“This bill protects all Tennesseans’ fundamental rightt o
the freedom of speech and the press without fear of repri-
sal from foreign courts,” said Senator Ketron.

Senate passes legislation to help homeowners avoid fore-
closure

The Senate has approved legislation sponsored by Sena-
tor Doug Overbey (R-Maryville) that would provide assis-
tance to homeowners who are about to lose their home due
to non-payment and gives them the opportunity to contact
their lender in an effort to avoid foreclosure. The bill, Sen-
ate Bill 3519, requires that a new simple and easy to un-
derstand notice be sent to homeowners when they fall be-
hind or become delinquent in their mortgage payments to
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help them find a resolution or to see if there are any gov -
ernmental programs available to avoid a foreclosure sale.

“The notice gives them the best advice anyone can get in
this situation,” said Senator Overbey. “This is to cont act
the lender who may have ways to mitigate the situation i  f
they know the homeowner's situation. The notice also
points the borrower to the various federal loan modifica-
tion programs which might be available to them. It is a
timely bill given where we are in the current state of the
economy and the high number of foreclosures.”

Tennessee ranked 26th in the nation in February accord-
ing to Realty Trac Inc.'s U.S. Foreclosure Market Re-
port. The state has consistently ranked among states wit h
the highest number of foreclosures for the past decade.

The legislation requires that a lender, trustee, or other
creditor send the debtor a notice of the right to foreclose no
less than 60 days prior to the first publication of a not  ice of
a foreclosure sale of a deed of trust, mortgage, or other| ien
securing the payment on an owner-occupied residence. The
notice must contain sufficient information to allow the
debtor to contact the lender to discuss options available to
the debtor. If the trustee determines at the time of the sal e
that notice of the right to foreclose was not sent to the
debtor as required, the debtor may request postponement
of the sale for 30 to 60 additional days to allow time
needed to examine other possible resolutions.

The bill now goes to Governor Phil Bredesen for his sig-
nature.

Legislation prohibiting taxpayer-funded coverage for
abortion arising from federal healthcare bill wins unani-
mous approval in Senate Commerce Committee

The Senate Commerce Committee approved legislation
sponsored by Senate Republican Caucus Chairman Diane
Black (R-Gallatin) that would prohibit taxpayer-funded
coverage for abortion services in Tennessee associated
with the federal healthcare bill passed by Congress last
month. The bill, Senate Bill 2686, prohibits any health
care plan established pursuant to federal health care re-
form legislation enacted by the 111th United States Con-
gress from offering coverage for abortion services.

“l am very pleased that we received unanimous support
for this bill in the Commerce Committee today,” said Sena -
tor Black. “We have worked for years to ensure that tax-
payer money is not used for abortion services in Tennes-
see. We must fight back against this overreach of federal
power.”

Black maintains an Executive Order signed by President
Obama as part of an agreement to gain the votes of a key
block of anti-abortion Democrats as the price for the mas-
sive federal health care law, will not stop federal fundin g
of the procedure.

“We are not comfortable that the Executive Order will
stand up to protect the life of the unborn,” added
Black. “It does not fix the fact that this federal healt  h care
law clearly allows for the funding of elective abortions.
Therefore, we must take every action possible to protect
Tennessee from being a part of a plan that allows for fu nd-
ing abortions.”

The bill was approved in the House of Representatives on
final consideration on Monday by a vote of 70 to 23. It now
goes to the Senate floor for final consideration before going
to the governor for his signature.

In Brief.....

TNInvestco — Legislation sponsored by Senator Doug
Overbey (R-Maryville) was approved by the Senate Com-
merce Committee to expand the TNInvestco tax credit pro-
gram by $80 million to include four additional particip ants
already selected as alternates in the new program. The
Committee also added further improvements to the bill,
Senate Bill 3049, to increase transparency and account-
ability in the program. Small businesses provide 67 per -
cent of first jobs and produce 55 percent of innova-
tions. TNInvestco helps to make investment capital avai |-
able to small, medium and start up businesses in Tennes-
see. The goal is to develop Tennessee’s entrepreneurial
infrastructure, to bring additional capital into the sta te, to
diversify the state’s economy and to create “anchors” or
“clusters” of business innovation which can result inn ew

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companies being created in Tennessee. Individual busi-
nesses interested in applying for the program may go to
www.tninvestco.gov and complete an application form
which will be submitted to each of the TNInvestco funds.

English in the workplace — The Senate Commerce Com-
mittee has approved a bill to clarify that Tennessee em-
ployers have a right to institute an English-in-the-
workplace policy. The bill, SB 2753 sponsored by Senator
Jack Johnson (R-Franklin), clarifies that employers can
require that English be spoken on the job as long as it is
posted. The Republican sponsor said requiring English is
often a safety precaution. Businesses where employees are
continuously handling toxic products or food containers
have a need to require English.

Holocaust Remembrance — The State Senate on Monday
remembered those who died in the Holocaust as part of the
International Holocaust Remembrance Day each spring,
which is observed near the Days of Yom Hashoah. The
event was organized by Senator Andy Berke (D-
Chattanooga) and Senator Tim Burchett (R-
Knoxville). Each year the General Assembly invites the
Holocaust Survivors and US Army Camp Liberators to join
in a Commemoration hosted by the Tennessee Holocaust
Commission.

Overreaching by Congress -- The State Senate gave final
approval to Senate Joint Resolution 897 sponsored by Lt.
Governor Ron Ramsey (R-Blountville) which urges Tennes-
see’s Attorney General to join 19 other states in challeng-
ing the unconstitutional provisions in the federal govern-
ment takeover of the nation’s health care system. The
resolution states the General Assembly shares the concern
of other states that mandated insurance coverage for citi-
zens within their boundaries violates the Commerce
Clause and the Tenth Amendment of the U.S. Constitu-
tion.

Elected Attorney General -- The Senate heard two read-
ings this week of a resolution sponsored by Senator Mae
Beavers (R-Mt. Juliet), calling for an elected State Attor-
ney General (AG). The resolution, Senate Joint Resolution
698, seeks to amend the state’s Constitution to allow a
popular election every four years. Tennessee is the only
state in the nation that allows the State Supreme Court to
select the attorney general. The amendment process re-
quires three readings before a vote is taken on the resolu-
tion. It must be approved by both the 106th General As-
sembly, currently in session, and the 107th, which wil |
take office in 2011, before going to voters in a statewid e
referendum in November 2014.

College Savings -- The Senate Finance Committee has
approved legislation to increase the number of college
graduates by providing essential education to parents an d
students about how to save for college. The proposal, Sen-
ate Bill 3234 sponsored by Senate Education Committee
Chairman Dolores Gresham (R-Somerville), would create
an 11-member Tennessee Financial Literacy Commission
to establish a state clearinghouse of information, re-
sources, and assistance for improving financial literacy  in
the area of college savings.

Similarly, a separate measure was approved by the full
Senate that authorizes the Board of Trustees of the Ten-
nessee Baccalaureate Education System Trust (BEST) to
establish an incentive plan to encourage citizens to parti  ci-
pate in any 529 college savings program that the Board
has contracted with to assist in these efforts. The pro-
posal, Senate Bill 1142, also sponsored by Gresham, helps
citizens take advantage of the incentive plans, grants and
scholarships that could be available to them through ind  i-
vidual savings accounts established by or on behalf of resi -
dents through BEST.

Hospitals -- Members of the Senate Finance Committee
voted this week to approve a plan to help hospitals avoid
almost $659 million in cuts proposed in Governor Phil Bre-
desen’s 2010-2011 budget. Hospitals have asked the Gen-
eral Assembly to assess a coverage assessment on them in
order to raise $230 million. Money raised would be used to
draw down $430 million in federal funds available throug  h
a temporary Medicaid match program. Language in the
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legislation, Senate Bill 3528 sponsored by Senator Doug
Overbey (R-Maryville), also ensures that any assessment
would not be passed along to patients. In addition, hos pi-
tals have negotiated, contracted rates with payers that
would prevent them from passing the fee on to patients.

Report / Coal ash storage -- A resolution calling for the
Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation
to file an annual report regarding TVA's progress in tran -
sition to dry coal ash storage at coal plants in Tennessee
has received approval on final consideration in the State
Senate. The measure, Senate Joint Resolution 784 spon-
sored by Senator Tim Burchett (R-Knoxville), specifies
that the report should also contain information known to
the department arising from the continued environmental
restoration activities at the Kingston power plant and th e
affected lands and rivers, and the department's records
arising from solid waste, air quality, and water pollu  tion
control or other permitting of TVA facilities and facilit ies
which are used for the disposition or storage of coal ash
produced from TVA power plants. The Roane County coal
ash spill released more than 5.4 million cubic yards of ash
into the river from an on-site lagoon, also referred to as a
holding pond, at the Kingston Fossil Plant. Fly ashi s a
fine, glass-like powder recovered from gases created by
coal-fired electric power generation.

Child Abductions -- Lawmakers gave final approval to
legislation sponsored by Speaker Pro Tempore Jamie
Woodson (R-Knoxville) that aims to reduce the risk of child
abduction in Tennessee. The bill, Senate Bill 3065, would
provide courts with guidelines to follow regard-
ing potential child abductions and to provide courts
with appropriate measures to prevent these crimes.

Education / MRSA — The General Assembly has ap-
proved Senate Bill 3828 sponsored by Senator Diane Black
(R-Gallatin) to provide more information to schools regard-
ing MRSA, a potentially deadly staff infection. The bil |
requires the Department of Health to issue an advisory to
K-12 schools and early education centers to explain the
medical condition and give them guidance on steps they
can take to protect their students. The legislation comes
from a case in Sumner County where an 11-year old girl
died from the condition, pointing to the need for additional
information on MRSA in schools.

Medal Program — The full Senate approved Senate Bill
2488 sponsored by Lt. Governor Ron Ramsey (R-
Blountville) that would create the Veterans' Honor Medal
program to recognize and honor distinguished service by
Tennessee veterans. The Department of Veterans’ Affairs,
under the bill, would commission the design of a medal for
the program.

Teacher appreciation -- State Senators gave final ap-
proval to a resolution expressing support for Tennessee
teachers and acknowledging the role they play in the fu-
ture of the state. Senate Joint Resolution 798, sponsored
by Senator Dolores Gresham (R-Somerville), also recog-
nizes the challenges before teachers as a result of the Race
to the Top Act, as well as the commitment it will take on
the part of parents and students to make strides in im-
proving education attainment in Tennessee.

Mammograms -- Senator Mae Beavers (R-Mt. Juliet)
pushed passage of Senate Joint Resolution 890 through
the full Senate this week encouraging women to consult
with their doctors and organizations such as the Americ an
Cancer Society when choosing to have annual mammo-
grams. Beavers, a breast cancer survivor, credits screen-
ing and early intervention as a reason for her success in
defeating the disease. The resolution takes issue with the
U.S. Department of Health and Human Services’ new
guidelines increasing the age for baseline mammograms to
age 50, and changing the recommendation for annual
screenings to having the exams every other year. The
resolution instead urges Tennessee women to use the
American Cancer Society’'s recommended standard for an-
nual screenings beginning at age 40.
