Some companies, like Seventh Generation, have towels
made from 100 percent post-consumer paper. You can also
use unsoiled paper towels in mulch and compost.

However, the problem with paper towels is two-fold:
They don’t contain significant amounts of fiber for recy-
cling, meaning incentive to recycle them is low (less fiber =
less money). Also, they are often dirty or wet, which de-
grades them further and makes them non-recyclable.

The right way to do it

Buy reusable napkins and cleaning cloths to reduce your
usage of rolls (and rolls) of paper towels. You can save up
to $150 per year for a household that uses two rolls per
week, conserving 30 pounds or more of tissue-grade paper.

6. Driving a hybrid like a regular car

Good intention

Hybrid vehicles can reduce air emissions of smog-
forming pollutants by up to 90 percent and cut carbon di-
oxide emissions in half, according to Idaho Department of
Environmental Quality.

What goes wrong

Many drivers forget about simple hypermiling tech-
niques on the road. Accelerating quickly and pushing the
engine to its maximum burns up fuel (and battery) much
more quickly than gradual acceleration.

Also, last-minute stops or speeding up only to halt at a
red light means more fuel burned. Most drivers apply their
brakes between 10 and 25 percent more times than neces-
sary.

The right way to do it

Hypermiling is different in a hybrid because the car uses
the energy you save by regenerating the battery. A more
powerful battery will give you more drive time in EV
mode, resulting in less gas used.

Using hypermiling techniques can result in 35 percent
better fuel mileage out of your current vehicle (even if it’s
not a hybrid). It can be tough to slow down and mellow
out, but it pays back in big savings on fuel consumption.

7. Planting a garden with pesticides
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Good intention

Planting a home garden can provide your home with
fresh, locally grown produce. This saves you both money,
time and carbon emissions associated with transportation.

What goes wrong

Many gardeners use pesticides in order to control the
pests that often creep around plants, this includes mice,
insects, weeds, fungi and bacteria.

The EPA evaluates pesticides to ensure that they will not
have unreasonable adverse effects on humans, the envi-
ronment and non-target species, but because they are de-
signed to kill or otherwise adversely affect living organ-
isms, pesticides may pose some risk to humans, animals or
the environment.

Some pesticides are more hazardous than others; the
hazard may be from ingestion, getting the substance on
the skin or in the eyes, or inhaling it.

The right way to do it

In addition to planting a variety of veggies and herbs,
add some flowers to the mix to help ward off pests, since
you'll be eschewing chemical insecticides. Flowers and
herbs attract beneficial insects like ladybugs, which keep
aphids and other pests in check.

Putting a birdbath nearby will also invite more fine
feathered friends, who will also be happy to help your
cause by feasting on bugs.

You can also buy chemical-free fertilizers if your garden
needs an additional boost. Just be aware that the word
“organic” is not regulated the same way for fertilizers as it
is for foods.

Biologically-based pesticides, such as pheromones and
microbial pesticides, are becoming increasingly popular
and often are safer than traditional chemical pesticides. In
addition, EPA is registering reduced-risk conventional pes-
ticides in increasing numbers.

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Even once the oil appears to have dissipated, it can still
lurk beneath the surface of beaches and the sea bed, se-
verely affecting marine organisms that burrow, such as
crabs, for literally decades. These burrowing creatures are
also food for other animals, so the cycle of poisoning con-
tinues for many years.

There's really no aspect of a marine and coastal environ-
ment that is not in some way adversely affected by an oil
spill. The closer the spill occurs to the shoreline, the more
pronounced the damage will be due to coastal zones being
home to more concentrated and diverse populations of ma-
rine, bird and animal life than far out to sea.

Persian Gulf - January 23, 1991 - up to 1,500,000 tonnes

Gulf of Mexico - June 3, 1979 - 454,000 - 480,000 tonnes

Trinidad and Tobago - July 19, 1979 - 287,000 tonnes

Fergana Valley Uzbekistan - March 2, 1992 - 285,000
tonnes

consisting of over 100,000 tonnes. One tonne of crude oil is
roughly equal to 308 US gallons; so in the Persian Gulf
incident, approximately 462 million barrels were spilled —

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20 times more than the USA consumes in a day, over a
year's worth of consumption for Australia and enough to
supply the entire world's crude oil needs for around 5 days.

It's interesting to note that the Exxon Valdez disaster
isn't among the "100,000" club — it wasn't even close at
approximately 35,000 tonnes — but it was the largest spill
in U.S. history, and given where it occurred, one of the
biggest ecological disasters the nation has experienced.
That spill killed hundreds of thousands of sea birds, thou-
sands of otters, hundreds of seals, as well as killer whales,
bald eagles and fish. It's not just how much oil is spilled
that plays a role in the devastation that occurs, but where
it is spilled.

Oil leaks and spills don't just affect marine life — they
have a direct impact on humans, too, long after the initial
media frenzy has died down. Some Alaskan communities
were affected by the Exxon Valdez disaster, as important
commercial fishing and hunting grounds were contami-
nated for an extended period. Tourism was also affected.

Here's hoping the people, creatures and ecosystems of
Louisiana don't experience the same fate — they've en-
dured more than their fair share of hardships related to
environmental disasters in recent years.

Plastic bags

1. Film recovery has increased by 28 percent since 2005.
Recovery grew to an estimated 832,394,000 pounds of post-
consumer film (including plastic bags) in 2008.

2. As a result of 2009’s International Coastal Cleanup,
the Ocean Conservancy found that plastic bags placed sec-
ond (1.1 million), accounting for one out of every 10 items
removed and tallied.

3. Most grocery stores throughout the U.S. now offer
plastic bag recycling since most curbside programs do not
accept plastic bags. Due to their light weight, they can eas-
ily get stuck inside machinery when recycled.

4. Standard polyethylene bags don’t biodegrade, they
photodegrade. When exposed to ultraviolet radiation from
sunlight, polyethylene’s polymer chains become brittle and
start to crack.

Plastic resin codes

Plastic household containers are usually marked with a
number that indicates the type of plastic. Consumers can
then use this information to determine whether or not cer-
tain plastic types are collected for recycling in their area.

#1 PET, PETE (water and soda bottles, food jars and mi-
crowaveable food trays)

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* Plastic #1 is one of the most common and highly recy-
cled resins.

* Most curbside programs will accept this plastic in bot-
tle form.

* Plastic #1 is also the main resin targeted with con-
tainer deposit laws, also called bottle bills.

#2 HDPE (plastic bags, milk jugs, detergent bottles, wa-
ter and soda bottles)

* Recycled plastic #2 content can be found in plastic lum-
ber, buckets and crates, bottles for non-food items
(shampoo, detergent, motor oil) and even curbside recy-
cling bins themselves.

#3 PVC (blister packs, clamshell containers, bags, pipes,
some building materials)

* PVC is not commonly recycled or recyclable, nor is it
biodegradable.

* More than 7 billion pounds of PVC are thrown away in
the U.S. annually, and only 18 million pounds — barely
one-quarter of 1 percent — is recycled.

#4 LDPE (bags, shrink wrap, coating for paper milk car-
tons and beverage cups, container lids, squeezable bottles)

* Because plastic #4 is often in film form, it is sometimes
not accepted in curbside recycling programs.

* Its material is similar to plastic bags, and some major
grocery store chains will accept this plastic packaging for
recycling.

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#5 PP (bottle caps, medicine bottles, yogurt cups)

* Polypropylene has a good chemical resistance, a high
melting point and is a strong material.

* It’s ideal for reusable food containers and other packag-
ing that requires durability. But while this resin is as com-
mon as a ketchup bottle, it’s still often left out of curbside
programs.

#6 PS (takeout containers, foam packaging, packing pea-
nuts, CD cases)

* While most curbside programs do not accept plastic #6
or EPS, there are several community programs that will
recycle the material.

* If there are no programs that fit your specific needs or
are near your location, AFPR offers a mail-in program for
consumers.

#7 Other (bio-based plastics made from corn, potato or
sugar derivatives, 3- and 5-gallon reusable water bottles)

* Plastic #7 the catch-all category for those plastic prod-
ucts that do not fit into 1-6.

* These plastics are multi-layered combinations of more
than one plastic resin.

Earth911 partners with many industries, manufacturers
and organizations to support its Recycling Directory, the
largest in the nation, which is provided to consumers at no
cost. The American Chemistry Council is one of these part-
ners.

However, according to the ACC, retail stores with plastic
bag collection programs are located in every U.S. state.
Earth911 also lists thousands of locations to recycle plastic
bags across the country. Most locations offer the option to
recycle other types of plastic bags, such as:

About 89 billion plastic bags, sacks and wraps are used
each year in the U.S. Photo: Amanda Wills, Earth911.com

* Newspaper bags

* Dry cleaning bags

* Bread bags

* Produce bags

* Toilet paper, napkin and paper towel wraps

* Furniture wrap

* Electronic wrap

* Plastic retail bags (hard plastic and string handles re-
moved)

* Zip lock bags (remove the “zippers”)

* Plastic cereal box liners (if it tears like paper, do not
include)

* Diaper wrap (packaging)

* Plastic shipping envelopes (no bubble wrap and be sure
to remove any labels)

* Case wrap (e.g., snacks, water bottles)

* All clean, dry bags labeled #2 or #4

When you take your bags for recycling, it’s important to
note that you should remove all receipts and make sure
the bags are clean and dry.

What’s Next

One of the best aspects of recycling plastic bags and film
is what these material will do in their next product life
cycles. A primary usage of plastic bags and film is in com-
posite lumber, which accounts for almost 37 percent of the
recycled product market.

Recycled plastic can also become a number of other prod-
ucts. According to the ACC’s “T'oo Valuable To Waste” Web
site, “While litter doesn’t belong swimming in the sea, it
also doesn’t always belong in the trash bin. Plastic bottles
and other plastic containers are among the most easily
recyclable materials, and can go on to live a very useful
second life as decking, carpet or polar fleece, just to name
a few.”
