continuing to expand the facility and the number of cubs
cared for.

During the period from 2005 to 2009, the ABR acquired a
new, free, lease increasing its size to more than 25 acres,
received a number of grants and sponsorships and assisted
more animals than ever before. The spring 2010 issue of
the group's “Bear Tracks” newsletter reported 19 cubs ad-
mitted in the previous year plus four more added from
January forward, for a total of 23 by the time the newslet-
ter was released.

According to the ABR, a cub is taken in only after having
been monitored for at least 48 hours and having been
given every opportunity for the mother to return and take
charge of it again. If that doesn't happen, the cub is cap-
tured and sent to ABR, which sets up a care plan depend-
ing on the cub’s age and weight when brought in. The
ABR's release continues, “If a cub weighs less than five
pounds, wildlife officials immediately begin the search to
find a suitable surrogate mother in the wild while the cub
receives care at ABR's facility. If a cub can be reintroduced
to the wild with a surrogate mother and siblings, the proc-
ess moves quickly. If not, the cub is raised at ABR's facility
for later release to the wild ...”

That was the case with Butler, who moved to the facility
in May. The ABR's release says, “Cubs arriving at ABR's
facility in the spring are weaned by early June and intro-
duced to a one-acre bear enclosure ...” At that point the
cubs, “... no longer “see” humans or receive any human
contact (unless medical attention is required). The enclo-
sure's fence is covered with an eight-foot black blind which
blocks the cubs' view of humans or unnatural sights.”
While in the enclosure, Butler is feeding on a diet of fruits,
berries, nuts and some vegetables, similar to what he
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would eat in the wild, according to the information pro-
vided by Stewart. That “... food is tossed over the fence
and scattered so the cubs must forage in a natural man-
ner ...” the ABR release tells us.

Having gone through the full course at the facility, John-
son County's own young Butler B. Bear is about to go out
and make his way as a man of the world (or perhaps, more
properly, a bear of the world). Whatever the correct term,
the ABR has provided a safe home, food, training, and has
even fixed him up with a young lady friend with which to
head off into the sunset. No Roy Rogers western film ever
ended better.

This process is repeated again and again at the facility.

The Fuel Cost Adjustment (FCA) is the mechanism TVA
uses to help recover fluctuating fuel and purchased power
costs. The FCA ensures TVA recovers costs as they occur,
helping TVA better match its revenues to expenses. Most
utilities use similar mechanisms to adjust their rates.

Why do consumers pay for fuel?

About half of TVA’s power supply comes from fossil fuels
used to make electricity — coal, oil and natural gas.

Finding a Chemical Sensitivity

The process is similar to a food sensitivity in that you
need to keep track of your potential chemical exposures
and subsequent symptoms. Chemicals can stay in the body
for a lifetime, so past exposures could be responsible for
your current symptoms. This is why with chemical expo-
sures it's important to include past exposure as well.

The list of potential environmental chemical contacts at
work, home, school and outdoors is seemingly endless.

The FCA is calculated monthly as generation fuel costs
and the cost of power TVA purchases from other suppliers
rise and fall.

In terms of food sensitivities, a comprehensive nutri-
tional approach is extremely important, as most people's
sensitivities dramatically improve when they follow the
nutrition plan. This includes avoiding sugar, fruit juices,
most grains and pasteurized dairy products, which is
nearly always helpful. Replacing commercial milk with
raw milk from grass-fed cows is also usually well tolerated
and highly health promoting.

Making certain that enough long-chain omega-3 fats
(DHA and EPA) from krill oil are included in your diet is
also helpful.

A high-quality probiotic may also help in controlling food
sensitivities because it will improve digestion and the en-
vironment in your intestinal tract.

Chemical sensitivities can be somewhat harder to ad-
dress given the prevalence of chemicals in our environ-
ment, and the lack of control we sometimes have over our
exposure. It's possible to be exposed to chemicals without
even knowing, and very small amounts can cause harm.
Some of the most prevalent chemicals like pesticides,
phthalates in plastics and PCBs can be avoided by:

to chemical exposure from the oil spill—216 of those were
from workers, while 74 were from the general public.

According to the Alabama Department of Public Health,
at least 105 people [8] were treated for health complaints
believed to be related to the oil spill, reported the Mobile
Press-Register on Wednesday. The Alabama numbers are
only since May 14, however—almost a month into the spill.
Alabama doesn’t break these statistics down into workers
versus the general public.

BP’s latest count [9]—which spans from April 22 to July
12—recorded 647 illnesses and 955 injuries from Gulf
cleanup workers.

The company this week announced that it has
reduced the number of skimmers [10] working in the Gulf
by more than a quarter, now that the cap on the well is
holding in most of the oil [11].
